Cross Plains ISD Announces 
Bus Routes Changed for 2012-13

The bus routes for Cross Plains 
I.S.D. have been changed for the 
2012-2013 school year. There is 
no ‘in-town’ route this year.
Students who live within the city 

limits of Cross Plains will have 2 
places availabk to be picked up 
in the morning: Lowe’s Market 
or the American Legion Hall.

The hus will arrive between 
7:20-7:25 a.m. for morning 
pick-up and transportation to 
school. Students will need to be 
at their location by 7:20 a.m. in 
order to be transported to school.

In the afternoon, parents will 
have to pick up their student

from school. No afternoon ‘in 
town’ riders will be allowed.
The morning stop is offered as a 

courtesy for students who live in 
town. All other routes will run. 
the same as last year. Thank you 
in advanceffojEjyour cooperation 
with the new routes.

AUSTIN - Forty-four percent 
of Texas campuses met Ad­
equate Yearly Progress (AYP) 
targets this year due to a sub­
stantial increase in requirements, 
the Texas Education Agency 
announced today, Wednesday, 
August 8th.

In Callahan County, as a dis­
trict, only Clyde CISD and Cross 
Plains ISD met the AYP require­
ments. Locally, Clyde CISD and 
all four Clyde campuses met the 
AYP requirements.

Under this federal school ac­
countability system, a school or 
district this year met AYP re­
quirements if 87 percent or more 
of their students passed the state 
reading/English language arts 
test; 83 percent of their students 
passed the state mathematics 
test; 95 percent of their students 
participated in the state testing 
program and, depending on the 
grade level, had either a 75 per­
cent graduation rate or a 90 
percen t a tten d an ce  rate . 
Twenty-eight percent of Texas 
districts met these high stan­
dards.

These requirements are com­
parable to Recognized or Exem­
plary level performance in the 
2011 state accountability sys­
tem. No state ratings are being 
issued this summer because the 
accountability system must be 
retooled to use results of the 
new State of Texas Assessments 
of A cadem ic R eadiness 
(STAAR).

The state's request to use a 
similar approach with the fed­
eral system and carry over the 
2011 AYP ratings into 2012 as 
the state transitions to the new 
testing program was denied by 
the U.S. Department of Educa­
tion.

Under the current structure of 
the No Child Left Behind Act, 
the passing standards in the fed­
eral accountability system must 
rise to passing rates of 100 per­
cent on the mathematics and 
reading tests by 2014. This 
means steep increases in the

requirements each year now 
through 2014. Last year, a pass­
ing rate of 80 percent on the 
reading/English language arts 
test and 75 percent on math test 
were required to meet AYP. That 
year 50 percent of the districts 
and 66 percent of the campuses 
met AYP requirements.

Along with the graduation or 
attendance figures, 2012 AYP 
evaluations are based on 10*'’ 
grade Texas Assessment of 
Knowledge and Skills (TAKS) 
results and scores on the STAAR 
tests for grades 3-8. Because 
passing standards have not been 
set yet for the STAAR for el­
ementary and middle school 
grades, the Texas Education 
Agency conducted a bridge 
study to determine the raw score 
on the STAAR that is equivalent 
to the TAKS passing standards. 
These equivalency scores were 
then used in the AYP calcula­
tions for this year only.

Using this methodology, 3,773 
schools and 339 school districts 
met AYP requirements. Addi­
tional AYP information is avail­
able a t h ttp ://w w w .tea .- 
state.tx.us/ayp/.

Districts or campuses that miss 
AYP for the same reason (read­
ing, mathematics, graduation 
rate, or attendance rate) for two 
or more years and receive Title I 
funds move into the school im­
provement program and are 
subject to sanctions. Title 1 funds 
are federal funds that are to be 
used for the education of low- 
income students.

Non-Title I schools that miss 
AYP must revise their already 
existing campus improvement 
plans to address the reasons 
that the campus missed AYP.

The majority of Title I districts 
and campuses that missed AYP 
are in Stage 1, having missed 
AYP for the same reason for two 
years in a row.

