the phrase “God is dead”. His teaching and his European follow-
ing in the late 1800’s and early 1900’s helped make him a most
successful philosopher as he popularized the notion that man is
sovereign, not God. °

We see the fruit of his reasoning as he and other intellectuals of
his day (like Karl Marx) dominated European thought and fos-
tered the rise of fascism and communism.

These “godless” movements fomented countless anarchies sub-
sequent world wars, retaliations against enemies of the state, and
left near 100,000,000 (one hundred million and still counting) dead
in their wake. Quite a sobering testimony for those who examine
the evidence compiled by history.

The United States has been tempted by the same bankrupt phi-
losophy and now it seems eager to embrace man’s sovereignty of
over accountability to a Living God. This is not a new temptation
nor did it begin with Nietzsche and Marx. In Genesis 3:5 we learn
that Satan coined the phrase “You will be like God” and the de-
ception and fall of man was established. Despite God’s revelation
of goodness, righteousness, and exhortation to love a large major-
ity want to choose their own way. In the end each of us turns to
God and recognizes his presence. The question for you and I is
whether we do it today or wait till its too late.

Cross Plains' retail sales
begin 2010 down over 4%

The City of Cross Plains' one’

percent city sales tax payments
in 2010 are now Tunning over
four percent lower compared to
2009 sales tax payments, ac-
cording to the Texas State
Comptroller's office.

Texas State Comptroller Su-
san Combs reported the city's
sales tax payment on Friday,
January 8th.

Cross Plains' 2010 sales tax
payments for the year totalled
$14,421.32, which is 4.48 per-
cent lower than the $15,098.34
in sales tax rebate payments
collected in 2009.

The payment to the city for
January 2010 was the same as

the yearly total.
Comptroller Susan Combs an-

nounced today (Friday, Janu-
ary 8th) the state collected $1.65
billion in sales tax revenue in
December, down 11.6 percent
compared to December 2008.

“Declining sales tax collections,
beginning in February 2009,
have now extended through
December 2009,” Combs said.
“As has been seen the past sev-
eral months, collections are
down across most major sec-
tors of the Texas economy, in-
cluding oil and natural gas, con-
struction, manufacturing and
retail trade. It is expected the
double-digit declines in tax col-
lections seen over the last half-
year will first moderate with col-
lections returning to growth dur-
ing the first or second quarter of
2010.”

Combs sent cities, counties,
transit systems and special pur-
pose taxing districts their first
sales tax allocations of 2010—
$405.2 million, down 11.8 per-
cent compared to January 2009.

Combs sent January sales tax
allocations of $274.4 million to
Texas cities, down 11.4 percent
compared to January 2009.
Texas counties received sales
tax payments of $24.3 million,
down 16.1 percent compared to
last January.

In addition, $16.2 million went
to 163 special purpose taxing
districts around the state, down
11.5 percent compared to last
January. Ten local transit sys-
tems received $90.1 million in
sales tax allocations, down 11.6
percent compared to a year ago.

December state sales tax col-
lections and January allocations
to local governments represent
sales that occurred in Novem-
ber.

Baird's monthly payment for
January 2010 is the same as the
yearly total.

—The 2010 sales tax pay-
ments in the City of Clyde are
30.14 percent higher than the
payments made to the city in
2009. The sales tax rebates for
the City of Clyde have
amounted to $39,170.16 in
2010. The 2009 payments to
the city during the same pay-
ment period were $30,096.40.

The City of Clyde's monthly
payment for January 2010 was
the same as the yearly total.

—The City of Putnam re-
ported the 2010 payments to
the town totalled $1,358.89,
down 11.19 percent from the
2009 payments to the city in
the amount of $1,530.24.

Putnam's tax payment for the
month of January 2010 was the
same as the yearly total.

Countywide, sales tax pay-
ments for 2010 in Callahan
County are up 15.32 percent
compared to the 2009 pay-
ments in the county. Callahan
County towns received sales
tax payments in 2010 amount-
ing to $62,934.76 while the

2009 payments to the count
towns totalled $54,572.10.

The tax rebates in Callaha
County for the month of Jant
ary 2010 were the same as th
yearly total.

Merchants collect the stat
and local sales tax and send
to the Comptroller's office wit
their tax returns. The stat
keeps its 6 1/4% share and re |
turns the local one percen
sales tax each month to the
local governments. Cities anc
counties may levy a combinec
tax of up to two percent above
the state's sales tax.

Clyde businesses collect 2.00
percent, including one percent
for the City of Clyde, one-half of
one percent for the Clyde Eco-
nomic Development Corpora-
tion and one half of one percent
to reduce property taxes (Pro-
ceeds to benefit the Clyde Vol-
unteer Fire Department.)

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in
local sales taxes, of which 1.00
percent is allocated to the city
and 1.00% is allocated for eco-
nomic development in the
town. ;

Baird collects 1.50% in local
sales tax of which 1.00% is allo-
cated to the city and 0.50%
allocated to the community's
economic development corpo-
ration.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo-
cal sales tax of which all 1.00
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be
approved by local voters and
may be used-for any legal city
or county expenses. Most areas
put the money in their General
Fund and use it for normal op-
erations like fire fighting, main-
taining roads and law enforce-
ment, the Comptroller said.
Some cities use up to an addi-
tional one percent city sales tax
to help fund local economic
development and to reduce
property taxes.

Calderon said that 27 West
Texas counties, including Calla-
han County, are in his service
area.
