Guidelines 
and requirements for the contests 
will be published in the Review

as soon as they are finalized.
When we look around the area 

at other small conununities who 
have lost their schools, have very 
limited shopping opportunities 
and have churches that 
have consolidated with larger 
congregations in other communi­
ties—we can be very proud of 
what Cross Plains has been ̂ and 
what we are today.

How many other communities 
of less than 2000 population 
do we know that can boast a 
fantastic award winning public 
library with a vast array of 
programs and resources, a 
museum that attracts people from 
around the world, a lively bunch 
of Senior Citizens who gather 
daily for food and fellowship; a 
health center, volunteer fire and 
ambulance departments, special 
interest organizations out the 
gazoo, a dedicated food pantry 
ministry, a fantastic facility for all 
types of summer ball games, 
churches of many denominations, 
numerous eating establishments 
and businesses that can meet most 
of our essential needs?

If you reside in Callahan County 
and receive your mail through a 
Post Office Box in Clyde, Cross 
Plains, Putnam or Baird, you 
Will Not receive a 2010 Census 
Bureau questionnaire.

Several residents in Clyde have 
questioned why they've yet to 
receive a Census Bureau ques­
tionnaire in the mail and accord­
ing to a United States Postal 
Service official. Census Bureau 
questionnaires are not mailed to 
residents who receive their mail 
through a Post Office Box. Of 
the 890 Post Office Boxes in 
Clyde, all but about 75 are rented 
by residential customers.

If you've not yet received the 
Census Bureau questionnaire, 
residents in Clyde can go by the 
Clyde City Hall to pick up a 
questionnaire. Clyde City Hall 
Secretary C. Jean Gilmore said 
early this week, a Census Bu­
reau worker has left a^um ber of 
the Census questionnaires at City 
Hall for Clyde residents to pick 
up. The city secretary said any­
one can pick up a Census ques­
tionnaire and you do not have to 
show any type of identification 
or sign anything to receive one. 
The Clyde City Hall is open from 
8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. Mon­
day through Friday and is lo­
cated at 222 Oak Street.

If you live in Baird and have yet 
to receive a Census Bureau ques­
tionnaire, you can go by the 
Baird Independent School Dis­

trict Administrative Office at 400 
West 7th Street and pick one up. 
The Baird ISD Administrative 
Office is open from 8:00 a.m. 
until 3:00 p.m. Monday through 
Friday.

Also, if you live in Baird you 
can go by the Resource Care 
Community Health Center lo­
cated at 128 West Fourth Street 
and pick up a questionnaire. 
The Resource Health Center of­
fice is open from 9:00 a.m. until 
5:00 p.m. Monday through Fri­
day.

If you live in Cross Plains and 
have not yet received a Census 
Bureau questionnaire form, you 
can go by the Cross Plains City 
Hall located at 201 South Main 
from 9:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m. 
Monday through Friday and pick 
up a Census questionnaire form.

After checking in with the Cen­
sus Bureau, we've discovered 
the short answer is that people 
who receive their mail by post 
office box do not receive forms 
in the mail. In those communi­
ties, Census workers are sup­
posed to be sent out to canvas 
door-to-door to hand-deliver 
Census forms. Those door-to- 
door efforts are supposed to 
begin after May 1st.

A Census Bureau spokes­
woman said there are several 
reasons that P.O. boxes are not 
used to deliver the forms. Prin­
cipal among them is that be­

cause many people maintain 
multiple mailboxes, they don't 
necessarily reflect where some­
one is living. Also, because the 
Postal Service is n<K a^w ed to 
deliver mail to a physical ad­
dress when it’s addressed to a 
P.O. box, there's no way to 
verify that the Census question­
naire made its way to the right 
hands.

According to Census Bureau 
spokeswom an Kimberly 
Murphy, beginning AprS 12, 
2010, you should catt the Tele­
phone Questionnaire Assistance 
center at one of the numbers 
listed below to obtain a ques­
tionnaire. The phone lines will 
be open from 8:CX) a.m. until 
9:00 p.m. (your local time| seven 
days a week.

• English 1-866-872-6868
• Chinese 1-866-935-2010
• Korean 1-866-935-2010
• Vietnamese 1 -866-945-2010
• Russian 1-866-965-2010
For the hearing-impaired, dial

(TDC) 1-866-783-2010 during 
the times noted above.

It’s also worth noting that Cen­
sus officials say the mail effort 
is very cost effective. They esti­
mate that for every 1 percent 
increase in the national partici­
pation rate by mail, the Census 
Bureau saves $85 million by 
not having to send census tak­
ers to houseHbids that failed to 
return the census form.

