AUSTIN—Texas seasonally 

adjusted unemployment rate 
dropped to 8.2 percent in 
June, down from 8.3 percent 
in May, and continued to trend 
well below the U.S. seasonally 
adjusted unemployment rate 
of 9.5 percent for the same 
m o n th .

The law does not require that services be provided to all children with di.sabilities voluntarily 
enrolled in private or home schools, or to ei^ry private or home school. However, every effort 
will be made to provide appropriate services with proportionate IDEA funds. If you will contact 
your local school district or Comanche Special Services SSA, you will assist us in our effort to 
accurately count all IDEA-eligible children enrolled in private and home schools. This count will 
help to determine how best to use the proportionate share of IDEA funds to meet the needs of 
children with disabilities voluntarily enrolled in private and home school settings.

Callahan County entites see $31 
million increase in 2010 tax vaiues
Callahan County's taxing enti­

ties saw their taxable values rise 
over $31 million compared to 
2009, according to Callahan 
County Appraisal District's Chief 
Appraiser, Bun Barry.

Barry, who is retiring at the end 
of August, provided 2010 ap­
praisal values for Callahan 
County, the cities of Clyde, Baird, 
Cross Plains and Putnam, and 
the school districts of Clyde 
CISD, Baird ISD and Cross Plains 
ISD.

Callahan County reported 
$507,608,914 in taxable ap­
praised values in 2010, up 
$12,264,188 compared to 2009 
appraised values.

Barry said the majority of the 
increase in taxable values was 
from increased pipeline apprais­
als, utilities and oil and gas val­
ues. Barry reported 2010 tax 
values in the county included 
$65 per barrel for oil, a rise of 
$29 compared to 2009 when 
the price of a barrel of oil was 
valued at $36. Barry reported 
last year's tax value for a barrel 
of oil was down due to the Mar­
ket Condition Factor calculated 
for the price of a barrel of oil. 
Barry also reported the price of
1,000 MCF (1,000 cubic feet) of 
natural gas increased in 2010 
from $3.83 last year to $4.23 
this year.

Barry reported taxable values 
for the City of Baird in 2010 were 
$45,500,360, up $3,545,647 
compared to 2009. The chief 
appraiser said the City of Baird's 
increase in taxable value can be 
attributed to personal property 
increases and equipment val­
ues. Barry reported the City of 
Baird's values were up due to a 
concrete company, based out 
of New Mexico, which was val­
ued at $4 million. He said the 
concrete company, which was 
located at the Baird Industrial 
Park, has since moved out of 
the county.

Baird ISD reported taxable val­
ues in 2010 of $115,452,330, 
up $7,795,840 compared to 
2009. Barry reported the Baird 
school district's values were 
higher in pipeline values and 
utility values. He said home con­

struction within Baird ISD 
amounted to $500,000 in tax­
able values.

Barry said the City of Clyde 
reported 2010 tax values of 
$106,659,930, up $997,280 
compared to 2009 taxable val­
ues. He said new home con­
struction within the city limits of 
Clyde amounted to $1.5 million, 
however the city saw tax values 
decline in other areas of the 
community. He said there was 
not one specific area which saw 
tax values drop, but he did men­
tion that disabled veterans can 
claim 100 percent tax exemp­
tion. Military veterans who are 
totally disabled or cannot work 
because of service-related inju­
ries will pay no property taxes 
on their homes under a new tax 
exemption approved by the Leg­
islature. Eligible disabled veter­
ans must apply for the tax ex­
emption through their county 
appraisal district. Barry said dis­
abled veterans tax exemptions 
amounted to $500,000 in Clyde.

Barry reported the City of Cross 
Plains is now in its second year 
of reporting taxable values. He 
said the City of Cross Plains 
reported $22,671,470 in taxable 
values in 2010, up $881,860 
compared to 2009 totals. He 
said the City of Cross Plains is in 
the process of a lot of reapprais­
als.

