TxDOT offers free safety 
checks to ensure children 
are properly buckled 
Thursday in Abilene

ABILENE— In observance of 
national Child Passenger Safety 
Week. Sept. 14-20, TxDOT's 
Abilene district, in partnership 
with the D.R.l.V.E. Safe Coali­
tion, is offering free child safety 
seat checks on Thursday, Sept. 
18, from 9 -1 1  a.m. at Safety 
City, 2601 S. 7*'’ St., in Abilene.

"The law in Texas requires all 
children younger than 8-years- 
old, unless they are taller than 4 
feet 9 inches, to be in a child 
safety seat whenever they ride 
in a passenger vehicle," said 
John Barton, TxDOT deputy ex­
ecutive director. "If they're not, 
the driver will be ticketed or 
fined. For the safety of your 
child and for your own peace of 
mind, we strongly encourage 
you to take advantage of these 
free safety seat checks."

The National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration estimates 
roughly 3 out of 4 child safety 
seats are not used correctly. 
Common child safety seat mis­
takes include installing the seat 
too loosely, putting the harness 
straps through the wrong slots, 
leaving harness straps too loose, 
positioning the chest clip incor­
rectly and using the wrong seat 
belt path.

A recently released study by 
the Texas A&M Transportation 
Institute reports nearly 40 per­
cent of children riding in Texas 
vehicles are either improperly

buckled or not buckled at all. 
The study, conducted in the 
spring of 2014, observed more 
than 13,500 Texas children 
across 14 cities. Of the children 
observed, 61 percent were prop­
erly buckled into a safety seat 
while 25 percent were not. An­
other 14 percent of children in 
Texas vehicles were not buckled 
at all.

TxDOT encourages drivers to 
a Iway s refer to their specific child 
safety seat m anufacturer's 
manual for instructions on how 
to install the safety seat. Read 
the vehicle owner's manual to 
find information on the proper 
placement of the safety seat 
and for proper use of the seat 
belt or LATCH system.

Texas Department of Trans­
portation reminds drivers that 
free, year-round child safety seat 
checks are available at the 
agency's 25 statewide district 
offices. Available by appoint­
ment, the safety checks are con­
ducted by certified technicians 
who can determine if your child 
is properly buckled into an age- 
and size-appropriate safety seat.

Drivers can find the location of 
the nearest TxDOT child safety 
seat specialist by texting the word 
"seat" and their ZIP code to 
876526. Drivers also can visit 
www.SaveMeWithASeat.com to 
find out what type of safety seat 
their children need.

Cottonwood News

Richard Purvis passed away 
last Monday, September 8th and 
was buried in the Old 
Cottonwood Cemetery on 
Friday, September 12th. Services 
were held at the First Baptist 
Church in Cross Plains. He was 
92.

Richard was born in Cotton­
wood in 1922 to L. M. “Fred”and 
Sarah Reed Purvis. He was 
raised on a farm with his seven 
brothers and one sister. Richard 
attended school in Cottonwood 
and went on to serve in the Navy 
and graduate from Texas A&M.

He is survived by his wife 
Jeanell, sister Evelyn “Faye” 
Purvis Meehan of San Marcos, 
daughters Shirley Morrison and 
Sara Isenburg of Abilene, son, 
Dennis Purvis of Christoval, 
grandchildren and great­
grandchildren.

Richard loved Cottonwood. I 
can remember Jeanell remarking 
that on their trips to Cottonwood, 
the closer they got, the faster 
Richard would drive. Richard 
and Jeanell always came down 
for the Cottonwood Historical 
Assn. Meeting, Turkey Supper 
night and other events. Richard’s 
been the guest speaker at the 
Historical Association meetings, 
once by himself and twice with 
long-time pals R. T. Peevy and 
Wallace Bennett. Everyone has 
enjoyed Richard’s stories of 
growing up in Cottonwood.

