Callahan County Plans to
Participate Again In 'Hog
Out County Grants Program’

Callahan County is again plan-
ning to participate in the Texas
Department of Agriculture spon-
sored grant program designed
to encourage counties across
the State of Texas to make a
concentrated and coordinated
effort to reduce the feral hog
population and the damage

" caused by these animals.

The program will be from Sep-
tember 1st, 2014 through No-
vember 30, 2014, and propose
activities to continue abatement
though out the year.

Current abatement methods in
Texas vary depending on the
geographic terrain-and vegeta-
tion. TDA believes landowners
and local constituents know the
surrounding land and water-
ways, as well as the potential
challenges to combating feral
hogs. Through this program, the
highest ranking counties will re-
ceive assistance to continue lo-
cal activities which may range
from educating the landowners
on abatement methods, coordi-
nating trapping and hunting pro-
grams, to conducting areal gun-
ning and addressing public

safety hazards related to feral
hogs.

Eligibility

To be eligible for an award
under the Program, the appli-
cant must be a Texas county.
The county must have or de-
velop a method to accurately
track the number of feral hogs
taken in the county during the
period of September 1, 2014
through November 30, 2014.

Program requirements and
procedures

Participating counties will be
required to document the fol-
lowing results:

*Number of feral hogs taken in
the county, as certified by the
county. A feral hog is taken if it
is killed during the period of
September 1 through Novem-
ber 30, 2014, or if it is trapped,
snared, or captured during this
period for purposes of immedi-
ate slaughter. Hogs that are
trapped, snared, or captured for
any other purpose are not con-
sidered to have been taken.

*Number of individuals par-
ticipating in county-approved
educational courses addressing

feral hog abatement technolo-
gies.

The Callahan County Predator
Association needs your help by
reporting numbers to the Calla-
han County Extension Office, if
you have killed, trapped or oth-
erwise caught feral hogs during
this time period. Numbers must
be reported by signing certifica-
tion form indicating date, loca-
tion, etc. on form and returning
to Extension office. Certification
forms may be picked at Calla-
han County Farmers Coop Inc.,

'Clyde Farm and Ranch or the

Extension office located inroom
201 at Callahan County Court-
house in Baird.

Ranchers may join this effort
by becoming a member of the
Callahan County Predator As-
sociation. One hundred percent
of fundsreceived from member-
ship or participating grants will
be used to control feral hogs in
Callahan County. For further
information please call 325-854-
5835.

Reticulated Gecko

The Reticulated Gecko
(Coleonyx reticulatus) is one of 2
species of geckos with eyelids
that live in Texas, and it has the
smallest area of distribution. It
occurs in only two west Texas
counties, the southern portions
of Brewster and Presidio. How-
ever, within these two counties it
can only be observed in very
small, isolated populations and
not throughout the entire coun-
ties. Outside of Texas, it has
been recorded in two very dis-
placed and isolated populations
in northern Mexico; one popula-
tion in eastern Durango while
the other in central Coahuila.

The habitats that this extremely
secretive lizard prefers are the
canyons with large boulders as
well as cliffs with plentiful cracks
and crevices. These habitats not
only provide protection from
predators, but from lethal day-
time temperatures as well.

The Reticulated Gecko is an
elongate lizard with long spindly
legs and a long tail. This species
is the largest eye-lidded gecko
that inhabits this state (as well
as the United States) with adults
reaching a total length of just
over six and one-half inches,
although the average is roughly
five inches. As with all species of
this genus, the skin is thin, pa-
per-like and is covered with
small, granular scales. Like other
reptiles, the skin is completely
dry and not slimy at all.

The background coloration on
the body and tail of adults is
rather pasty and pink. There are
numerous brown blotches of
various sizes speckled on the
back, sides, and tail. The belly is
pattern-less and is buff in col-
oration. Juveniles look
contrastingly different from the
adults as the pink background
coloration is marked with dis-
tinctive brown banding. As the
lizard matures, this brown band-
ing becomes broken up more or
less into a reticulated pattern,
hence the common name.

