New statewide law prohibits 
drivers from texting while driving
Effective Sept. 1. law aims to reduce crashes and 
deaths caused by distracted drivingSept. 1. 2017

Effective Sept. 1, texting 
while driving will be illegal 
across the state of Texas as the 
result of a new texting-while- 
driving ban passed during the 
85th Texas Legislative Session. 
The law prohibits motorists 
from reading, writing or sending 
electronic messages while 
driving.

“One in five crashes in 
Texas is caused by distracted 
driving,” said TxDOT Executive 
Director James Bass. “We are 
pleased the Texas Legislature 
recognizes the extreme danger 
caused by texting and driving. 
The new law sends a very clear 
message to Texans to put down 
their phones and focus on the 
road. We are hopeful this new

law will help save lives and 
reduce injuries.”

Last year, 109,658 traffic 
crashes in Texas involved 
d istracted  driv ing . Those  
crashes resulted in 455 deaths 
and 3,087 serious injuries.

While distracted drivers risk 
injuring or killing themselves 
and others, they also now 
face penalties under the new 
statewide law. A first offense is 
punishable by a fine up to $99; 
any subsequent offense carries 
a fine up to $200. Drivers should 
be aware that some cities have 
additional ordinances that are 
more restrictive. Exceptions to 
the new law include emergency 
communication or electronic 
messaging when the vehicle is

The Cricket Run
Fishing worms cost a dime 

a can when I was ten. When 
spending sum m ers at my 
grandmother’s home on the 
G uadalupe River between  
Seguin and New Braunfels, 
dim es cam e few and far 
between. And bait didn’t last 
long with hungry perch and 
catfish in the river slough 
behind her house.

I learned to gently swat 
grasshoppers with my baseball 
cap to just stun them in the 
big Johnson grass field near 
the slough. That way I could 
capture them easier and plop 
them  in to  g ra n d m o th e r’s 
vintage, galvanized Fraybill 
minnow bucket. It worked well.

One day, my little boy’s 
curiosity made me open the 
well house door to see what a 
well looked like; maybe dip up 
a bucket full and take a drink. 
To my disappointment, there 
was no bucket attached to a 
rope hung from a pulley above, 
nor a rock wall around the well 
like I’d seen in a movie. Instead, 
there was just a tank -  like a hot 
water heater- and some wires 
and pipe. But then 1 saw them.

All around the tank were 
hundreds of gray cave crickets. 
My life changed that day. I shut 
the well house door and ran to 
get my minnow bucket. I had 
struck little boy’s bait-bonanza!

I caught every one of them 
over the next several days. Fish 
devoured them.

I’d shiny down the steep 
bank of the slough to my very 
own private fishing hole. It was 
kinda scary. Sliding down on 
my rear. I’d grab a long grape 
vine just before going into the 
water. Two cypress knees right 
at the water’s edge served as 
my emergency brakes. It was 
shady and no one else fished 
there. People told me it was too 
snaky a place. Over the four or 
five years that I fished there, I 
only saw two water snakes. And

we ate a lot of fish.
Years later, a friend and 1 drove 

downtown one Septem ber 
evening and, as we turned a 
corner under a street light, we 
began hearing what sounded 
like popcorn popping. We 
stopped to see what we had 
run over.

To our amazement, we had 
crushed hundreds of black 
crickets, popping them under 
our tires. He asked me, “Are 
crickets any good as fish bait?” I 
answered, “You won’t believe!”

We came back with a burlap 
feed sack and, dodging traffic, 
captured a sack full. Every fall 
thereafter, when the first cool

It’s far safer to collect bait in 
strip centers at night instead of 
in the street. Anywhere there 
are bright lights during the first 
few cool September evenings, 
the crickets come out of hiding, 
seeking mates. Kids love, 
catching them, and then using 
them for fish bait.

My bamboo cane pole has 
now been replaced by a light­
weight fly rod, but 1 still look 
forward to the “cricket run” 
each September.

And when the cricks run, 
cooler weather and better bass 
fishing aren’t far behind.

