Nobel Prize winner Hermann Muller
The gene is the fundamental 

building block of life. Genes 
determine how cells function 
and what traits are passed from 
one generation to the next. Lit­
tle was understood about them 
when they were discovered in 
the late 1800s. However, the 
research of one Texas scientist 
and Nobel Prize winner. Dr. 
Hermann Muller, led to major 
breakthroughs in understanding 
the nature of genes.

Hermann Joseph Muller was 
born in New York City in 1890. 
His father was a metalworker, 
and his mother was a British im­
migrant. He became fascinated 
with biology at a young age. He 
graduated from high school at 
the age of 16 and entered what 
is now Columbia University. He 
ultimately completed his bach­
elors degree in biology in 1910 
from Columbia and earned a 
doctorate by 1916.

In 1915, Muller was offered 
a position at Rice University in 
Houston as a biology professor 
and researcher. Rice had only 
been founded three years before, 
and its leaders were anxious 
to establish its reputation as a 
centerforscientific research. He 
continued to focus his research 
on the genetics of flies and 
increasingly looked at genetic 
mutations. However, the lack 
of available lab assistants during 
World War 1 greatly limited his 
abilities to continue his research. 
He left Rice and teamed up with 
his former mentor at Columbia 
University. As part of the con­
tinuation of their work, Muller 
was able to determine by 1920 
that the size of wings of flies was 
determined genetically, a major 
breakthrough in understanding 
genetics.

He returned to Texas as a 
professor and researcher at the 
University of Texas in the fall of 
1920. While at UT, he conducted 
some of his most important work 
regarding genetics. In 1923, 
he began using x-ray radiation 
in his genetic studies. Muller 
was becoming increasingly re­
nowned among scientists, and 
he was invited to serve as a 
special professor in physiology 
at the University of Chicago in 
1925 before resuming his work in 
Austin. By 1926,Mullerwasable 
to conclusively demonstrate that 
x-rays caused lethal mutations in 
flies. The discovery cemented 
his reputation in the scientific 
community. By 1928, he was 
also able to show that high levels 
of radiation also caused fatal 
damage in other types of insects 
and in plants such as corn and 
strongly suggested that radiation 
also posed a danger to human 
beings. He came to write dozens 
of scientific articles outlining his

many findings.
Up to that time, very little was 

understood about the effects of 
radiation on animal tissues and 
cells. Scientists experimenting 
with radiation had reported 
strange burns and increased 
cancer rates for years. While 
thewords “radiation” and “muta­
tion^” became embedded in the 
imaginations of many science 
fiction novelists, comic book 
creators, and the general public 
in the years to come, Muller’s ex­
periments conclusively showed 
the destructive effects of high 
levels of x-rays on cells. The 
x-ray was quickly becoming an 
indispensable tool in medical 
diagnostics in the 1920s, but 
Muller’s discovery demonstrated 
the need to limit the power of 
x-ray scans and exposure.

Muller left the University of 
Texas in 1932 and spent the next 
several years working in labs and 
teaching at various universities 
in the United States and Europe. 
In 1942 and 1943, he worked 
once again at the University of 
Chicago where he briefly worked 
on aspects of the Manhattan 
Project, America’s top-secret ef­
fort to produce an atomic bomb 
during World War II.

In 1945, Muller accepted a 
position as professor of zoology 
at Indiana University. In 1946, 
he was given the Nobel Prize in 
Medicine for his work in genet­
ics, the most respected award 
in science. In his acceptance

speech, Muller warned of the 
dangers of radiation, suggesting 
that there may not be a safe 
level of x-rays or other types of 
high-energy radiation. He spent 
the last years of his life warning 
about the dangers of nuclear war 
and radiation poisoning, calling 
for an end to the nuclear arms 
race of the 1950s and 1960s 
and calling for an end to nuclear 
testing.

Scientists not only impact the 
world with their own discoveries 
but also with the students they 
teach. Muller had a tremen­
dous influence on his students, 
helping to train a number of 
important scientists. Dr. Wilson 
Stone, a longtime professor at 
the University of Texas, studied 
under Muller and continued his 
work on radiation and demon­
strated how ultraviolet radiation 
affected bacteria and was later 
a consultant for the Atomic En­
ergy Commission. Muller also 
helped train Dr. George Snell, 
who shared the 1980 Nobel Prize 
in Medicine for his work that 
showed the link between genes 
and successful organ trans­
plants. Famed astronomer Carl 
Sagan also studied underMuller, 
working in one of his labs while 
still an undergraduate. Muller 
died at his home in Indianapolis 
in 1967 at the age of 76.

LIFE SAVING MEMORIES
Your dogs can give you lasting 

memories. Mine all have.
Although it had nothing to 

do with dogs, last Saturday, 
we watched “The Guardian,” a 
Kevin Costner movie about U.S. 
Coast Guard rescue swimmers. 
It brought back memories of my 
own life saving course.

Thankfully, I never had to save 
a human life by swimming. 1 did 
once pluck a toddler out of the 
Guadalupe River after the tyke 
fell off a walkway, but 1 was never 
in danger.

In the life saving course, 1 was in 
plenty of danger. 1 was a skinny, 
14-year old, 120-pounder. The 
instructor was several years 
older and was built like an NFL 
defensive back. And he didn’t 
seem to like me.

He tried to drown me during the 
final exam when he over-played 
the part of a drowning man who 
tries to grab hold of the would-be 
life saver trying to help him and 
pulls him under. 1 was surprised 
I passed.

The only application of my 
training came years later, on 
the first day on a new deer 
lease. After the morning hunt, 
we decided to move a stand. 
My Labrador, Piloncillo, rode 
with us.

As we were moving the stand 
near the lake, I heard barking. 
It sounded more like baying. 1 
looked toward the sound, and 
spied Pilo chasing one of the 
rancher’s young goats. Pilo was 
baying. They were closing on 
the lake. I yelled, “STOP!”, to 
no avail.

The chase ended at the water 
as the goat jumped in, frantically 
trying to swim away. Pilo turned 
and looked at me as if to say, 
“Does that critter think it can 
outswim a Lab?” Then she 
launched in.

I got her back, and watched. 
The goat, with un-webbed, 
cloven hoofs, was having a hard 
time -  about to go under. We 
had to help. The ranch owner, 
a woman in her 70s. had never 
leased before, and was dubious 
about us. We were on our best 
behavior, and surely didn't want 
to drown one of her goats.

Oneof theyoungerhunterssaid 
he’d go after the goat. My dog

had caused it, so 1 said 1 would 
go, and began stripping down 
to my underwear. The others 
seemed relieved. As I waded 
out into the November-chilled 
water, the goat moved further 
away. My swim got longer. I 
remembered the instructor had 
told me life-saving was never 
easy. 1 finally caught up with it, 
grabbing the hair on the back of 
its neck just as it started sinking, 
and began side-stroking the 30 
yards to shore.

My hunting buddies were 
literally rolling on the ground 
laughing at my life-saving a 
stupid goat!

I was afraid to tell the rancher 
about I t ,  and didn ’t for ten 
years. When I finally did, she 
laughed as hard as the hunters 
had, and said I needed to write 
about it. Just did.

I wonder if the Boy Scouts 
give a merit badge for that kind 
of life-saving ... and what it 
would look like!
