^  Jhe two principal characters of 
this period are the two great pro­
phets, Isaiah and Jeremiah. The 
first prophesied during the first for­
ty years of the period, and the sec­
ond during the last forty years, 
leaving an interval uf about sixty or 
seventy years between the death cl ' 
Isaiah and the beginning of Jere- 1 
miah's ministry. The twu best kings ' 
during this time were Hezekiah and j 
Josiah. Probably the two werrt j  
kings were Manasseh and Amen, | 
tbe SCO and grandson of Hezekiah,!

of Josiah,

Isaiah.
Isaiah received his call to he a pro­

phet the year King Uzziah died, 755 
B. C. (2 Kings 15’.2 and Isaiah 6:1- 
R). He was contemporary with tbe 
prophet Micah in Judah, but unlike 
his contemporary, spent most of his 
life in the city of Jerusalem. Hia 
ininirtry of about forty years extend­
ed through the reigns of Jotham and 
Ahaz and gting on for more than 
twenty-five year> into tbe reign of 
Hezekiah.

Hexekiah.
The reign of Hezekiah was one of 

the most important in the history of 
the chosen people. It war while he 
was king of Judah, that Samaria, the 
capital of the northern kingdom, fell 
into the hands of the Assyrians under j  
Bargon and the kingdom of Israel be­
came defuncL Ten years later, Rar-j 
gon invaded Jndah, exacting heavy | 
tribute from Hezekiah. After he had 
reigned for fi)wteen years he was 
taken seriously sick, but his life was 
SDiracuIciualy extended fifteen yeais 
longer.
