OPA PROSECUTES VIOLATERS

In the four months ended April 
30, the courts handed down dec­
isions in 1,495 civil and criminal 
cases involving 1,676 defendants 
accused of volating the price and 
rationing regulatoins, according to 
OPA. Of the total, 1,437 cases in­
volving 1,613 defendants were de­
cided in favor of the OPA. Only 
53 cases involving 63 defendants, 
or less than 4 per cent of the total 
were dismissed.

TEXAS GARDENS PRODUCING

' Human effort and favorable 
; weather condtions are working to­
gether to bring about an all-time 
high in vegetable food production 
in Texas.

Victory gardens throughout the 
state have reached the point of 
quantity production of food. Let­
tuce, mustard spinach and other 
salad crops were the principal 
products available for early gar­
dens. But vegetables coming into 
production now generally are 
those which were planted on a 
large scale to supply family needs i around the calendar year. The 

I largest planting of white potatoes 
in the history of Texas gardens 
was made this year, with yields 
of one to ten bushels per garden. 
I f  the crop can be stored success­
fully, there should be little need 
for out-of-state- shipments at any 
time of the year.

Tomato plantings were made 
on a large scale with the idea of 
harvesting a sufficient supply for 
daily use and a surplus for can­
ning. In south Texas, housewives 
are using pressure cooker and 
open kettle methods, and com­
munity equipment for canning 
tomatoes and green beans.

An equally large increase in 
green corn planting, and cream Sc. 
blackeyed peas was made. Har­
vesting and processing of * these 
vegetables are under way.

Timely rainfall throughout the 
sweet potato producing section 
enabled growers to expand plant­
ing from vine cutting. High-priced 
potato slips thus were multiplied 
without additional cost. In many 
localities harvesting of early 
white potatoes was succeeded by 
planting of sweet potatoes from 
vines.

When the Flag of the United States i.-> <1.splayed otherwise than by 
being flown from a staff, it should be display id flat, whether ind->ors 
or out: or . suspended that its folds fall free a.s though the Flag 
were staffed

When the Flag is displayed from a staff in a church or public aud­
itorium. if it displayed in th; chancel of the church or on the 
speakers' platform in the public auditorium, the Flag should occupy 
the position of honor and be placed at the clergyman's or speakers' 
right, as fie faces the congregration or audience. Any other flag so 
displayed in the chancel or on the platform, should be placed at the 
clergymans' or speakers' left as he facts the congregation or audience

When the Flag is displayde from a staff m a church or public aud­
itorium elsewhere than in the chancel or on the platform, it shall be 
placed in the position of honor at the right of congregation or aud­
ience as they face the chancel or platform. Any other flag should be 
placed on the left of the congregation or audience as they face the 
chancel or platform.
The American Legion has a special ruling of its own in the display 
of the Flag in its meeting place. The Flag is placed to the right of 
the Commander's desk regardless of whether or not the desk is on 
a raised platform or on the floor level.

When the Flag is displayed against the wall, whether horizontally 
or vertically, the union or blue field should always be uppermost 
and to the Flag's own right: that is. to the observer's left. The Flag 
should always be displayed in a window with the union or blue 
field to the left of the observer in the street.

The Flag should be displayed outdoors only from sunrise to sunset, 
except on special occasions.

The Flag may be displayed at night upon special occasions, when it 
is desired to produce a patriotic effect. By “ special occasions" is 
meant atheletic events, bond campaign ceremonies, patriotic pageants 
parade.s, etc.
There are only four places where the Flag i'= flown day and night. 
Two flags are over the Capitol Building in Washing.on — one over 
the east front and one over the west front Tne Fl.-»g is flown day 
and night at the grave of Franc' -Scott Key. authcr of "The Star 
Spangled Banner", in Mt. Olivet Cemetery. Fredericc. Md The; Flag 
is also flown day and night over a permanent fort or ship engaged 
in battle: and when our armed forces *rc engaged in battle.

TTie Flag should be displayed daily, weather permitting, on or near 
every schoolhouse during school days; on or near the m.ain admin- 
istratives building of every public institution. The Flag should be

clis|)laycd in < r near every polling place on election day.
When the Flag is carried in a prtxtession with another flag or flags 

It should be either on the marching right, that is, the Flag’s own 
right: or if there i.' a line of other flags, it should be in front of the 
center of that line.

