The President/Congress Must Be
Held Accountable For Promises
Made To Pass NAFTA

Joe Rankin, President of Texas
Farmer's Union (TFU) said that
TFU supports the National
Farmer's Union statement that
Farmers Union members will hold
President Clinton and members of
Congress accountable for all the
promises made in regard to the
economic benefits of the North
American Free Trade Agreement
(NAFTA). The Agreement
narrowly passed the U.S. House of
Representatives and now goes to
Senate, where it is expected to
T TR

"The cost to U.S. taxpayers--for
the promises used to influence
votes--may exceed the U.S. trade
surplus with Mexico," charged
Ralph Nader, founder of the
government watchdog group Public
Citizen.

The 250,000 family farmers and
ranchers that make up the National
Farmers Union will hold the U.S.
government responsible for their
assertions that the NAFTA is good
for agriculture and that it will
increase producer prices.

TFU President Rankin said,
"History has shown us quite the
opposite. For example, between
1984 and 1992, exports of
agricultural products increased 12
percent, During the same time,
com prices have fallen 23 percent,
soybean prices 8 percent, wheat
prices 4 percent and milk prices 2
percent. I hope the President is
right and these trends are reversed.
We will be taking a good look at
commodity prices a year from
now."

Farmers Union also calls on the
President to ensure that U.S. food
safety and quality standards remain
intack. Not only is the safety and
quality of the U.S. food suppply of

_paramount importance to
consumers, it also affects the
reputation and marketability of
U.S.-produced goods. Under the
NAFTA, food products are not
required to carry country-of-origin
labeling,” Rankin said.

Rankin stressed the fact that,
"Our members are in favor of a
trade agreement with Mexico. Our
contention with the NAFTA has
always been that it was not
designed to improve the standard of

living of citizens in bothrColiritries] ~ -

nor to enhance en-vironmental
stewardship. There-fore, we urge

T os- with both the United
States and Mexican governments,
Corporate America spent in excess
of $30 million promoting the
NAFTA, but it is receiving a cool
reception, at best, from U.S.
citizens. NFU President Lee
Swenson said, "I suppose this

ranks among the best deals money'

can buy!"

TFU president Joe Rankin was

particularly critical of the last-
minute side deals made for sugar,
peanuts, fruits and vegetables,
wheat and border inspection, saying
they are proof that the NAFTA was
inadequately formed in the first
place.
Rankin said, "Similar promises
were made to members of Congress
before the U.S. Canada Free Trade
Agreement (CFTA) was voted on,
but they were not kept,” "We will
hold the president and our members
of Congress accountable for
fulfilling these promises to the
letter of the law."

The TFU president was very
critical of the eleventh-hour deal-
making used by President Clinton
to gain votes. The President agreed
to buy additional military planes,
back various construction projects,
repeal proposed taxes and fee hikes,
and many other concessions in
order to get the votes he needed to
pass NAFTA.

"These large-scale, fiscally
unsound decisions were made just
to pass a trade deal that will wreak
further economic havoc on the U.S.
economy, and I am dismayed, to
say the least," Rankin said.

The 1994-95 edition of the Texas
Almanac continues the tradition of
drawing the picture of the Lone
Star State in statistical and
historical terms. The new Almanac
begins by recounting the history of
Texas' entry into the Union in
1845 and the war with Mexico that
was a result of that entry.

Texas' role in the U.S. Congress
for the past century and a half also
is surveyed, spotlighting political
figures from the state who had
nationwide impact. The high point
came in the 1950s when the leaders
of both houses--Sam Rayburn in
the House, and Lyndon B. Johnson
in the Senate--came from Texas.
But the survey lists the 241 men
and women who have served in the
Congress from Texas, including
Kay Bailey Hutchison, who was
elected Texas' first woman senator

‘in 1993, Eight Texans have served
in both the House and the Senate.

Other special features in the new
Almanac include a review of the
poisonous snakes in the state, a
tour of movie studios and museums
within the state's borders, and a
look at the outstanding marine
science programs offered at Texas
A&M University and the
University of Texas at Austin.

In a continuing look at the
diversity of cultures in Texas, there
are features on ethnic holidays. The
newest of these events is the
celebration of Martin Luther King's
birthday in January. In addition,
Texas' oldest black celebration,
Juneteenth, is being revived as a
major obszarvation not only in
Texas but across the country. St.
Patrick's Day observance also are
reviewed as the time when Texans
honor their Irish and Celtic
heritage.

"Twas The Scam Before Christmas

The holiday season is just around
the corner, which means it's time
for serious shopping--and serious
credit card scams and fraud. While
you're full of holiday cheer, you
may be letting your guard down.
Don't let a thief steal your holiday
happiness!

Fraud doesn't have to involve the
physical theft of your card.
Dishonest s¢ore employees can
charge things for themselves with
your credit cards. Dumpster divers
can find your credit receipts or
carbons in the trash--either at the
store or at your home--and use your
credit card number to charge things
over the phone or to make a
counterfeit card. Telephone callers
may ask you for your credit card
number, supposedly to confirm that
you have won a prize.

Protection Measures

You should protect yourself
against these and other scams. The
first step is to inform yourself of
the possible ways innocent people
can be taken. You might also want
to let other members of your
household or subsidiary
cardmembers know the proper
precautions.

