G. I’l  BACK TO FAR.M.S

Machinery for translating the 
agricultural phases of the GI Bill 
of R ighu from promises into act­
ual operation will be set up in 
Briscoe County and throughout 
Texas within the next few weeks, 
according to Earl Wise, Farm Se­
curity Adminatration Supervisor

Horace D. Gilmore, District Sup­
ervisor at Lubbock, has called a 
meeting of supervisors in the 14 
counties comprising his district, a t 
Plainview, for January  24, 1945, 
where he will outline how the 
government farm loan guaranty 
will work. Mr. Gilmore has just 
returned from Oklahoma City 
where regional, state and district 
officials from Texas, New Mexico 
and Oklahoma heard R. W. Hud­
gens. Washington. FSA Associate 
Adminstrator, of the part FS.X will 
play in the GI program.

The law provides that the gov­
ernm ent through the Veterans Ad- 
minstration will guarantee the 
a maximum of $2000, but in no 
case more than 50 per cent, of any 
loan to a Veteran by a private or 
other lending source The Veterans 
Adminstration will guarantee the 
loan i|pon recommendation the 
Certifying Committee in the re ­
spective county that (1) the pro­
ceeds of such loan will be used in 
payment for real or personal pro­
perty purchased or to be purch­
ased by the veteran, or for repair­
ing, altering, or improving any 
buildings or equipment, to be used 
in bona fide farming operations 
conducted by him; (2) that such 
propierty will be useful and reason 
ably necessary to such opierations; 
(3) that the ability and experience 
of the veteran and nature of oper­
ation contemplated are such that 
there is reasonable likelihood of 
success; and (4) tha t the purchase 
price for the property does not ex ­
ceed the rasonable normal value 
as determined by p r o p e r  
apprisal.

1040 and its various cousins. I am 
very proud of myself so far, for 1 
got mine made out without the 
help of an expert.

Your 1944 TAXES are now due and must be paid by 
the last day of January, 1945, to avoid penalty.

Both men and women are required to pay their poll 
tax. Unpaid poll taxes are a lien upon any real or per­
sonal property you may own, or come into possession of.

Those who were 60 years of age or more on Jan. 1, 
1944 are not required to have an exemption to vote; 
those who have moved into the county since Jan. 1,1944  
are required to have an exemption; those who have be­
come 21 yeai*s of age since Jan. 1, 1944 or will become 
21 before election are required to secure an exemption 
certificate during January, 1945, before they can vote 
in any election during the year— no charge is made for 
these exemptions.

In 1945 automobile license fees cannot be paid before
