Loan Process

"Texas fanners applying for 
assistance from Fanners Home 
Administraion (FmHA) will 
experience a breath of fresh air 
th is year," G eorge E llism  
FmHA Texas State Director 
said today.

"I have today taken action to 
delegate the full loan approval 
authority allowed under the 
Federal regulations to FmHA 
County Offices in Texas," Ellis 
said.

"As this new year begins, I 
feel this will be a real help to 
our farm customers, and I in­
tend to pursue this type of 
change in the future, wherever 
I can," said Ellis.

FmHA County Supervisors 
were previously subject to a 
complicated system of reviews 
and re-views of loan applica­
tions in order to approve an 
FmHA Loan. This system was 
instituted several years ago in 
order to insure fewer mistakes 
and more uniform ity from  
County to County.

"I still intend to hold FmHa 
Supervisors to the same high 
standards as in the past, how­
ever, I am also dedicated to 
streamlining the process so that 
our farm customers will have 
funds available to them at the 
time they are needed," said Ellis.

Easements May Help FmHABorrowers Restructure Debts
"Farmers with loans from the 

U .S. D epartm en t of 
Agriculture's Farmers Home 
Administration (FmHA) may 
be able to put flood-damaged 
land under conservation ease­
ments in exchange for a re­
duction in their debt," George 
Ellis, FmHA State Director, 
said today.

Use of the easements is not 
limited to flood areas, but it

may be particularly helpful in 
such areas.

"Eligible lands may include 
wetlands, maginal farmland, 
highly erodible land, wood­
land, wildlife areas, and sev­
eral other, "Ellis said. "In cer­
tain areas, there may be in­
stances where farmland was 
damaged so severely by the 
recent flooding that restoring 
it may cost more than its agri­

cultural value."
"In those cases, a conserva­

tion easement may be a solu­
tion. Under this program, a 
voluntary easement can be 
placed on a portion of the land 
in return for a reduction in the 
amount owed to FmHA."

Ellis said the easements are 
for 50 years or more and can 
help rebuild soil conditions and 
well as encouragedevelopment

of wildlife habitat.
"Not only can FmHA farm 

borrowers take marginal acre­
age out of production in this 
way, they also can materially 
reduce their farm operating 
cost," Ellis said.

Farmers who think they may 
be eligible should contact their 
local FmHA county office for 
further information.

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Raffles W ithout Hassles

Texas depends on more than 
25,000 charities to provide 
needed funds for religious, 
educational, and public wel­
fare projects. However, it was 
only recently that the Chari­
table Raffle Enabling Act le­
galized raffles. The law is in­
tended to prevent fraudulent 
fund-raising activities while 
allowing legitimate charities to 
conduct raffles legally.
Who Can Hold A Raffle?

Only qualified organizations 
may hold raffles, including: 
•Nonprofit organizations that 
have existed in Texas for at 
least three years, and are ex­
empt from federal income tax; 
•Religious organizations that 
have existed in Texas for at 
least 10 years;
•Volunteer emergency medi­
cal or fire departments.
How Many Raffles Can Be 
Held?

If your group is a qualified 
organization, it may hold two 
raffles per year, although only 
one at a time.
What Prizes May Be Offered?

Your organization may not 
offer money as a prize. It may 
offer a prize worth more than 
$25,000, but only if it has not 
paid anything to acquire the 
prize. For exam ple, a car 
dealership may donate an au­

tomobile with a retail value of 
$30,000 for auction. But the 
orgainzation may not buy the 
car for a discounted price, and 
then raffle it off.

Also, the organization must 
have each raffle prize in its 
possession, or it must post a 
bond for the full value of the 
prize with the local county 
clerk.
Key Points To Remember
•Only members of your orga­
nization may sell raffle tickets. 
The raffle may not be adver­
tised statewide or through paid 
advertising.
•No one may be paid for or­
ganizing or conducting a raffle 
or for selling tickets.
•All raffle proceeds must be 
spent for charitable purposes. 
•Each raffle ticket must state 
the name and address of the 
organization holding the raffle, 
as well as the name of an officer 
of the organization. The ticket

also must list the price and a 
general description of each 
prize valued more than $10. 
It's The Law 

Under state law, an unautho­
rized raffle is considered 
gambling. Conducting an un­
authorized raffle constitutes a 
third degree felony, which 
carries a maximum punishment 
of 10 years in the state peni­
tentiary and a $10,000 fine.

