With the advent of cold w eather 
each year in this state, several 
deaths arc usually reported, re­
sulting from asphyxiation by gas 
fumes in im properly ventilated 
homes or sleeping quarters.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, S tate Health 
Officer, has issued a w arning in 
this respect, emphasizing tha t it 
is never safe to sleep in a tightly 
closed room w ith a gas fire bu rn ­
ing. Even if there are no gas 
leaks, the air soon becomes v iti­
ated and unfit to breathe.

“When oecupying a room in 
whieh gas is burning, be sure a l­
ways to have at least one window 
or door open, to adm it fresh air,” 
Dr. Cox said. “ If the w eather is 
too cold to perm it leaving an open 
window in the room occupied, 
then play safe by opening a door 
into an adjoining room, w here a 
window can be opened.”

Dr. Cox said he w as prom pted 
to issue this w arning early in the 
season because of the fact tha t 
thousands of new residents in the 
S tate have come from  districts 
where they have been used to 
burning coal, wood or oil, and 
they do not konw the dangers of 
gas fumes in im properly venti­
lated homes.

“Occupying a room heated by 
an open gas flame, and a t the 
same tim e keeping the room tigh t­
ly closed, may prove disastrous 
the very first tim e it is tried,” Dr. 
Cox said. “ It is better not to  risk 
it even one time. Always be sure 
th a t your room has plenty of 
fresh air, but make doubly sure 
when you have a gas fire bu rn ­
ing.”

Air Force Finds 
Parachutists Are 
Airborne Spiders

SAN FRANCISCO. — No, ma’am. 
Those weren't men in parachutes 
you saw drifting down toward 
the thundering surf north of the 
Golden Gate. They weren’t fiying 
disks, either. Take the word of the 
United States air force and assorted 
professors—they were spiders. P ar­
achuting spiders, that is.

They created quite a stir at that, 
Mrs. Wilma E. Huff of Stinson 
Beach telephoned the sheriff, who 
called Hamilton field. Air force 
search planes and a helicopter were 
rushed into action to seek the 
“parachutes" she reported. The 
coast guard sent three more planes 
and a cutter. Civilian and service 
authorities formed ground parties.

An air force searcher cana* up 
with the answer. He found the 
filmy, wind-borne web of what he 
called “a parachute spider.”

These tiny spiders sail around 
simply because of the housing 
shortage, professors of entomology 
explained. Many kinds of spiders 
break up their family groups in 
autumn. Sometimes as many as a 
thousand go forth from each home 
to seek housing of their own.

They depsrt by climbing a weed 
stalk and spinning a spiderweb 
scarf. When the scarf is big 
enough, the wind carries it away, 
with the little spider hanging on. 
Sometimes, with weather condi­
tions just right, the air-bome 
spiders rise to altitude of 2.500 feet, 
says Prof. Edward O. Essig of the 
University of California. Some­
times their webbed scarfs are as 
much as four feet long, and can 
look remarkably like a full sized 
parachute at a distance.

IT 'S NOT TOO EARLY 
TO TELL SANTA!

CIUDAD OBREGON, SONORA, 
MEXICO.—A long-range plan to 
change warring Yaqui Indians 
into peaceful farmers is patiently 
being pursued by the Mexican 
government regai^less of wide­
spread doubt and skepticism.

The Yaqui is not willing to for­
get his persecutions by Spanish 
conquerors or Mexican agents.

He feels all the land rightfully 
belongs to him and thinks he has 
exchanged a blanket for a small 
handkerchief in accepting two and 
a half square miles of property for 
each of his nine pueblos and addi­
tional farming lands.

Mexicans feel too much land has 
been given the Indians and that 
the amount of money being spent on 
them is excessive.

“The Indians are not good farm ­
ers,’’ they say.

In the meantime, the Mexican 
government, copying the United 
States Indian Service plana, is con­
structing a huge canal to irrigate 
the Yaqui land grants in an eRort to 
convert the warriors into farmers.

Butchery Has Stopped
No longer do the Yaquis sweep 

out of their Bacatete Mountains 
stronghold to bum trains, butcher 
passengers and ranchers and rav­
age the countryside.

Even so, there is constant, if 
alight, fear of another Yaqui out­
break.

While Southern Pacific of Mexico 
trains now travel without soldiers, 
two cavalry posts at Esperanza and 
Bicam are ready to protect citizens.

‘”There is not a family In this 
area but has suffered at the hands 
of the Yaqui,” L. M. Byerly, 
American farm machinery m er­
chant, explains.

’’This valley today is in exactly 
the same position Arizona found 
itself in the 1880’s” says Sidney 
M. Morrison, manager of the Rich­
ardson Construction Co. which 
opened the valley’s vast irrigation 
system.

Our valley has the Yaqui, Arizona 
had the Apache,” he continues. 
“There is the constant fear not only 
of another Yaqui outbreak, but of 
further expropriation of lands under 
the agrarian system.

Farm Training
“Some progress is being made 

among the Yaqui in training them 
to become able farmers, but it 
seems slow by American stand­
ards."

Mexicans themselves feel their 
government has been wasteful in 
giving the Yaqui tribe more than 12 
million aerca of land which extend 
to the Gulf of California.

A large portion of this ii irri­
gable and it is through this that the 
Utah Conitruction Co. has been 
building a new canal over 30 
kilometers lung.

Eventually water will be fed into 
the canal system solely for Yaqui 
Indian use.

But the Yaqui continues to call 
the Mexican “yori,” or enemy. 
Generally they dislike laws, sol­
diers, government agents and 
Americans.

They remember the 1903 massa­
cre of thousands of Yaqui and the 
trainloada who were ship|>ed like 
slaves to work in Yucatan.

BOMBAY, INDIA —Since the Aga 
Khan, 71 year old spiritual head of 
the Moslem Ismailians. seems likely 
to go on staying in Europe, away 
from India, two of his more devoted 
followers arranged the next best 
thing to his personal return—they 
managed to have a can of his bath 
water flown to them from Pans.

The velvet wrapped package ar­
rived here on an American air 
liner, carried by a special messen­
ger—one Mahamadbhai—who held 
it in his lap throughout the three 
day air voyage.

Mohamadbhai never left the pack­
age for a single moment. He said 
that in Cairo he had to fight cus­
toms officials who insisted on seeing 
its contents. Elsewhere, whisper 
of the turf loving potentate's name 
resolved all official doubts.

The happy recipients of the 25 
ounces of bath water propose to di­
vide it into numerous small portions 
to be distributed among pious Is- 
malians. And, like a true earthy 
god, his highness the Aga Khan has 
charged $6,400 for this boon. A rich 
Moslem once paid $36,000 just to 
sit in the Aga Khan's soapy bath 
after this worthy had completed his 
ablutions. .

Other sources of revenue for the 
fabiilously wealthy khan include 
letters of introduction to the Arch­
angel Gabriel, a pinch on the left 
cheek of brides, a two second whis­
pering of holy words into the pur­
chaser's ear and periodic weighings 
against contributions of diamonds 
and gold from the faithful. The last 
of these weighings, m which the 
khan's considerable bulk paid oft 
handsomely, took place in Bombay 
in February of 1946.
