! said price would drop by 5.4 per 
; cent. Briscoe County Cotton sup- 
j port price is $29.14 a hundred 
I pounds, according to Jim Lump- 
1 kin. Secretary of the County Pro- 
I duction and Marketing Adminis- 
I tration.

It had been previously esti­
mated the price would be a little 
over $29.00 upon the .Agricultural 
Departments announcement of 
4.3 to 5.4 per cent lower price for 
this year.

"This is a higher support price 
than we expected.” Lumpkin 
said.

Loan rates for 7-8 middling up­
land cotton harvested this year 
will be $26.94, the Agricultural 
Department has announced.

The previous departments re­
port also showed that the parity 
price for cotton seed in mid July 
was $55.00 per ton. The depart­
ment set supports for the 1949 
cotton seed on the basis of this 
report. Supports will be designed 
to reflect a producer return equi- 
vallent to 90 per cent of parity 
price. That would be about $47.50 
per ton.

Supports were lowered this 
year. Lumpkin explained, be­
cause of a lowering of living cost* 
and farm production, and because 
the support level was reduced 
from 92.5 per cent of parity to 90 
per cent of parity.

have to go “on the record” , Tuco’i  
new 25,000 kilowatt unit—that 
alone is equal to 33,525 horse­
power— want “ on the line” July 
9, 1949 at 10:32 p. m.. CST. The 
new unit has operated for short 
periods at full capacity, but the 
power dispatchers' of Southwest­
ern Public Service have not as 
yet asked Tuco to provide a new 
maximum output over a sustain­
ed period You have to work the 
“ bugs" out of new' turbines and 
that's what they're doing now at 
Tuco. The new unit came "on 
the line” smooth. The enginees 
say there are very few “ bugs” 
to be worked out before Tuco will 
be ready to produce its new ca­
pacity, 40.000 kilowatts, on a full 
time basis.

Tuco’s location in the midst of 
a rich agricultural area is impiort- 
ant to the farmers of that area. 
This IS irrigation country and that 
means water is important to the 
farmer. It's also a little hard to 
get along without if you plan to 
use steam to generate electric 
cnergj'. Y’ou can't use up the
water your customers need for 
their farming—and still have cus­
tomers. That accounts for the
location of the plant. Tuco's water 
supply comes from a lower water 
level than does that of the farms 
in the s'urrounding area. As water 
is needed by city folks too. Tuco 
was located outside of a populated 
area.

Tuco serves an area that covers ' 
more than 3.000 square miles, ex­
tending from Dimmitt and Silver- 
ton on the north to Levelland and 
Crosbyton on the south. Most of 
the comr^nities in this area, es­
pecially those in the northern 
half, receive a major portion 
of their power from Tuco. South­
western Public Service Company’s 
Denver City plant helps Tuco car- 
r>- the load in the southern end of 
the region. Geographically, Tuco 
is located close to the center of 
this area, another reason why it 
w'as a good place to put a power 
plant.

Tuco's location is impiortant— 
and good—as far as the tieing to­
gether of Southwestern Public 
Service Company's power produc­
ing facilities are concerned. There 
are ten steam turbine generating 
plants in the system, spaced from 
75 to 100 miles apart. Tied to­
gether by high tension transmis­
sion lines, they are able to help 
each other carry the load if one 
has to be “ down" for any reason. 
For example, power generated at 
Tuco could be transmitted to 
Clovis if the New Mexico plant 
needed additional energy, or Tuco 
and Denver City or .some other 
plant could combine to help an­
other area. A network of 2.561 
miles of transmission line— with 
the main arteries in the system 
extending from Borger to Carls­
bad. New Mexico and from Ama­
rillo to Portales. New Mexico— 
make it possible for the ten plants

Each of the 32 
is a technician, specializing in one 
particular field of the operation, 
but knowing enough about the 
over-all running of the plant that 
he could fill the breach at any 
job.

Tuco's “ dollar and cents" con­
tribution to the area it serves is 
a very important one. The month­
ly payroll at the plant averages 
around $10,000 and has been as 
high as $14,000. Many articles of 
supply and equipment are pur­
chased locally and aid the com­
munity economy. For example, 
the new cooling tower which was 
installed for the 25,000 kilowatt 
generator was fabricated by a 
Plainview firm, Lllie-Hoffman 
Cooling Towers, Inc. Tuco’s tax 
bill, and that of other Southwest­
ern Public Service Company in- 
sUllationS in the area, helps pay 
the cost of providing good local 
government.