Of the 513 Title I districts that 
missed AYP, 285 or 56 percent 
of them are in Stage 1 of the

School Improvement Program. 
Among campuses, 976 or 84 
percent of the total 1,159 Title I 
schools that missed AYP are in 
Stage 1. These districts or cam­
puses must develop an improve­
ment plan and campuses must 
offer students the option to trans­
fer to a school that meets AYP 
requirements.

Schools or districts that are in 
Stage 2-5 face stronger sanc­
tions at each additional stage. A 
school that has reached Stage 2 
sanctions, for example, must 
offer tutoring to its students.

The Texas Education Agency 
is revamping the Supplemental 
Educational Services (SES) or 
tutoring component with the in­
tent of enhancing the quality of 
tutoring services provided to stu­
dents. The new statewide SES 
system is expected to be avail­
able by the time school starts.

At Stage 5, which is the most 
advanced intervention level, a 
school must adopt an alterna­
tive form of governance. Fifty- 
nine schools have reached this 
level. Along with offering trans­
fer and tutoring options, a school 
at Stage 5 could:

• Reopen as a charter school;
• Replace all or most of the 

school staff;
• Contract with a private man­

agement company to operate 
the school;

• Turn the school's operation 
over to TEA; or

• Adopt any other major re­
structuring of school gover­
nance.

If a school has been at Stage 5 
for two or more years, agency 
staff will meet with the campus 
and district staff to discuss ways 
to revise the restructuring plan 
to make it more successful.

In just a few weeks, Texas 

students will say a bittersweet 
goodbye to summer break and 
make the return to school -  
early morning wake-up calls, 
long days of back-to-back 
classes and often, after-school 
activities or sports. As Texas 
students begin the 2012-2013 
school year, many will ride the 
bus to school or be driven by 
their parents or a carpool. They'll 
sport new backpacks or lunch 
boxes and come ready with sup­
plies like markers, folders and 
notebooks.

With the hustle and bustle of 
the back-to-school season, it's 
probably safe to say most of 
these students have their sights 
set on the future -  whether it's 
the day ahead or even the year 
ahead -  and not the distant past. 
Even so, it is worth a few mo­
ments to take a glimpse back in 
time, to see how much life has 
changed and how different the 
experience was for their prede­
cessors -  the students of the 
Texas frontier.

On the frontier, as settlements 
were founded, the demand for 
schools and teachers grew. 
Trustees—typically two or three 
male leaders from the settle­
ment—were appointed in each 
community to manage every­
thing from determining the lo­
cation of the school to hiring 
and firing teachers. While a few 
concerned themselves with the 
minute details of school man­
agement, most were consumed 
with their day-jobs -  farming -  
and did not have time to micro­
manage school affairs.

In The Empty Schoolhouse, au­
thor Luther Bryan Clegg pre­
sents firsthand accounts of rural 
West Texas life, with a focus on 
experiences in one-room  
schools, from the first half of the 
20“’ Century. One former teacher 
recalls the communication bar­
rier that often arose between 
teachers and trustees: "Most 
trustees were farmers or ranch­
ers and seemed embarrassed to 
do business with a woman. If I 
asked what or how they thought 
I should teach, they'd say. You 
just teach the school, we'll do 
the plowing."

Trustees determined the size 
of their school districts -  typi­
cally 36 square miles -  and the 
location of the schoolhouse 
based on the distance students 
would have to travel to school. 
Most students traveled on foot, 
many times in groups with neigh­
bor children. Depending on 
weather conditions, the distance 
to school could be nearly an 
hour for some students. Often, 
the hour-long walk to school 
posed a number of distractions. 
There were berries to be found 
or mesquite wax -  the sap found 
on mesquite trees -  which could 
be chewed much like chewing 
gum. As one former student put 
it, "It's a wonder we ever got to 
school."