Watering days are going 
to be high. Water early mornings 
and late evening.

Be sure all limbs are cut back 
off roof tops.
My personal picks for tomatoes

this year are Early Girl, Celebrity 
and Mountain Spring. Remember 
to put on two table spoons of 
bone meal under each plant. 
Tomatoes like sweet soil.

Peppers should be planted with 
a book of gopher matches that has 
had the cover removed or a table 
spoon of sulfur under them. 
Gopher matches work the best. 
Peppers like sour soil.

Start seeds in the ground April 
3-10.

Flower beds should be weeded 
and new mulch put down. All of 
your fall flowering bulbs need to 
be separated and transplanted, 
spreading colors through your 
flower beds.

Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten Screening
Parents are asked to register 

their children who will enter 
Pre-Kindergarten next fall. Cross 
Plains Elementary offers 
Pre-Kindergarten to all children 
who will be four years of age on 
or before September 1, 2010. 
Pre-Kindergarten will be offered 
if a sufficient number of four year 
olds register for the program.

Determ ination of whether 
Pre-K will be a 1/2 day program 
or a longer program will be based 
upon enrollment numbers. It is 
important that students register as 
soon as possible in order to plan 
classes for 2010-2011. Class sizes 
for Pre-K may be limited, so first 
to register will be assigned first 
to class.

Students who will be five years 
of age on or before September 1, 
2010 are eligible for Kindergar­
ten. Kindergarten is a full day 
program. Kindergarten is a basic 
part of the Cross Plains School 
system and the service is 
available to all students. If you 
child is currently enrolled in

Pre-K at Cross Plains Elementary, 
you will NOT have to go through 
the screening process. If your 
child has not been enrolled in 
Pre-K, and will be attending 
Kindergarten in the fall, please 
register for screening.

Early childhood screening will 
be conducted at the same time as 
regular Pre-K and Kindergarten 
screening. The early childhood 
program is a program to help 
those children ages 3-5 who show 
to be developmentally delayed or 
have a suspected disability.

Early Childhood, Pre-K and 
Kindergarten screening will be 
conducted Monday, April 19, 
2010 at Cross Plains Elementary 
School. Please call the 
Elementary Principal’s Office 
at 725-6123 to make an appoint­
ment for your child. The screen­
ing will take about sixty minutes. 
Each student’s hearing, vision, 
speech, motor skills, language 
ability, and developmental growth 
will be evaluated at this time. 
Parents will be given a report on

their child’s progress at the time 
of the screening.

Parents are reminded that, in 
order to enter school in Texas the 
student must have a state 
approved birth certificate, social 
security card and a current 
immunization record.

Clyde lottery retailers Thrifty's 
Food Mart and Howie's Kountry 
Store continued to hold the top 
two spots am ong Callahan 
County retailers selling lottery 
tickets in the 2008-2009 fiscal 
year, which ended in September 
2009, according to Texas Lot­
tery officials.

Clyde businesses held six of 
the top 10 spots among the top 
lottery ticket retailers in 2009. 
Total lottery ticket sales in Cal­
lahan County were $2,471,714, 
which is down slightly from the
2007- 2008 fiscal year, which 
saw lottery sales of $2,497,019. 
The fiscal year 2006-2007 saw 
lottery sales down more than 
$500,000 from the previous 
year, after the price of a gallon 
of gasoline spiked to over $4.00 
per gallon during 2007. The high­
est number of lottery tickets sold 
was in the 2004-2005 fiscal year 
when $2,743,511 were sold.

Thrifty's Food Mart, located at 
1634 North Access Road (1-20 
and Cherry Lane) in Clyde, 
topped all Callahan County lot­
tery sales retailers with $477,411 
in lottery tickets sold in the 2008- 
2009 fiscal year. The majority 
of Thrifty's lottery sales are from 
Instant scratch-off tickets with 
sales of $434,545 in fiscal year
2008- 2009. Thrifty's reported 
$16,313 in Lotto ticket sales, 
$3,988.50 in Pick 3 ticket sales, 
$2,787 in Cash 5 ticket sales, 
$3,503 in Two-Step lottery ticket 
sales, $644.50 in Daily 4 ticket

sales and $15,629 in the Mega 
lottery ticket sales.

Howie's Kountry Store, located 
at 105 South First Street West 
in Clyde, had total lottery ticket 
sales of $430,354.50 in fiscal 
year 2008-2009.

In a ceremony in Houston, 
Tumbleweed Smith was 
commissioned an Admiral in the 
Texas Navy.