Barry said the City of Putnam 
had $2,126,230 in property tax 
values in 2010, which is down 
$939,210 compared to 2009. 
He said the big drop in Putnam's 
taxable values was from an AEP 
electric plant which was not in 
the city limits and was removed 
from the city's tax rolls. He said 
the city lost $900,000 in taxable 
values from the AEP electrical 
plant. Barry said the AEP plant 
is located inside Baird ISD's tax 
boundaries.

Barry reported because Clyde 
and Cross Plains school districts 
overlap into adjoining counties, 
their taxable values are only for 
Callahan County. He said that 
some of Cross Plains ISD tax 
values lie in Eastland County, 
Brown County and Coleman 
County. He said Clyde CISD tax

values are also located in Taylor 
County, Jones County and 
Shackelford County.

Eula ISD's taxable values are 
calculated by the Taylor County 
Appraisal District.

The chief appraiser said Clyde 
ClSD's 2010 tax rolls in Calla­
han County am ounted  to 
$186,997,640, up $3 million 
compared to last year. Barry 
said his office is now in the 
process of reappraising the Clyde 
school district's residential ar­
eas.

Barry reported Cross Plains 
ISD's 2010 tax values for Calla­
han County were $64,792,817, 
up $4 million compared to 2009.

Barry reported school districts 
are funded differently than a city 
or county. He said when a school 
district's tax base'goes up, then 
the state funds to that school 
district go down. He said actu­
ally when a school district's tax 
base rises, the State of Texas is 
the one who benefits the most, 
because the state's cost sharing 
of that school district drops.

Barry pointed out that in Cross 
Plains ISD, the state's revenue 
portion to the school district has 
dropped accordingly. He said at 
one point. Cross Plains ISD was 
funded with 75 percent of state 
revenue and that's since dropped 
to 48 percent funding. Barry 
said at one time in Texas, the 
majority of tax values was in the 
land and that's no longer the 
case. Barry said implementing a 
state income tax could alleviate 
some of the problem, but he 
doesn't believe that will happen 
in his lifetime.

Barry said although he is not 
involved with property tax state­
ments, he believes that taxpay­
ers will be getting their tax state­
ments by October 1st.

The chief appraiser said the 
appraisal district's tax values for 
the entities were certified on July 
19th and that effective tax rates 
and rollback tax rates were pub­
lished in the county newspapers 
last week.

Barry said that taxing entities' 
tax rates would be announced 
sometime in late August.

Texas Department of Agriculture Announces $10 
Million Available to Feed Homebound Texans

AUSTIN — After a lifetime of 
hard work, no elderly Texan 
should have to look to nursing 
care as a means of getting meals. 
In an effort to help deliver 
nutritious meals to the home of 
these elderly Texans and our 
state’s disabled citizens, the Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
announced the availability of $ 10 
million in grants available 
to non-profit groups, faith-based 
organizations and local 
government agencies through 
the Texans Feeding Texans: 
Home-Delivered Meal G rant 
Program.

“Texas senior citizens were 
raised during the Great 
Depression, they defended our 
freedoms in World War II and 
won the Cold War; now it is our 
turn to protect the,” Deputy 
Agriculture Commissioner Drew 
DeBerry said. “In Texas today, we 
have an estimated 270,000 
seniors who are food insecure.

many of whom are homebound. 
Through the Texans Feeding 
Texans program, we are able to 
help provide nutritious meals on 
a daily basis to these elderly 
citizens and disabled residents 
who are confined to their homes.”

The Texans Feeding Texans: 
Home-Delivered Meal Grant 
Program was created during the 
80th Legislative Session in 2007 
to give supplemental funding to 
home-delivered meal providers. 
The grants, based partly on the 
number of meals eligible 
applicants .served the year prior to 
applying, can only be used to 
supplement and expand existing 
services related to the delivery of 
meals. Eligible entities are 
non-profit organizations 
and governmental agencies. 
Applicants must partner with their 
county to be eligible for the 
program.

“Our home-delivered meal

count has doubled in two years, 
and we get new requests each 
month,” said Nancy Harrington 
of the Montgomery County 
Committee on Aging. “Without 
the Texas Department of 
Agriculture funding, we would 
have a huge waiting list, with 
many people never getting 
served.”
Since 2008, the Texans Feeding