I remember the day we 
unveiled the Cottonwood 
Cookbook and handed Richard

a copy open to the page with the 
pictures of his brothers. He had 
tears in his eyes. Richard and 
his brothers -  John, Gene, 
Golden, Hugh and Bobby Joe all 
served in World War II at the 
same time. All six of them. They 
all came home safely, except for 
the youngest one, Bobby Joe, a 
sergeant with the 767th Bom­
ber Squadron in the Army Air 
Force, who made the supreme 
sacrifice and was lost at sea. 
There’s a memorial marker for 
Bobby Joe in the Old Cotton­
wood Cemetery in the Puivis 
family plot, near where Richard 
was just buried.

Richard was a story-teller and 
he knew so much about Cotton­
wood’s history. He loved looking 
at old photographs of Cotton­
wood. Most people in Cross 
Plains will remember him from 
the 1980s when he served as 
principal and math teacher for 
the High School.

It’s hard to think about Richard 
and his wife, Jeanell without 
smiling. They have both been 
such a joy to be around. Our 
prayers go out to Jeanell and the 
family. Richard will be really be 
missed.

Collared Lizard
Most, if not all, herpetologists 

can attribute their involvement 
with reptiles and amphibians with 
a fascination of dinosaurs when 
they were young. It was defi­
nitely the case with me, and 1 
can remember the summer days 
of my childhood observing a 
modern-day dinosaur, the East­
ern Collared Lizard, often coined 
the name "Mountain Boomer" 
by those who encounter this 
species frequently.

The Eastern Collard Lizard 
{Crotaphytus collaris) is one of 
two species of "Mountain 
Boomers" that live in Texas, and 
by far it has the largest area of 
distribution. It can be observed 
throughout the western 3/4 of 
the state, including the entirety 
of the Panhandle, Trans-Pecos, 
and Edwards Plateau eco-re- 
gions. It also occurs to the north 
to southern Nebraska, westward 
to northern Arizona, and then 
southward into central Mexico.

The habitats that this conspicu­
ous lizard prefers are arid to 
semi-arid rocky arroyos, rocky 
hillsides, and mesas. They pre­
fer open areas with large rocks 
for basking and hunting and the 
large rocks strewn along caliche 
county roads are frequently uti­
lized.

The Eastern Collared Lizard is 
among the most brilliantly col­
ored and impressive lacertilian 
species in the United States. The 
scales on the back are small and 
granular in appearance and tex­
ture, and the background col­
oration varies from a light tan to 
gray to greenish-gray, and many 
small light spots and reticulate 
lines are often present. There is 
a very prominent double black 
collar on the neck on all speci­
mens, giving this animal its com­
mon namesake. The head is 
large and almost disproportion­
ate in size to the body. The front 
legs are smaller than the back 
legs, and the tail, which is col­
ored like the back, is extremely 
long.

During breeding season, how­
ever, the animals take on a com­
pletely different appearance, 
particularly sexually mature 
males. While attempting to at­
tract a mate, the head of the 
male becomes a bright yellow 
while the background colora­
tion changes from a light dull 
color to a brilliant blue, green or 
turquoise. This double black 
neck collar and light spots are 
set off even more by this ex­
traordinary display.

Males are the larger sex, achiev­
ing total lengths of up to four­
teen inches, although most are 
just under one foot. Females are 
slightly smaller than the males, 
topping out at approximately 
ten inches.

"Mountain Boomers", like other 
lizard species, are "cold­
blooded", or ectothermic. This 
means that they do not gener-

ate heat from the inside of their 
body, as mammals and birds 
do, but rather are dependent on 
outside sources for heating and 
cooling. They are active through­
out the day from early April to 
October, and unlike many other 
reptile species, the high metabo­
lism of this lizard enables it to be 
observed during the hottest part 
of the summer afternoons.

This species of lizard is an op­
portunistic carnivore, feeding on 
almost any smaller animal that 
it can fit into its gigantic mouth. 
It prefers to feed on large insects 
such as lubber grasshoppers, 
although studies of this species 
stomach contents show that it 
will feed upon any invertebrate 
animal that wanders close 
enough to its basking site. Stud­
ies have also shown that it will 
also occasionally feed on smaller 
lizards, even ones of its own 
kind, although apparently this is 
not a common occurrence.