The head is also marked with
numerous, randomly placed
brown spots, and the elliptical
pupils are quick to dilate when
this animal becomes exposed to
natural or artificial lighting.

Like other reptile species, the
Reticulated Gecko is "cold-
blooded", or'ectothermic. This

- means that they do not gener-

ate heat from the inside of their
body, as mammals and birds
do, but rather are dependent on
outside sources for heating and

cooling. They are completely
nocturnal, only emerging from
the depths of their hide-away
after the sun has set. Even then,
they are generally on the sur-
face following summer rains
when it comes up to hunt for
food or for love.

This species of lizard has a
generalized diet. Its preferred
choice of food is small beetles,
although it will also feed on other
smallinvertebrates such as crick-
ets, grasshoppers, and ants.
During its nocturnal forays, it
oftentimes stalks it prey much
the same way that cats do. They
will walk slowly toward the po-
tential prey item, with one foot
in front of the other, while arch-
ing their backs and slowly wav-
ing their tails until they make the
quick lunge to grab the food
item.

The Reticulated Geckois ovipa-
rous, which is a fancy way of
saying that it lays eggs. After
emerging from the winter-long
brumation period (reptiles do
not hibernate in the true sense of
the word), males will search out
females to mate. Approximately

a month after mating, the fe-
male will lay two eggs in the
moisture retaining cracks and
crevices that it calls home. The
female will then leave the nest
area to allow the eggs to incu-
bate. After approximately two
months of incubation, the
brightly colored 2 inch long
young emerge prepared to fend
for and care for themselves.

When threatened, the tail of
this species can be discarded
from the body rather easily,
spasming enough to distract a
would-be predator while the
animal itself escapes to safety.
This process is known as
autotomization.

Although its range in this state
is rather diminutive, it is not rare
whereit occurs. However, mainly
due to its minuscule range in
Texas, this species has been
protected from capture or ha-
rassment since the late 1970's
by the Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department.

Passed by Texas votersin
2013 as Proposition 6, this new
fund will provide low-cost, af-
fordable financing for commu-
nities to develop water supply
projects in the state water plan.

carried the state through the
droughts and immense popula-
tion growth of the 20th century.
TWDB was able to help finance
much-needed water infrastruc-
ture from 1957 forward.”

In the 50 years that followed
TWDB'’s inception, the agency
also produced several state wa-
ter plans. Then, in 1996, a one-
year drought delivered more
annual agricultural losses to
Texans than ever before. As a
result, the water planning pro-
cess was revamped to rely more
on input at the regional and
local level. In 1997, the 75th
Texas Legislature passed Sen-

ter planning process.”

Unfortunately, anotherrecord-
setting drought returned to Texas
in September 2010, with a little
more than 10 inches of rain
falling statewide in the next 12
months. At one point, 97 per-
cent of the state was in extreme
or exceptional drought, and 252
of Texas’ 254 counties enacted
burn bans. A series of wildfires
destroyed homes and acres of
forestry.

“The 2011 drought, combined
with the information in the 2012
State Water Plan, was the cata-
lyst for support from the legisla-
ture and citizens of Texas to

tance. Setting out to reach all
corners of the state, the TWDB
held meetings in Austin and
Board meetings open to the
public in Conroe, Lubbock,
Harlingen, and El Paso before
the rules were drafted. Once the
proposed rules were published
in July, the Board held addi-
tional meetings in San Antonio,
San Angelo, and Ft. Worth to
provide more opportunities for
the public to comment. The
agency accepted comments on
the draft rules via email, the
TWDB website, and mail. TWDB
received more than 100 written
comments on the proposed rules

AUSTIN - The Texas labor
market added 20,100
seasonally adjusted total
nonfarm jobs in August. Over
the year, employers expanded
their payrolls by 395,200 total
non-farm jobs.

The unemployment rate was
5.3 percent in August, up
slightly from 5.1 percentin July.
It remained below the national
unemployment rate of 6.1
percent.