In this time of great change 
and uncertainty, crisissituations 
seem to be growing at a rapid 
speed. The emotional turmoil 
and negative behavior that is on 
the rise, spanning from verbal 
abuse to physical assault, is 
requiring schools and agencies 
to intervene more often for 
the safety and protection of 
the students, staff and clients. 
Schools and agencies have a 
responsibility to train their staff 
to safely and effectively deal 
with reasonably foreseeable 
situations.

We at Handle With Care would 
like to offer some tips when 
responding to someone who 
is becoming out of control. 
There is a natural, but incorrect, 
tendency to respond to the 
person in conflict the same way 
as they are behaving. Many 
times we feel overwhelmed by 
the situation and experience 
em otions like anger and 
fear. When we exhibit these 
emotions, it increases rather 
than decreases the conflict and 
crisis around us. When dealing 
with an agitated person, child 
or student, we must control not 
only our verbal but non-verbal 
communication as well.

First, staff needs to be attuned 
to the signals of potential crisis 
behavior. Typically there is 
a change of behavior before 
physical aggression occurs, 
which includes:

Verbal clues: what is being 
said (e.g. insults or threats)

* N on-verbal clues: how 
something is being said (e.g. 
voice, volume, rate of speech 
and tone)

* Body language: (e.g. body 
tenseness, leaning forward, 
pacing, finger pointing or hand

clenching)
* Second, staff that are 

w orking with em otionally  
disturbed, aggressive or violent 
behavior need to be aware of 
and in control of their emotions 
and behaviors. It is their actions 
and words that can either 
reduce the potential for conflict 
or escalate it. Here are some 
key points to keep in mind 
when faced with an uncertain 
situation:

* Remain calm and in control.
* Only one person should 

speak at a time.
* Respect personal space.
* Be aware not only of what 

you say, but how you say it.
* Maintain natural eye contact 

and establish a direct line of 
communication.

* In instances of team  
intervention, one person, the 
person with thebestrelationship, 
should be designated as the 
“talker.”

* Set limits; the limits should 
be c lea r, consisten t and 
enforceable.

* O f course, im m ediate  
action needs to be taken  
in dangerous a n d /o r  life 
threatening situations.

Ranches from  E astland, 
Cisco, Cross Plains, and Baird 
have put teams together to 
compete in Muggin, Sorting, 
D o c to r in g , and R em uda  
Gathering.

Before squeeze chutes, 
pickup trucks, stock trailers, 
and veterinary offices, cowboys 
just had a horse, a rope, and if 
he was lucky, other cowboys 
to help, and with just those 
few things, they handled all the 
ranch work.

Then, after sweating all day, 
they didn’t go home to a hot 
shower, a cold Pepsi, Netflix, 
and a comfy recliner. They sat 
around a campfire giving each 
other grief, bragging about how 
good they were, who had the 
better horse, and then finally 
deciding to settle it. Here Is their 
chance to do it again.

T en  ra n c h e s  have  put 
teams together: Wilks Ranch, 
S ilverb rook Ranch, Cook  
Canyon Ranch, Spring Mesa 
Ranch, G7 Ranch, Cunningham 
Ranch, and Thomas Ranch 
are just some of the ranches 
competing in this years rodeo. 
These teams are going to leave 
it all in the arena to see who can 
bring home the buckles, the 
bragging rights for being the 
Overall Winner, the Top Horse, 
and the Top Hand.

Ranches, we have two slots 
left. Put your team together 
and come out to prove who’s 
the best. Teams this year need 
to consist of 5 riders, the 5th 
competitor must be a female

family member or a child family 
member (a child is considered 
14 years of age or younger). 
Ladies, we certainly aren’t 
saying only one per team, let’s 
see a ladies ranch team.

The ranch rodeo isn’t just 
for the adults. We have three 
events available for the younger 
cowboys and cowgirls, they’ll 
compete for buckles and cash 
prizes (cash prize awarded 
based on number of entries).

Mutton Bustin’ is available for 
riders 7 and under, weighing 
less than 60 pounds. The first 
20 paid entries ($20 entry fee) 
will be accepted and will ride 
before the Grand Entry.

For those individuals who 
like to see kids ride and love 
seeing bucking horses, we’ve 
combined them in the Shetland 
Bronc Competition.