The Flag should not be displayed on a float in a parade except 
from a staff or displayed flat. The Flag should be displayed on a 
staff, which is fixed firmly to the chassis or clamped to the radiator

The Flag, when it Is faded and torn and is no longer a fitting em­
blem for display, should be destroyed in a dignified way, preferably 
by burning, with appropriate public ceremony or privately. It is 
permissible to wash the Flag when soiled, but preferable to dry-clean 
it.

The Flag should never be fastened, displayed, used or stored in
such a manner as will jiermit it to be easily soiled or damaged in 
any way.

cap.
The Flag should never be used as a drapery of any sort whatsoever, 
never festooned, drawn back, nor up, in folds, but always allowed 
to fall free.

Bunting of blue, white and red. always arranged with the blue 
above, the white in the middle, and the red below, should be used 
for general decoration.

The Flag should never be carried flat or horizontally, but always 
aloft and free.

When flags of two or more nations are displayed, they are to be 
flown from separate staffs of the same height. The flags should be 
approximately the same size.

When flag ' arc flown from adjacent staffs, our Flag should be 
hoisted first and lowered last. No other flag or pennant may be placed 
above, or to the right of the Flag of the United States

When flags of states, cities or localities or pennants of societies are 
flown from the .same staff or halyard with the Flag of the United 
States, the latter should always be at the peak of the staff.

No other flag or pennant should be places! above or, if on the same 
level, to the right of the Flag of the United Sattes, except during 
the church services conducted by naval chaplains at sea, when the 
church pennant may be flown above the United States Flag during 
church service for the personnel of the Navy.

On Memorial Day the Flag should be displayed at half-staff until 
noon, and at full staff from noon to sunset. The Flag should be first 
hoisted to the peak of the staff for an instant, and then lowered to 
the half-staff position, which Is one-half the distance between the 
top and botom of the staff. When the Flag is flown a half-staff, it 
should always be raised to the peak again before it is lowered for the 
day.

To pay proper respect to the Flag when it is piassing in a parade or 
in review, or during, the ceremony of heisting or lowering the Flag, 
all persons should fate the Flag, sUnnd at attention and salute. Those 
present in uniform should render the military salute. When not in 
uniform, men .should remove the headdress with the right hand, 
holding it at the left shoulder, the hand being over the heart. Men 
without hats should salute by placing the right hand over the heart. 
Women should .salute by placing the right hand over the heart.

The salute to the Flag in the moving column should be rendered 
at the moment the Flag passes.

The Flag should never touch anything beneath it, such as the 
ground, the floor, water or merchandise.

The Flag should never be flown with the union down save as a 
signal of distress.

The Flag should never be dipped to any person or thing.
THE STAR-SPANGLED B.W NER

When the National Anthem, "The Star-Spangled Banner," is play­
ed and the Flag is displayed all present should stand at attention, face 
the Flag and salute. Those in uniform should give the militry salute 
at the first note of the anthem, retaining this position until the last 
note.

When not in uniform, men should remove the headdress with the 
right hand, holding it at the left shoulder, the hand being over the 
heart Men without hats should salute by placing the right hand over 
the heart. Women should salute by placing the right hand over th e , 
heart. Aliens should stand at attention.

When the National Anthem is played and the Flag is NOT dis­
played, all present should stand and face the music. Those in uniform 
should give the military salute at the first note of the anthem, re­
taining this position until the last note. Others should stand at at- 
tenion, men removing the headdress. Aliens should stand at attention.

When the National Anthem is sung by an entire audience or a 
soloist, those persons should stand but not salute.

When the National Anthem is played and the Flag is not displayed 
but a reproduction of the Flag is flashed on the motion picture screen 
persons present should stand at atention and face the music, but not 
salute. It is not necessary to salute reproductions or photographs of 
the Flag. However, if the Flag is displayed in the theater when the 

’National Anthem is played, all persons should stand at attention, 
face the Flag and salute.

I f  the National Anthem is played outdoors, for instance, played for 
a public gathering in the street or park, or a parade, and is near and 
quite audibile, all persons should slop, men remove headdress, and 
.'tand at attention.

The National Americanism Commission believes that when the 
National Anthem is played over a radio or in a restaurant from juke 
box or some other type of musical reproduction machine, it would 
seem more or less forced and unnatural to pay special respect.