Keep a record of all your credit
card accounts. That way, if you
lose your calls, you can instantly
inform the card-issuing company of
your loss. In addition to the card
numbers, keep a record of
expiration dates and telephone
numbers of the issuing companies.
One way of doing this easily is to
make a photocopy of all your cards,
and then write in the phone number
below the particular card. Update
the list periodically and destroy the
old list.

Notify card companies in advance
of any change of address or name.

+Keep your eye on your credit card
when making a purchase and ask

+ for the carbon copies of your charge

slips. Destroy the carbons at a later
time. Be sure to get the card back
right away after it has been
‘mprinted.

«If at all possible, never sign a

_blank receipt. Draw a line through

the blank spaces where amounts
can be charged, and be sure to add
up the total on restaurant charges.
*Void or destroy all incorrect
receipts and charges.

«Save your receipts and compare
them to your billing statements.
*Never give your credit card number
to a stranger who has called you
asking for it.

If Your Card Is

Stolen

Report promptly, in writing, any
suspicious charges to your credit
card. While the telephone is faster
and can be used for initial reports,
your rights are protected only if
you write. If your credit card is
stolen or lost, call the issuer
immediately and follow up with a
letter. Once you do so, you are no
longer liable for charges incurred
without your say-so. Some credit
card companies provide a free
service and will contact other card
issuers for you (but know who
you're dealing with-some
companies charge for the service).
Most companies have a toll-free
number where you can report your
lost or stolen credit card.

A retired pediatrician and a
former financial services officer
have found an avocation that
includes a sheep named "Midnight
Cowboy," rusty nails, copper
pennies and a cotton patch in their
front yard. While this hobby
provides the couple with a quiet
sense of satisfaction, it also
produces warm shawls and woven
products-a craft they demonstrated
on natural fibers day at the Food &
Fiber Pavilion of the State Fair of
Texas.

The Farleys, Leroy, a
pediatrician, and Mary, who is
retired from EDS, started weaving
when Leroy found a book on loom
construction, built a loom and
wove Mary a shawl for Christmas.
She still shows it off proudly
because of the evenness of Leroy's
first weaving effort. And once
weaving captured their interest, it
seemed only natural for them to
start spinning and dyeing their own
fiber. Although both these
longtime Dallas residents spin and
weave, Mary is the primary spinner
and Leroy does more weaving.

Food Poisoning

Hectic holiday meal preparations
can increase the chances for food
poisoning especially among young
children, said an expert at the
USDA's Children's Nutrition
Research Center.

"Children are vulnerable because
their intestinal tract and immune
system are not fully developed,”
said Dr. Kathleen Motil, an
assistant professor of pediatrics at
Baylor College of Medicine in
Houston. "They may have less
resistance to the bacteria that causes
food-borne illnesses."”

The severity of the illness varies
from person to person. Symptoms
include stomach cramps, nausea,
diarrhea and vomiting and, in some
cases, fever. Symptors can appear
anywhere from two to 36 hours
after eating and last several days.

When children become ill, parents
should make sure they are given
plenty to drink to prevent
dehydration,

"Oral rehydrating solutions,
available in most pharmacies, are
better for toddlers and pre-school
age children because they contain
appropriate concentrations of salts
(electrolytes) that maintain their
body fluids," she said.

Alert your physician if you
suspect that your child may be
suffering from food poisoning since
a young child's condition can
deteriorate quickly.

To safeguard holiday feasts, Dr.
Corinne Montandon, CNRC
nutritionist and assistant professor
of pediatrics at Baylor provides the
following food safety tips:
*Buy quality foods.
expiration dates carefully.
* Do not defrost a frozen turkey at
room temperature. Bacteria can
multiply to disease-causing levels

before the turkey is completely
thawed. Instead, place it in its
original wrapper on a tray or in a
pan, and let it gradually defrost in
the refrigerator. Follow
manufacturer's instructions if meat
or poultry is to be thawed in the
microwave.

Check

*Be aware of the dangers of "cross
contamination." Avoid transferring
bacteria by washing hands, utensils
and work surfaces with hot soapy
water. Uncooked poultry or meat

* should not come into contact with

other foods.

*Cook turkey until thermometer
inserted into bird registers 180 F to
185 F. Juices should run clear.
*Consider cooking the stuffing
separately. Flavor the cavity with
onion, celery and herbs. If you
prefer to cook the dressing in the
bird, mix dressing and stuff turkey
loosely just before putting it in the
oven. As soon as the turkey is
cooked, remove the dressing.

*To prevent bacterial growth, keep
hot foods above 140 F and cold
foods below 40 F.

*Foods containing dairy products,
mayonnaise, or eggs should be
refrigerated until served. That
includes salads, pumpkin or cream-
type pies, cakes with cream cheese
or cooked icings and eggnog.

*If children help out in the kitchen,
discourage them from tasting
cookie dough or other goodies that
contain raw eggs.

The risk of food poisoning does
not end after food is cooked, so
treat leftovers with care.

Never leave perishable food out
on the table or counter for more
than 2 hours. It is best to promptly
refrigerate or freeze leftovers in
small, shallow containers for quick
cooling.

Use leftover turkey within three
to four days or freeze for up to one
month, Do not keep dressing and
gravy for longer than two days and
bring gravy to a boil before
serving.

Food harboring harmful bacteria
does not necessarily have an odor or
spoiled aj:pcarance. Remember the
adage: "When in doubt, throw it
out."