Participating in an unautho­
rized raffle is a Class C misde­
meanor, which carries a Fine 
up to $500. A county or district 
a ttorney , or the A ttorney 
General, may bring action in a 
state court to stop an unautho­
rized raffle or other violations 
of the Charitable Raffle En­
abling Act.
What To Do?

The language of this law is 
very technical. If you are con­

sidering holding a raffle to 
benefit an organization, you 
should read the act or consult 
your attorney.

That keeps him pretty 
busy enough, but he also oper­
ates a small feedlot in his spare 
time. Mitchell says he has 
handled over 30,000 head in 
his buying career.

Mitchell says he’s always 
been around cattle, and he 
can't remember when he didn't 
know anything about them. 
"Y ou've got to be able to judge 
the weight and quality right 
off, and watch for cripples at a 
sale in order to be a good 
buyer" he says. He remembers 
lots of times that yearlings will 
come through the ring, and

you know right off, if his tail is 
dragging the ground, that he 
has got to be a two year old, 
and he just isn't going to grow.

Buying as much as $40,000 
to $50,000 worth of cattle for 
one buyer at a sale, he says

that buying for various people

at the same time, could get 
complicated at times. But when 
it came to payment time, he 
carried the farms' checks, and 
that made it easier.

M itchell and his wife, 
Clyde(ta, h&y^ lived in the 
Clovis area all JJfcir lives., , 
moving to Muleshoe in 1975. 
They both graduated from 
House High School, and they 
have been married for 59 years.

Other than working with 
cattle, Mitchell has spent a lot 
of his time in church work. 
They belong to the Methodist 
Church in Muleshoe, and he 
has been a trustee going on
twelve years.

They have two sons, Bill of 
Santa Rosa and Jim of Mem­
phis, Texas, and two daugh­
ters, Marilyn Wilson andHelen 
Head, both of Muleshoe. Both

of their sons have followed in 
his footsteps, and are in the 
cattle business. He says that 
even though both daughters are 
not in the cattle business, they 
are both devoted to their work. 
They have been associates with 
Radio Shack for many years.

The reality of federal 
budgeting is that while no one 
can predict the California fires 
and earthquakes, hurricanes 
Andrew and Hugo, and Mid­
west floods for the coming 
year, it is clear that Congress 
never budgets enough money 
for natural disasters. Yet, the 
disasters happen. Although it 
has a $250 million budget, each 
year FEM A (the Federal 
E m ergency  M anagem ent 
Agency) has to ask Congress 
for approximately $1 billion in 
extra emergency funds.

The real trouble is that when 
funding is designated as an 
emergency, then Congress is 
not required to offset the extra 
s p e n d i n ^ b ^ m a l ^

cuts elsewhere. The result is 
hundredsof millionsof dollars 
added to the national debt. In 
fact, the 1990 Budget Deal 
(which I voted against) actu­
ally gives Congress the incen­
tive to "low-ball" FEMA’s 
budget. Overspenders in Con­
gress plan to use every bit of 
their budget for the Veteran's 
Administration and Housing 
and U rban D evelopm ent 
Agency appropriation that is 
also intended for funding 
FEMA. Then, when the inevi­
table happens, Congress rushes 
to fund FEMA on an emer­
gency spending basis that adds 
directly to the year's deficit and 
the total debt. During the Bush 
Administration, those emer­
gency spending bills averaged 
five a year.

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American Know How Meets Russian Farmers
A cooperative effort between 

state Farm Bureaus and Rus­
sian fanners is breathing new 
life into an agricultural system 
that is ailinval after decades of 
Communism and the downfall 
of the Soviet Union.

Agricultural exchanges be­
tween the Texas Farm Bureau 
and its Russian counterpart, 
Akkor, are allowing Russian 
farmers to observe American 
farming practices and adapt 
them to their country's needs. 
The exchanges are funded by 
an American coalition called 
the Citizens Network, which 
was created to respond to the 
historic events taking place in 
the former USSR.