Housing facilities for families 
of 12 of the 32 employees are pro­
vided at the plant and the re­
mainder of the staff make their 
homes in Abernathy and the sur­
rounding area.

Tuco is probably the safest place 
in the area to work despite the 
usual belief that pdtver plants are 
hazardous places to make a living. 
There ha.su’t been a time-lost ac­
cident at the plant in 5 'j  years. 
One reason for this record is that 
everyone at Tuco believes in the 
philosophy that accidents don'b 
happen, they are caused. Another 
contributing factor is that fami­

lies of the employees as well as 
the men themselves get in on the 
safety tests that are given. Re­
cently, 17 year old Jerry Dyer, 
daughter of plant manager Bob 
Dyer, led the entire plant in an 
examination. Mrs. Dyer was also 
high on the list. Nobody fails the 
examinations and high grades are 
the rule, not the exception.

Two of Tuco's employees have 
seen each of the three units now 
in operation go “ on the line” for 
they have worked at the plant 
since the day it went into service. 
The two are M. C. Davidson, 
maintenance foreman, and Frank 
D. Bishop, shift foreman, who 
have worked side by side for 18 
years without a time-lost accident.

Tuco’s “ up in the air” these 
days, too, and picture post cards 
of the plant are given to passeng­
ers flying above the plant aboard 
the equipment of Pioneer Air 
Lines.

Tuco has been carrying its share 
of the electric power load for 
nearly two decades. Its share has 
grown bigger—as has the area it 
serves—but sound planning and 
good operation have kept the plant 
ahead of the power needs of the 
region. It doesn’t look like it be­
longed where it is, but it’s in the 
best possible place to do the job 
that has to be done— provide 
electric power for you.

Check Your Account 
On Old Age 
Insurance

Checking on your old-age and 
survivors insurance account is 
like having your bank account 
balanced and is just as good busi­
ness. This is the advice of John 
R. Sanderson, manager of the 
Amarillo office of the Social Se­
curity Administration, in remind­
ing workers of this free service.

“ We urge all workers to check 
at intervals on their accounts,” 
Sanderson explained, “ so that they 
may be sure of receiving credit 
for all wages they earn. We take 
every precaution to insure the 
accuracy of our records, but some 
wages are reported that cannot be 
posted. Most errors on reports 
are due to mistakes in the work­
er’s name or account number or 
the failure to show any number. 
Sometimes the wrong amount of 
wages is reported and occasion­
ally no report at all is made.”

Sanderson added there is no 
charge for furnishing wage state­
ments and any worker can obtain 
one easily. Write the social secu­
rity office at Amarillo for a self- 
addressed postal card which you 
can fill out and mail to the social 
security Division of Accounting 
Operations at • Baltimore, Mary­
land.

Plastic film Is popular with homo- 
makers. It la colorful, attractive, 
and easy to clean. It’s being used 
in many ways—from refrigerator 
bags to aprons and curtains.

Textile and clothing specialists 
say an Important point to remember 
in using plastic film is the way In 
which it bums. While it does not 
blaze rapidly or bum with a ’’pufl,*' 
it does give off an unusual amount 
of smoke and fumes which are very 
penetrating. Even small samples 
when burned in the testing labora­
tory made the atmosphere very un­
comfortable.

Plastic aprons with frills and big 
loose pockets are lovely to look at, 
but they should be kept a safe dis­
tance from an open flame. Plastic 
curtains do not belong near a 
lighted kerosene or gas lamp or 
near lighted candles. Plastic cloth­
ing for children can present a de­
finite hazard.

Plastic film has many points tn 
its favor for home use. In deciding 
on those uses, however, keep safety 
in mind. Burning plastic film can 
give off enough fumes to maks 
breathing difficult—even to over­
come those who come into contact 
with them.

Weeds in Saybeans 
When It’s time to cultivate soy­

beans, use a rotary hoe! ’This is the 
advice of James E. Newman, re­
search assistant in agronomy at the 
Ohio agricultural experiment sta­
tion. He says the rotary hoe is the 
best tool to use in cultivating solid- 
planted soybeans. If used at the 
correct time on solid plantings, the 
rotary hoe can be almost 100 per 
cent effective in controlling weeds. 
If cultivation Is delayed until the 
weeds are well-established, how­
ever. the rotary hoe will do little 
good. Few soybean plants are killed 
by cultivating solid-planted soy­
beans. according to Newman, who 
has run tests the past two years on 
33 farms in northwestern Ohio.

New Weapon for Lenkemia