There were three major require­
ments for the construction of 
one-room schoolhouses - a well 
or cistern for drinking water, a 
wood-burning stove to keep the 
schoolhouse warm in the winter 
months, and outhouses. Teach­
ers were responsible for arriving 
at school early to build a fire and 
maintain it throughout the day. 
Tmstees often were charged with 
hauling the firewood to the 
school, where older male stu­
dents would chop it down to 
size. Female students would help 
with keeping the schoolhouse 
clean -  sweeping daily. In one 
Texas frontier school, an older 
student with good penmanship 
was tasked with writing signs 
that read "No smoking" and "No 
spitting on the floor."

With only one school per settle­
ment, the frontier school edu­
cated students of all ages to­
gether. Most frontier schools 
taught students from first to 
eighth grade. The students were 
seated according to age, but it 
was common for the best pupils 
in each grade to assist students 
who were not performing as well.

The basic curriculum of the 
frontier school focused on read­
ing, writing and arithmetic. Most 
days centered around the reci­
tation bench, where students 
would take turns reciting pas­
sages from their readers. Chris­
tian teaching was also included, 
with students reading passages 
from the Bible as part of their

daily lessons.
The typical school year was 

scheduled around farming ac­
tivities. School normally began 
in the fall when crops were har­
vested and ended in the spring 
when it was time to plant. If 
sickness fell on the community, 
school was "turned out," or dis­
missed, until the epidemic had 
passed. Because of a lack of 
compulsory attendance, many 
parents kept their students at 
home arbitrarily to help with 
chores at the house or on the 
farm.

Though the school of the fron­
tier faced many challenges, the 
teachers and trustees made an 
important investment in the chil­
dren of their communities -  the 
gift of education. They chal­
lenged students to set goals and 
accomplish them. As Mr. Clegg 
puts it, "The one-room school 
was a reflection of its time, the 
means by which a community 
could teach curricula, values and 
mores it deemed important. Al­
though beset by limitations, it 
was a noble effort to provide 
instruction for the young."

As the new school year begins, 
much has changed since the 
days of the one-room school- 
house on the Texas frontier. But 
the focus remains the same -  to 
invest in the youngest genera­
tion so that they may learn more, 
go farther and push past barri­
ers. Our teachers and adminis­
trators deserve our heartfelt 
thanks for the positive differ­
ence they are making in the lives 
of to d ay 's  children and 
tomorrow's generation of lead­
ers.

Highway 283 in Callahan Countv to be widened
Adding highway shoulders, width, 
reduce crash numbers and save lives
AGSTIN—Texas highways are 

safer now thanks to hundreds of 
projects completed in the last 
few years to add shoulders, width 
on more than 1,000 miles of 
rural, two-lane highways.

An analysis of 189 Texas De­
partm ent of Transportation 
(TxDOT) road projects around 
the state shows that wider pave­
ments make highways safer and 
result in fewer crashes.

Recently, TxDOT asked the 
Texas Transportation Institute 
(TTl) to analyze and review three 
years of pre-and post-improve­
ment data on more than a thou­
sand miles of narrow two-lane 
highways that had been wid­
ened. The numbers show that 
on 1,159 miles of recently added 
highway shoulders, there were 
133 fewer fatalities and 895 fewer 
injuries compared to prior to 
widening.

TTl has estimated that these 
projects could save up to 44 
lives each year or 880 lives over 
20 years- and prevent 298 inju­
ries or 5,960 injuries over the 
same time period.

“Safety is our top priority,” said 
Phil Wilson, TxDOT executive 
director. “The agency’s road­
way widening initiative has been 
a tremendous success, both for 
increasing safety on Texas high­
ways and potentially saving bil­
lions of dollars associated with

fatal crashes and sustained inju­
ries.”

In 2003, voters gave the Texas 
Transportation Commission the 
authority to issue $3 billion in 
bonds to pay for state highway 
improvements. The law stipu­
lated that 20 percent of that 
amount must be used to fund 
projects that would reduce 
crashes or correct or improve 
hazardous locations on the state 
system. The Texas Legislature 
later increased the bonding au­
thority to $6 billion.

TTl is also analyzing recently 
com pleted projects—mostly 
from the 2009 safety bond ini­
tiative.