The Eastern Collared Lizard is 
oviparous, which is a fancy way

of saying that it lays eggs. After 
emerging from the winter-long 
brumation period (reptiles do 
not hibernate in the true sense 
of the word), males will search 
out females to mate. After mat­
ing, the female will lay a me­
dium-sized clutch of eggs (be­
tween one and fourteen, aver­
age six) in moisture retaining 
soil. Older, larger females can 
lay multiple clutches of eggs per 
summer. After approximately 
two months of incubation, the 
three inch long young emerge 
prepared to fend for and care for 
themselves.

These lizards are gregarious 
baskers and the higher basking 
areas are utilized by the larger 
alpha male. When threatened, it 
has a habit of lifting its front legs 
and tail off of the ground in a 
bipedal motion, running much 
like a miniature Tyrannosaurus 
Rex.

The payment to the city for

cen t higher than  the 
$18,041.81 payment made in 
September 2013.

Texas Com ptroller Susan 
Combs said today, Wednesday, 
September 10th, that state sales 
tax revenue in August was $2.57 
billion, up 7.5 percent compared 
to August 2013 

"The latest monthly gains were 
led by remittances from the oil 

*and natural gas, wholesale trade, 
and retail trade sectors," Combs 
said. "Fiscal year 2014 ended 
with total collections at $27.27 
billion, up 5.5 percent over the 
previous year. Growth in both 
b u sin esses  and consum er 
spending fostered the gains for 
the year."

$51,470.69 was reported.

—The City of Putnam re­
ported the 2014 payments to 
the town totalled $8,015.72, 
which is lower by 22.81 percent 
from the 2013 payments to the 
city in the am ount of 
$10,385.10.

Putnam's tax payment for the 
month of September 2014 was 
$825.49, which is lower by 
47.35 percent compared to the 
September 2013 payment of 
$1,568.17.

—Countywide, sales tax pay­
ments for 2014 in Callahan 
County are higher by 19.01 
percent compared to the 2013 
payments in the county. Calla­
han County towns received 
sales tax payments in 2014

amounting to $880,790.83 
while the 2013 payments to the 
county towns to talled  
$740,058.34.

The tax rebates in Callahan 
County for the month of Sep­
tember 2014 was $84,631.79, . 
which is lower by 3.22 percent 
compared to the September 
2013 payment in the amount of 
$87,450.66.

Merchants collect the state 
and local sales tax and send it 
to the Comptroller's office with 
their tax returns. The state 
keeps its 6 1/4% share and re­
turns the local one percent 
sales tax each month to the 
local governments. Cities and 
counties may levy a combined 
tax of up to two percent above 
the state's sales tax.

Clyde businesses collect 
2.00%, including one percent 
for the City of Clyde, one-half of 
one percent for the Clyde Eco­
nomic Development Corpora­
tion and one half of one percent 
to reduce property taxes (Pro­
ceeds to benefit the Clyde Vol­
unteer Fire Department).

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in 
local sales taxes, of which 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city 
and 1.00% is allocated for eco­
nomic developm ent in the 
town.

Baird collects 2.00% in local 
sales tax of which 1.00% is allo­
cated to the city, 0.50% is 
allocated to the com.m.unity's 
economic development corpo­
ration and 0.50% of one percent 
to reduce property taxes.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo­
cal sales tax of which all 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be 
approved by local voters and 
may be used for any legal city 
or county expenses. Most areas 
put the money in their General 
Fund and use it for normal op­
erations like fire fighting, main­
taining roads and law enforce­
ment, the Comptroller said. 
Some cities use up to an addi­
tional one percent of city sales 
tax to help fund local economic 
development and to reduce 
property taxes.