We have the Jr. Division for 
riders 9 and under, and the Sr. 
Division for ageslO-13. The 
first 10 paid entries ($60 entry 
fee) in each division will get 
their chance to show everyone 
how it’s done.

The Ranch Rodeo will be held 
at the Turkey Creek Rodeo Club 
arena, Hwy 36, Cross Plains.

The Grand Entry will begin at 
5:30. Mutton Busters, please be 
checked in by 3:30, your event 
will be starting at 4 (before the 
grand entry).

General admission will be $5 
for Adults, $3 for Students 
K -1 2 , and free for those 
tykes not yet old enough for 
Kindergarten.

I I.IR  21 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would pemiit the 
Texas legislature to expand the cir­
cumstances under which a partially 
disabled veteran or their spouse ma\ 
qualify for an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation o f part o f the mar­
ket \ alue o f the veteran's residence 
homestead. CurrentK. the 1 exas leg­
islature may provide that a partially 
disabled veteran or their spouse is 
entitled to an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation o f a percentage 
o f the market \ alue o f the disabled 
\ eteraiTs residence homestead onl> 
if  the residence homestead was do­
nated to the disabled veteran bv a 
charitable organization at no cost to 
the v eteran. I he amendment would 
allow the fexas legislature to pro­
vide that the exemption also may be 
taken when the residence homestead 
was donated, sold, or transferred to 
the disabled veteran hv a charilahle 
organization for less than the market 
value o f the residence homestead.

are in addition to any bona fide dis­
count points used to buy down the 
interest rate. The amendment would 
further specify the list o f authorized 
lenders to make home equity loans, 
change the threshold for an advance 
o f a home equity line o f credit, al­
low agricultural property owners 
to acquire home equity loans, and 
update technical terminology in the 
Texas Constitution. The amendment 
would be etfective on January I, 
2018. and applicable only to a home 
equity loan made or refinanced on or 
after that date.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“ The constitutional amendment 
to establish a lower amount for 
expenses that can be charged to 
a borrower and removing certain 
financing expense lim itations for a 
home equity loan, establishing cer­
tain authorized lenders to make a 
home equity loan, changing cer­
tain options for the refinancing 
o f home equity loans, changing 
the threshold for an advance of 
a home equity line o f credit, and 
allow ing home equity loans on ag­
ricultural homesteads."

IVoposition Num ber 3 
(S .IK  34)

.S.IU 34 pnvposes a constitution­
al amendment that would prevent 
certain olTice holders from serving 
indefinitely beyond the expiration 
o f their term. Olliee holders who are 
tippointed bv the (iov ernor and con- 
lirmed by the Senate and receive no 
salarv would only be able to serve 
until the last day o f the first regular 
session t)f the lexas legislature that 
liegins after their term expires.

flic proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows: “ The 
eonsiiiutional amendmeni lim it­
ing the service o f certain office­
holders appointed by the gover­
nor and confirmed by the senate 
after Ihe ex|)iralion o f the per­
son's term of office."

Troposition Num ber 4 
(S.IK 6)

S.IK 6 proposes a eonstilutional 
amendment that would allow the 
lexas legislature ti> ix\|uire anv 
eoirit that is hearing a ehallenue to

the constitutionality o f a state stat­
ute to notify the attorney general o f 
that challenge, i f  the party raising 
the challenge notifies the court that 
the party is challenging the constitu­
tionality o f such statute. Additional­
ly, the amendment would allow the 
Texas legislature to set a period o f 
not more than 45 days following the 
notification to the attorney general 
that the court must wait before ren­
dering a judgment that a state statute 
is unconstitutional.

The proposed amendment w ill ap­
pear on the ballot as follows: “The 
constitutional amendment autho­
rizing the legislature to require 
a court to provide notice to the 
attorney general o f a challenge 
to the constitutionality o f a state 
statute and authorizing the legis­
lature to prescribe a waiting pe­
riod before the court may enter a 
judgm ent holding the statute un­
constitutional."

Proposition Num ber 5 
(I M R  100)

II.IK  100 proposes a constitutional 
amendment to prov ide a more de­
tailed definition o f “professional 
sports team" for purposes o f their 
charitable foundations, which the 
lexas legislature may permit to hold 
charitable rallies. The amendment 
also deletes a requirement that an 
eligible prol'essional sports teatn 
charitable foundation permitted bv 
the l exas legislature to hold charita­
ble rallies had to be in existence on 
Januarv I. 2016.