Steve Cochran, Texas Farm 
Bureau field services director, 
recently returned from a two 
week exchange in Krasnodar, 
a state in the southern part of 
the form er USSR near the 
Black Sea, where he observed 
Russian farmers and their way 
of life.

The exchange started , 
Cochran said, when seven state 
Farm  B ureaus, includ ing  
Texas, "adopted” seven Rus­
sian states. Their intent was to 
help the Russians develop a 
new in ternal ag ricu ltu ra l 
sturcture, replacing the state- 
run farming system utilized 
before the Soviet Union dis­
solved.

Cochran said that Akkor is 
sim ilar in structure to the 
American Farm Bureau Fed­
eration.
"When Gorbachev came into 

power," he said, "he sent some 
people over to study the 
American Farm Bureau Akkor 
is structured.,just likfiiWe are." 
The Citizens Network and 30 

American agribusinesses have 
raised $200 million to fund the 
exchange. rrhe program will 
assist the Russians in the de­
velopment of a democratic and 
m arket-based agricu ltu ral 
economy, while exhibiting to 
them the creativity, technology 
and capital resources o f 
A m erican enterprises and 
agribusinesses.
The United States can benefit 

from the exchanges, too. Trade 
and investment links, formed 
through American ties to 
Russia's emerging economy, 
will benefit American business

and workers.
M ajor problems exist

The former Soviet govern­
ment rarely updated farming 
technologies. Cochran reported 
that major Russian farming 
problems stem from inadequate 
equipment and poorly condi­
tioned soil.

"With their farming equip­
ment," he said, "it's like going 
back to the 1930s and 1940s in 
the U.S. For years the Russian 
government took every bit of 
capital they had and put it into 
defense, and it shows."

Other problems stem from 
poor land management prac­
tices. The farmers Cochran 
visited with put no organic 
matter back into the soil, which 
he described as, "five to six 
feet of the richest, blackest dirt 
you've ever seen. Unfortu­
nately, it's gotten to the point 
where they have to farm it wet, 
because when it's dry, it's like 
a brick.”
Limited lines of communica­

tion throughout the agricultural 
community keep up-to date 
agricultural knowledge from 
reaching farmers. Extension 
services, like those found in 
the United States, are nonex­
istent in Russia, in spite of the 
country having top-notch ag­
ricultural schools.

Availability of electricity is 
also a m ajor problem  for 
fanners, as there are only main 
lines running from town to 
town. Many farmers live in 
town and commute to their 
farms.
"Unless you're on one of those 

main electric lines with your 
farm or the government built a 
line straight .to a collective 
farm," Cochran said, "you're 
out of luck."

Texas visits planned
Eight Russians will visit 

Texas in pairs during 1994, 
with some scheduled to explore 
all facets of farm cooperatives. 
During their stay, one pair of 
farmers will stop at the Van 
Zandt County Farm Bureau 
store in northeastTexas, as well 
as at the denim mill in Lubbock. 
They will also visit the Rural 

Electrification Administration 
(REA ) office  in D ickens 
County to examine the benefits 
REA programs have provided 
for rural Texans.

Three W ay Stock Show  W inners
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Other Russian exchanges will 
examine the banking industry; 
the insurance system and how 
it pertains to crop, automobile

and life coverage; and com­
puter technology for crop 
management

While in Russia, visiting 
Texas farmers and ranchers 
will attempt to reinforce the 
farm organization already es­
tablished. They will also advise 
Russians on how to set up co­
operative programs that will 
help Russian fanners improve 
the marketing and production 
of their crops.

Knox county farmer Larry 
Smith will visit Krasnodar for 
a month in mid-February to 
assist the farmers in their re­
structuring process. Look for 
details in a future issue of Texas 
Agriculture.

Cochran believes that, with 
the help of American institu­
tions like the Farm Bureau, the 
Russian people can prosper and 
continue to move toward a 
more democratic system of 
government. He also believes 
that farming techniques in the 
country can be brought into 
present day technology in five 
to ten years.