Among the 37 completed wid­
ening projects from that bond 
initiative, fatalities were reduced 
by an average of five annually. 
The $29 million construction cost 
for those 37 projects—through 
the 20-year life of the project— 
could save an estimated $456.4 
million from fewer fatalities and 
serious injuries.

”1 am proud of the role 1 played 
in creating the Safety Bond Pro­
gram, and 1 sincerely thank 
TxDOT and the people of Texas 
for making it happen,” said 
Senator Steve Ogden, R-Bryan.

TxDOT plans on expanding 
these efforts in the future in ar­
eas where widening improve­
ments are needed.

In TxDOT’s Abilene District, 
two projects are under way that 
will add these types of safety 
improvements. FM 89 from GS 
277 to the Nolan County line is 
being reconstructed with wider 
travel lanes and shoulders. On­
going construction of FM 2833 
(East Lake Road) from SH 351 
to the Jones County line will 
reconstruct the road with 12- 
foot travel lanes and 10-foot to 
8-foot shoulders.

An upcoming project to re­
construct and widen GS 283 in 
Callahan County from SH 36 to 
the Coleman County line will go 
to contract late next year.

New identification rules for vehicle 
titling, registration paves way for future 
automation, enhances public safety

Texans titling a vehicle in the 
state and first-time registrants 
will soon have to show identifi­
cation, enhancing public safety 
and paving the way for more 
customer-friendly automation. 
The Texas Department of Motor 
Vehicles (TxDMV) Board passed 
new identification rules at its 
Thursday, August 9th meeting. 
The rules were required as part 
of two new state laws (HB 2017 
and HB 2357) that mandate 
identification for titling a vehicle 
and first-time registrants. This 
change does not apply to regis­
tration renewals. The identifica­
tion requirements are a two- 
phase process designed to give 
Texans, tax assessor-collectors 
and businesses an opportunity 
to become educated on the new 
procedure. Beginning Sept. 3, 
2012, vehicle buyers can show 
pny government photo identifi­
cation if it includes a current 
photo, unique identification 
number, birth date and expira­
tion date. On Sept. 1,2013 and 
thereafter, the only acceptable 
government photo identification 
will be a:

• State driver's license or iden­
tification certification issued by 
one of the G.S. states or territo­
ries

• Gnited States or foreign pass­
port

• Gnited States military identi­
fication

• North Atlantic Treaty Orga­
nization (NATO) identification

• Gnited States Department of 
Homeland Security identifica­
tion-issued document

• Identification issued under a 
G.S. Status of Forces Agree­
ment

• Gnited States Citizenship and 
Immigration Services documen­

tation
The new identification require­

ments are another step towards 
creating more electronic services 
for customers, and ensuring the 
integrity of the motor vehicle 
database. Next year Texans can 
expect to see the replacement of 
paper titles with electronic ones 
or "eTitles," that will take the 
burden off vehicle owners to 
keep track of their title and help 
to reduce title fraud. The eTitle 
system is expected to launch in 
fall 2013. The TxDMV plans to 
further automate the motor ve­
hicle database so vehicle own­
ers can be found by name. Cur­
rently the system can only find 
an owner in the database by the 
vehicle identification or license 
plate number. "As we build our 
new automation system, we will 
be able to use your Texas De­
partment of Public Safety (DPS) 
driver's license number as the 
unique identifier to make sure 
we find all the vehicles in the 
TxDMV motor vehicle database 
that are under your name," said 
Randy Elliston, TxDMV Vehicle 
Titles and Registration Division 
director. "For instance, you can 
imagine how many John Smiths 
we might have recorded among 
the millions of title records, but 
by tying John Smith's name to 
his driver's license number we 
can find the right one."