Callahan County Plans to 
Participate Again In 'Hog 
Out County Grants Program'

Callahan County is again plan­
ning to participate in the Texas 
Department of Agriculture spon­
sored grant program designed 
to encourage counties across 
the State of Texas to make a 
concentrated and coordinated 
effort to reduce the feral hog 
population and the dam age 
caused by these animals.

The program will be from Sep­
tember 1st, 2014 through No­
vember 30, 2014, and propose 
activities to continue abatement 
though out the year.

Current abatement methods in 
Texas vary depending on the 
geographic terrain and vegeta­
tion. TDA believes landowners 
and local constituents know the 
surrounding land and water­
ways, as well as the potential 
challenges to combating feral 
hogs. Through this program, the 
highest ranking counties will re­
ceive assistance to continue lo­
cal activities which may range 
from educating the landowners 
on abatement methods, coordi­
nating trapping and hunting pro­
grams, to conducting areal gun­
ning and addressing public

safety hazards related to feral 
hogs:’

Eligibility
To be eligible for an award 

under the Program, the appli­
cant must be a Texas county. 
The county must have or de­
velop a method to accurately 
track the number of feral hogs 
taken in the county during the 
period of September 1, 2014 
through November 30, 2014.

Program requirements and 
procedures

Participating counties will be 
required to document the fol­
lowing results:

•Number of feral hogs taken in 
the county, as certified by the 
county. A feral hog is taken if it 
is killed during the period of 
September 1 through Novem­
ber 30, 2014, or if it is trapped, 
snared, or captured during this 
period for purposes of immedi­
ate slaughter. Hogs that are 
trapped, snared, or captured for 
any other purpose are not con­
sidered to have been taken.

•Number of individuals par­
ticipating in county-approved 
educational courses addressing

feral hog abatement technolo­
gies.

The Callahan County Predator 
Association needs your help by 
reporting numbers to the Calla­
han County Extension Office, if 
you have killed, trapped or oth­
erwise caught feral hogs during 
this time period. Numbers must 
be reported by signing certifica­
tion form indicating date, loca­
tion, etc. on form and returning 
to Extension office. Certification 
forms may be picked at Calla­
han County Farmers Coop Inc., 
Clyde Farm and Ranch or the 
Extension office located in room 
201 at Callahan County Court­
house in Baird.

Ranchers may join this effort 
by becoming a member of the 
Callahan County Predator As­
sociation. One hundred percent 
of funds received from member­
ship or participating grants will 
be used to control feral hogs in 
Callahan County. For further

News for Veterans
At The Cancer Walk

Fort Worth, Texas — Texas 
and Southwestern Cattle Rais­
ers Association (TSCRA) presi­
dent, Pete Bonds, today made 
the following statement after the 
United States Fish and Wildlife 
Service announced they have 
listed two Texas shiners, the 
sharpnose and smalleye shiner, 
under the Endangered Species 
Act (ESA).

"TSCRA is opposed to the Fish 
and Wildlife Service's decision 
to list the sharp n o se  and 
smalleye shiner on the endan­
gered species list," said TSCRA 
president, Pete Bonds. "Ranch­
ers and other agricultural pro­
ducers are proud stewards of 
our country's land and natural 
resources, yet remain the most 
adversely impacted by ESA list­
ings and critical habitat desig­
nations. We are concerned the 
listings will lead to additional 
land use regulations, which 
threaten our nation's important 
agricultural industries. TSCRA 
will continue monitoring these 
issues and doing everything 
possible to protect and preserve 
landowner's private property 
rights."

The new listings will designate 
approximately 623 river miles of 
river segments occupied by the 
sharpnose and smalleye shiners 
in Baylor, Crosby, Fisher, Garza, 
Haskell, Kent, King, Knox,

Stonewall, Throckmorton, and 
Young Counties in the upper 
Brazos River basin of Texas as 
critical habitat, as well as the 
upland areas extending beyond 
the bankfuii river channel by 
approximately 98 feet on each 
side.

TSCRA submitted comments 
to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service opposing the listings in 
October 2013.