I he proposed amendmeni will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows: “ The 
constitutional amendment on pro­
fessional sports team charitable 
foundations conducting charita­
ble raffles."

Proposition Num ber 6 
(S . IR I)

S.IK I proposes a constitutional 
amendmeni that would allow the 
Texas legislature b> general law to 
prov ide that a surv iv ing spouse o f a 
first responder who is killed or fatal- 
Iv injured in the line o f diitv is en- 
(illed lt> receive an exemption fiwm 
ad valorem taxation l'rt>m all i>r part 
o f the market value oil (he surviv­
ing spouse's residence homestead, 
as long as the surviving spouse has 
not remarried since the death o f the 
fust responder. It would also allow 
the lexas legislature to provide that 
the surviving spouse, who qualities

and receives the exemption and then 
qualifies a different property as the 
surviving spouse's residence home­
stead, receive an exemption from 
ad valorem taxation o f the different 
homestead in an amount equal to 
the dollar amount o f the exemption 
o f the first homestead for which the 
exemption was received in the last 
year in which the surviving spouse 
received the exemption for that first 
homestead. Like the initial exemp­
tion, this benefit w ill only remain 
available if  the surviving spouse 
has not remarried since the death 
o f the first responder. The proposed 
amendment would apply only to 
ad valorem taxes imposed for a tax 
year beginning on or after January 
1.2018.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to pro­
vide for an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation o f all or part o f 
the m arket value of the residence 
homestead of the surv iving spouse 
of a first responder who is killed 
or fatallv injured in the line of 
duty.”

Proposition Num ber 7 
(M JR 37)

II.IR  37 proposes a constitutional 
amendmeni that would allow the 
lexas legislature to make an excep­
tion to the law regarding the award 
o f certain prizes. Currently, the fex- 
as Constitution requires the lexas 
legislature to pass laws prohibiting 
lotteries, rallies, and other programs 
where the award o f gifts is based 
on luck or chance. Ihe proposed 
amendment would make an excep­
tion to this general rule to allow the 
Texas legislature to authorize credit 
unions and other fmaiicial institu­
tions to institute programs which, 
in order to encourage savings, 
would aw ai d prizes based on luck or 
chance to the credit union's or finan­
cial institution's customers.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“ The constitutional amendment 
relating to legislative authority 
to perm it credit unions and oth­
er financial institutions to award  
prizes In  lot to promote savings.”

Buffaloes Lose Hard Fight Against DeLeon
De Leon hands Cross Plains 
its first loss of the season

Unbeaten, state-ranked De 
Leon dealt the Cross Plains 
High School football team its 
first loss of the season Friday 
with a 42-19 victory over the 
Buffaloes in a non-district game 
at De Leon.

Cross Plains (2-1) rushed for 
311 yards, but couldn’t keep 
pace with De Leon’s passing 
attack, led by quarterback 
Kevin Yeager. The two teams 
were tied 7-7 at the end of the 
first quarter with the Buffaloes’ 
score coming on a 16-yard TD 
pass from Caleb Hernandez to 
Joe Crockett.

But De Leon (3-0) scored 
28 unanswered points in the 
second and quarters as the 
Bearcats took a commanding 
35-7 lead going into the final 
12 minutes. Cross Plains closed 
the gap with a pair of fourth- 
quarter touchdowns on a 56- 
yard run by Kaiden Petree and 
a 90-yard scamper by Creed 
Goode, who finished with 179 
yards rushing on 15 carries. 
Petree ran for 107 yards on 10 
attempts.

Lane Patterson and Crockett 
led the Buffaloes defensively 
with 10 and eight tackles, 
respectively.

De Leon’s team statistics 
and the scoring summary were

not available. Cross Plains will 
be back home to face San Saba ^  
in another non-district game 
Friday at 7:30 p.m.

Baird’s Ratsnake 
(Pantherophis bairdi)

Wild About Texas

Baird's Ratsnake
Anyone who lives in the east­

ern two-thirds of the state is 
undoubtedly familiar with the 
urban-dw elling, defensively 
aggressive Texas Ratsnake. 
However, there is a Yin to this 
Yang, and that counter species 
would be the innocuous Baird’s 
Ratsnake.