Eventually this will allow ve­
hicle owners to access their own 
information in the motor vehicle 
database. "We want to deliver to 
Texans a customer-centric sys­
tem that is both useful and se­
cure," said TxDMV Executive 
Director Whitney Brewster. The 
agency is in the process of se­
curing a vendor to retool its 
Registration and Titling System

so it can support additional online 
services for custom ers and 
streamline business processes. 
The TxDMV continues to offer 
registration renewal, email reg­
istration renewal reminders, spe­
cialty plate ordering, customer 
address changes, vehicle trans­
fer notifications and vehicle 
transfer permits online. Consum­
ers can also check whether a 
moving company is licensed and 
any complaints filed with the 
TxDMV against moving, bus or 
truck companies on the TxDMV 
website, www.TxDMV.gov. "The 
TxDMV is dedicated to improv­
ing customer service and con­
venience for citizens," said 
TxDMV Board Chairman Victor 
Vandergriff. "Our employees and 
board members are focused on 
our mission to promote and pro­
tect the interests of the motoring 
public and citizens in the state of 
Texas.

The Texas Department of Mo­
tor Vehicles (TxDMV) is charged 
with overseeing the state's mo­
tor vehicle services that provide 
consum er protection, assist 
motor vehicle-related businesses 
and raise revenue for the state. 
For every $1 it spends, the 
TxDMV returns $10 to build and 
maintain highways, roads and 
bridges and provide needed ser­
vices to Texans. Each year the 
agency registers almost 22 mil­
lion vehicles; regulates vehicle 
dealers; credentials buses and 
big trucks for Intrastate and in­
terstate commerce; issues over­
size and overweight permits; and 
awards grants to law enforce­
ment agencies to reduce vehicle 
burglaries and thefts.

farm loans for losses caused by 
Drought beginning January 1, 
2012 and continuing are being 
accepted at the Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) office located in 
Anson, Texas, Richard G. Young 
said today.

Callahan, Coleman, Eastland, 
Jo n e s , Shackelfor^d a^nd 
Stephens Counties arV6 of 252 
counties in Texas recently 
named eligible for loans to cover 
part of production and physical 
losses resulting from the Drought 
beginning January 1,2012 and 
continuing. Richard G. Young, 
said farmers may be eligible for 
loans of up to 100% of their 
actual losses or the operating 
loan needed to continue the 
agricultural business, whichever 
is less. For farmers unable to 
obtain credit from private com­
mercial lenders, the interest rate 
is currently 2.25 percent.

“As a general rule, a farmer 
must have suffered at least a 30 
percent loss of production to be 
eligible for an FSA emergency 
loan”, Richard G. Young, said. 
Farmers participating in the Fed­
eral Crop Insurance program will 
have to consider proceeds from 
those programs in determining 
their loss.

“Applications for loans under 
this emergency designation will 
be accepted until March 12, 
2013, but farmers should apply 
as soon as possible. Delays in 
applying could create backlogs 
in processing, with possible de­
lays into the new farming sea­
son”, Richard G. Young said.

FSA is a credit agency of the 
G.S. Department of Agriculture. 
It is authorized to provide disas­
ter emergency loans to recog­
nized farmers who work at and 
rely on farming for a substantial 
part of their living. Eligibility is 
extended to individual farmers 
who meet G.S. citizenship re­
quirements and to farming part­
nerships, corporations, or coop­
eratives in which G.S. citizen­
ship requirements are met by 
individuals holding a majority 
interest.

Cross Plains' retail sales 
in 2012 are 2% higher
The City of Cross Plains' one 

percent city sales tax payments 
in 2012 are higher by just over 
two percent, according 'to the 
Texas State Comptroller's of­
fice.

Texas State Comptroller Su­
san Combs reported the city's 
sales tax payment on Wednes­
day, August 8th.

Cross Plains' 2012 sales tax 
payments for the year totalled 
$139,176.45, which is 2.59 
percen t higher than  the 
$135,656.80 in sales tax rebate 
payments collected in 2011.

The payment to the city for 
August 2012 was $18,868.24, 
which is 0.83 percent lower than 
the August 2011 payment of 
$19,027.34 to the city.

Texas Com ptroller Susan 
Combs announced Wednesday, 
August 8th, that state sales tax 
revenue in July was $2.05 bil­
lion, up 10.1 percent compared 
to July 2011.