Texas man arrested caiiahan county
Historicalfor theft of livestock Com m ission meets

Canton, Ohio -  A Texas man 
was arrested on Friday by 
members of the U.S. Marshals, 
Northern Ohio Violent Fugitive 
Task Force - Canton, Ohio 
Division, on warrants stemming 
from two separate investigations 
being conducted by Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers 
Association Special Rangers in 
Texas and Oklahorna.

TSCRA Special Ranger Bart 
Perrier led the investigation in 
Oklahoma where the suspect, 
Raymond Jam es (RJ) Fleming 
purchased 63 head of cattle for 
$112,805 from a victim in Bryan 
County, Oklahoma on June 6, 
2014. Perrier said Fleming paid 
for the cattle with two separate 
bad ch eck s . After the 
investigation, a warrant was 
issued for Fleming's arrest out 
of Bryan County, Oklahoma on 
July 11 charging him with one 
count of obtaining property by 
false pretenses, and a bond was 
set at $5,000 on this charge.

According to Perrier, Fleming 
had also agreed to purchase 20 
cow/calf pairs and one bull from 
a victim in Clay County, Texas

for the sum of $50,800. This 
investigation was led by TSCRA 
Special Ranger John Bradshaw 
after he found out Fleming had 
failed to pay for $30,800 of the 
cattle he received. A warrant 
was issued for Fleming's arrest 
charging him with one count of 
th e ft of livestock  under 
$100,000 from the elderly, a 
second degree felony.

Special Rangers Perrier and 
Bradshaw learned that Fleming 
had left the area, and they spent 
th e  last several w eeks 
attempting to locate Fleming 
for his arrest. The investigation 
revealed that Fleming was 
located in Canton, Ohio where 
he was a rre s ted  on the 
outstanding warrants in Texas 
and Oklahoma, and he will be 
extradited back to both states 
to face these charges.

Hunter Ed Overview
Every hunter born on or after 

Sept. 2,1971, must successfully 
complete a Hunter Education- 
Training Course. Minimum age 
of certification is 9 years of age.

If you were born on or after 
September 2, 1971 and you 
are:

• under 9 years of age, you 
must be accompanied*.

• age 9 through 16, you must 
successfully complete a hunter 
education course, or you must 
be accompanied*.

• age 17 and over, you must 
successfully complete a hunter 
education course; or purchase 
a "Hunter Education Deferral" 
and you must be accompanied*.

• Accompanied means: By a 
person who is at least 17, who is 
licensed to hunt in Texas, who 
has passed hunter education or 
is exempt (born before Sept. 2, 
1971), and you must be within 
normal voice control. Proof of 
certification or deferral is 
required to be on your person 
while hunting. Note: Certifica­
tion is not required to purchase 
a hunting license.

The language of the course 
can be difficult for the 9-10 year 
olds. They reduced the age but 
the course work and testing is 
still at a level around 6th grade. 
If your child is ages 9 or 10 I 
suggest you attend the course 
with them.

Optdoor Annual - Texas Hunting 
and Fishing Regulations app is 
now available for free download 
on iOS and Android platforms, 
providing sportsmen with mobile 
access to information they can 
use in the field and on the water.

The content is mostly the same 
as in the printed O utdoor 
Annual, just in a different layout 
and with added interactivity. The 
screens are easy to use and 
have an easy to navigate layout. 
It includes things like county 
listings, sp ec ie s  listings, 
definitions, and even details 
about species. The app will be 
updated to include waterfowl 
regulations in September.

The new app will include links 
to additional information such 
as Hunter Education Courses 
and the Weekly Fishing Reports; 
as well as, an ability to contact

your local game warden office. 
Links to purchase a license 
online and apply for Drawn 
Hunts will also be available 
through the mobile app, though 
Internet connectivity is needed 
to access these outside links.

Like the print version of the 
Outdoor Annual, the mobile app 
is free fully funded with sponsor 
and advertising dollars.