The Baird’s Ratsnake (Pan­
therophis bairdi) is dispersed 
rather sporadically throughout a 
horizontal swath of habitat that 
ranges from the Hill Country just 
east of San Antonio westward to 
the Davis Mountains deep in the 
heart of the Chihuahuan Desert. 
Despite being dissimilar, these 
diverse areas sport the same 
shady, juniper-strewn rocky 
canyons that this serpent prefers 
to inhabit.

The Baird’s Ratsnake is one 
of three species of the ratsnake 
genus that occurs in Texas, and it 
is the second-largest of the three. 
Adults average between 30 and 
40 inches, while the longest 
specimen on record measured 
just over 5 feet in total length. 
Although this variety of ratsnake 
is the second-longest, it is un­
questionably the slimmest. Even 
the largest of adults are rarely as 
thick as a fifty-cent piece.

Visually speaking, adults of 
this species vary from quite drab 
to absolutely stunning; most 
individual^ fall somewhere in 
the middle of these categories. 
The drabbest of individuals have 
a background coloration of dark 
gray to muddy brown and are 
marked with darker lines that 
run lengthwise from the neck 
to the tail. On the contrary, 
exceptional specimens have a 
background coloration of light 
gray with bright orange high­
lights in between the scales set 
off by the same darker lines that 
adorn darker specimens. The 
belly has a very light amount 
of checkerboarding, and is 
usually yellowish towards the 
forebody, fading to darker gray/ 
brown towardsthetail. The large

eyes, like other non-venomous 
snakes in Texas, have round 
pupils.

This species also goes through 
a tremendous amount of on­
togenetic change from the 
juvenile stage to adulthood. 
Newly-hatched young are 
colored a light gray, and rather 
than having the longitudinal 
stripes like the adults, they are 
decorated with brown blotches. 
These blotches fade as the 
animal matures and are usu­
ally gone by the third year of 
life, although some individuals 
never fully lose these blotches.

Named after American zo­
ologist Spencer Baird, as the 
second portion of the common 
name implies, this snake’s pri­
mary prey consists primarily of 
endothermic animals such as 
mice and rats. Many individuals 
in the Hill Country will lie in 
await at cave openings for bats 
to emerge for their nocturnal 
forays -  bats that fly close 
enough are literally snagged 
out of mid-air. The young of 
ground-nesting birds are also 
consumed, as are appropriately 
sized lizards. Prey is subdued 
by constriction, but his meth­
od of obtaining prey does not 
mean that the food is crushed 
and bones are broken. It sim­

ply means that the serpent coils 
around the prey, and every time 
the food item exhales, the snake 
tightens its grip a little more until 
the animal asphyxiates. In actu­
ality, this process, while sounding 
gruesome, causes a quick and 
relatively painless death to the 
prey item.

Like most other ectothermic 
animals, the Baird’s Ratsnake 
undergoes a brumation period 
during the coldest months of the 
year, allowing sexually mature 
adults to generate the sperm 
and eggs necessary for success­
ful reproduction in the spring. 
Approximately thirty days after 
mating in late April to early May, 
females lay anywhere from 4 to 10 
oblong eggs in a cluster that will 
hatch in late June to early July.

Baird’s Ratsnakes are primarily 
crepuscular, meaning they are 
active during the dawn and dusk 
hours. Many are observed along 
hiking trails, and although being 
closely related to the more defen­
sively aggressive Texas Ratsnake, 
this harmless species is much 
more inclined to a “flight rather 
than fight” behavior.

Early Texas Governor John Ireland
John Ireland lost more political 

races than he won, but he had 
an important role instate history. 
He rose from an impoverished 
background to become a Civil 
War officer, judge, and gover­
nor. Along the way, he helped 
create two icons of Texas: the 
University of Texas and the State 
Capitol.

John Ireland was born on New 
Years Day 1827 in rural central 
Kentucky. His parents were Irish 
immigrants and farmers. He 
grew up working hard but had 
little formal education, as very 
little educatiori was available. 
He was seen as reliable and was 
appointed deputy sheriff of Hart 
County in 1845 at age 18.