"Business spending in the oil 
and natural gas industry and 
other sectors continues to be 
robust," Combs said. "That 
spending, along with increases 
in consumer sectors such as 
retail trade, continues to boost 
sales tax collections. State sales 
tax revenue has now increased 
for 28 consecutive months."

Combs will send August local 
sales tax allocations totaling 
$632.1 million to cities, coun­
ties, transit systems and special 
purpose taxing districts. August 
sales tax allocations are up 4.2 
percent compared to August 
2011 .

Combs distributed $418.0 mil­
lion in August 2012 allocations 
to Texas cities, which is up 2.7 
percent from August 2011 and 
higher by 7.6 percent year-to- 
date.

She reported $40.6 million in 
August 2012 allocations to 
Texas counties, which is higher 
by 7.8 percent compared to 
August 2011 and higher by 13.7 
percent year-to-date.

The Texas transit systems re­
ceived $142.3 million in August 
2012 sales tax allocations, which 
is 5.4 percent higher than Au­
gust 2011 and up 9.3 percent 
year-to-date.

Special Purpose Taxing Dis­
tricts received $31.2 million in 
August 2012 allocations, which 
is 14.8 percent higher than Au­
gust 2011 and higher by 22.6 
percent year-to-date.

Total sales tax allocations were 
$632.1 million in August 2012, 
which is 4.2 percent higher than 
August 2011 and up 9.0 percent 
year-to-date.

The sales tax figures repre­
sent monthly sales made in June 
as well as April, May and June 
sales by businesses that report 
tax quarterly.

Baird's monthly payment for 
August 2012 was $12,460.97, 
which is 9.64 percent lower than 
the $13,791.69 payment made 
to the city in August 2011.

—The 2012 sales tax pay­
ments in the City of Clyde are 
1.64 percent higher than the 
payments made to the city in
2011. The sales tax rebates for 
the City of Clyde have 
amounted to $365,396.82 in
2012. The 2011 payments to

The City of Clyde's monthly 
payment for August 2012 was 
$56,459.44, which is higher by 
0.15 percent compared to Au­
gust 2011 in which a payment 
of $56,371.34 was received.

—The City of Putnam re­
ported the 2012 payments to 
the town totalled $10,514.67, 
up by 8.49 percent from the 
2011 payments to the city in 
the amount of $9,691.56.

Putnam's tax payment for the 
month of August 2012 was 
$1,602.56, which is 25.08 per­
cent higher than the August 
2011 payment of $1,281.13.

Countywide, sales tax pay­
ments for 2012 in Callahan 
County are higher by 1.05 per­
cent compared to the 2011 
payments in the county. Calla­
han County towns received

sales tax payments in 2012 
amounting to $597,118.27 
while the 2011 payments to the 
county tow ns to talled  
$590,886.42.

The tax rebates in Callahan 
County for the month of August 
2012 were $89,391.21, which 
is 1.19 percent lower than the 
A ugust 2011 paym ent of 
$90,471.50.

Merchants collect the state 
and local sales tax and send it 
to the Comptroller's office with 
their tax returns. The state 
keeps its 6 1/4% share and re­
turns the local one percent 
sales tax each month to the 
local governments. Cities and 
counties may levy a combined 
tax of up to two percent above 
the state's sales tax.

Clyde businesses collect 
2 .00%, including one percent 
for the City of Clyde, one-half of 
one percent for the Clyde Eco­
nomic Development Corpora­
tion and one half of one percent 
to reduce property taxes (Pro­
ceeds to benefit the Clyde Vol­
unteer Fire Department).

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in 
local sales taxes, of which 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city 
and 1.00% is allocated for eco­
nomic developm ent in the 
town.

Baird collects 1.50% in local 
sales tax of which 1.00% is allo­
cated to the city and 0.50% is 
allocated to the community's 
economic development corpo­
ration.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo­
cal sales tax of which all 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be 
approved by local voters and 
may be used for any legal city 
or county expenses. Most areas 
put the money in their General 
Fund and use it for normal op­
erations like fire fighting, main­
taining roads and law enforce­
ment, the Comptroller said. 
Some cities use up to an addi­
tional one percent of city sales 
tax to help fund local economic 
development and to reduce 
property taxes.