He developed a fascination 
with the law and began study­
ing it at age 24 by apprenticing 
himself to a local attorney. He 
was admitted to the bar later in 
1851. The next year, he moved 
to Texas for a fresh start and an 
opportunity to establish his own 
law practice. He settled in the 
town of Seguin where he soon 
became an important figure in 
the community. Ireland served 
as mayor of Seguin briefly in 
1858.

Ireland had fought for secession 
and participated in the 1861 se­
cession convention. AfterTexas 
pulled out of the Union, Ireland 
immediately enlisted as a private 
in the Confederate Army. He 
saw little action during the Civil 
War as his assignments kept 
him within the state, patrolling 
the coast and the borders. 
Nevertheless, he dramatically 
rose through the ranks, ending 
the war as a lieutenant colonel.

The chaos of Reconstruc­
tion politics swept up Ireland. 
In 1866, he was part of the 
state constitutional conven­
tion. Shortly afterward, he was 
elected judge. However, Texas 
and many other southern states 
were placed under martial law 
in 1867 for failing to uphold 
the rights for freedmen and im­
peding Reconstruction. Ireland 
and many other politicians were 
thrust from office.

As Reconstruction was winding 
down, Ireland re-entered politics 
and was elected to the state leg­
islature In 1872. While serving 
in the legislature, Ireland was the 
sponsor for the legislation that 
allowed the University of Texas 
to finally become a reality. The 
creation of the university was 
an effort shared by many over 
a long period of time. He lost 
a race for U. S. Senate in 1874, 
but in 1875, he was appointed 
to briefly serve as an appellate 
judge.

In 1878, Ireland challenged 
Congressman Gustav Schleicher

for the Sixth District congressio­
nal seat, which then included the 
San Antonio area. Schleicher, 
a German immigrant and busi­
nessman, faced a formidable 
challenger in Ireland. He was 
able to win his second term, 
but he died just months after his 
victory, in January 1879. Ireland 
chose not to run in the special 
election to fill the remainder of 
the term, a race ultimately won 
by attorney Christopher Upson.

In 1882, he won election eas­
ily to become the state’s eigh­
teenth governor. As governor, 
he pushed for property taxes 
and faced the Fence Cutting 
Wars. With the 1874 invention 
of barbed wire, large ranchers 
started fencing in their proper­
ties, blocking in small farms and 
ranches. In response, fences 
began getting cut, and violence 
erupted on the frontier, Ireland 
sent in the Texas Rangers to 
maintain order and pushed legis­
lation in 1884 to give the Rangers 
special powers in these cases.

The other major issue of his 
administration was construction 
of the new State Capitol, Fire de­
stroyed the old Capitol in 1881, 
Money had been appropriated 
for a new building, and con­
struction started after Ireland’s 
1884 re-election. The distinctive 
pink granite look of the State 
Capitol is due in part to Ireland. 
He insisted on Texas limestone 
instead of importing limestone 
from Indiana. After using this
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stone to lay the foundation, iron 
particles in the stone rusted and 
discolored the stone. Learning 
of the problem, owners of Gran­
ite Mountain near Marble Falls 
in Burnet County approached 
Ireland with a solution. They 
owners donated the pink granite 
to complete the building, an offer 
Ireland happily accepted. The 
new State Capitol was formally 
dedicated in April 1888.

He chose not to run for a third 
term in 1886 and instead ran for 
the U, S. Senate. He challenged 
incumbent Sen. Samuel B. 
Maxey. At that time, the state 
legislature still elected Senators 
rather than the voters. Legisla­
tors rejected both Gov. Ireland 
and Sen. Maxey in favor of 
veteran Congressman John H. 
Reagan. Ireland never ran for 
election again.

After Ireland finished his terms 
as governor in January 1887, he 
quietly resumed his law practice 
in Seguin, where he remained a 
respected figure. He had made 
a tidy profit in the stock market 
over the years, but this was all 
wiped out in the Panic of 1893, 
a deep economic depression that 
crushed stocks and left millions 
unemployed nationally. John 
Ireland died deeply in debt in 
1896 at the age of 69.