A Cybersecurity Solution
By Senator 

Kay Bailey Hutchison

As Congress adjourned for the 
summer recess, some issues 
were left unresolved, most nota­
bly the question  of a 
cybersecurity bill. Many have 
asked why. The answer is that 
I, and several of my colleagues, 
had deep concerns about the 
proposed bill. But 1 believe we 
can find common ground and a 
way forward.

There is no partisan dissent 
over whether cybersecurity -  
protecting computers, networks, 
programs and electronic infor­
mation from being attacked and 
destroyed -  is a critical issue. 
Experts have long cited cyber­
terrorism as one of the poten­
tially most dangerous threats to 
national security. Consider what 
might happen if a hostile gov­
ernment or terrorist organiza­
tion launched an attack on our 
nation's power grids, hospitals, 
nuclear facilities or major finan­
cial institutions -  just to name a 
few possible targets. The ef­
fects would be devastating. The 
question is not whether we act to 
prevent such attacks, the ques­
tion is how we act.

Two cybersecurity measures 
are now under consideration in 
the U.S. Senate. A bill authored 
by Senators Joe Lieberman (I- 
CT) and Susan Collins (R-ME), 
the Cybersecurity Act, would 
authorize the government to set 
standards for cybersecurity tech­
nology and determine which 
companies should comply with 
the government's standards. 1 
and seven of my colleagues, 
each of us the most senior Re­

publican members of our com­
mittees and subcommittees that 
have jurisd iction  over 
cybersecurity  -  S enato rs 
McCain, Chambliss, Grassley, 
Murkowski, Coats, Burr and 
Johnson -  have co-sponsored 
an alternative, the SECURE IT 
Act. Our bill emphasizes infor­
mation-sharing about cyber 
threats among and between pri­
vate and public organizations, 
securing federal agencies against 
threat, ensuring that federal con­
tractors report significant events, 
facilitating prosecution of cyber 
crime and focusing on research 
and technology to improve 
cybersecurity.

Cybersecurity experts agree 
that maintaining effective de­
fenses requires cooperation and 
information-sharing both within 
critical industries and between 
the private sector and govern­
ment. However, anti-trust and 
liability laws discourage or even 
prohibit cooperation among 
businesses, and our 
government's standard operat­
ing procedure has been to warn 
about the risks of cyber attacks 
without always sharing specific 
information with the entities at 
greatest risk.

The Lieberman-Collins bill 
doesn't fix these problems. Le­
gal liability protections are weak 
for companies that want to co­
operate with one another, and 
pre-determined government 
mandates would decide what 
cyber information should be 
shared by government. In con­
trast, the McCain-Hutchison bill 
authorizes essential legal liabil­
ity and anti-trust protections for 
companies that want to work

together to com bat cyber 
threats. It also requires govern­
ment agencies to share relevant 
information and assist compa­
nies and com m unities at 
cybersecurity risk.

The SECURE IT sponsors are 
concerned that the Lieberman- 
Collins bill would deter coopera­
tion rather than encourage it. 
And we worry that it ignores 
cybersecurity's biggest chal­
lenge: constantly and rapidly- 
evolving technological threats.

We need a nimble, flexible ap­
proach that can evolve at the 
same pace as emerging cyber 
threats. It must be driven by 
industries that know their sys­
tems best, and be a true col­
laboration between government 
and the private sector, where 
information-sharing is a two-way 
street.

McCain-Hutchison is the right 
foundation  for a national 
cybersecUrity policy. It is sup­
ported by the industries and or­
ganizations it impacts, and it 
can pass the House of Repre­
sentatives. It recognizes the 
unique challenges presented by 
evolving technology and makes 
prosecuting cyber-crime a pri­
ority.

We all agree that cybersecurity 
is an issue of vital national im­
portance. My bill co-sponsors 
and I are in continuing 'discus­
sions with our colleagues in the 
Senate during the recess, with 
the goal of reaching consensus 
by Labor Day. I call on my friends 
on both sides of the aisle to 
come together to get it done.
