In installing it for 
test, one end of the tube is slipped 
into the end of the discharge pipe 
on the pump and the joint made 
water tight with packing and 
clamps. The tube, a little less 
than 8 feet in length, is equipped 
about two-thirds of the way to­
ward the outlet end with a small 
pipe, about one-half inch in size 
and a few inches long. A few 
feet of rubber hose (flexible) is 
attached to the small pipe and the 
hose is secured to a brace pipe 
so it will be elevated, something 
like three feet above the outlet 
tube.

Height of water in the small 
side tube is used for computation 
of quantity of water from the well. 
Actually, it is a velocity test. 
Lewis will explain, and rise of the 
water in the tube is sometime in­
fluenced by turbulence or lack of 
turbulence of the stream coming 
from the pump. However, the 
test will average within two per­
cent of actual flow. Meantime,

Brahma C alf Loses 
150 Lbs. in 3 Days 
With Feed A ll 
Around Him

One of the little brahma 
calves at the Silverton roping 
arena got himself caught in the 
self feeder filled with cotton 
seed hulls and meal. The calf 
was on hand Saturday night 
when some members of the 
club were practicing and he 
wasn't missed until Tuesday 
morning when J. W. Brannon, 
Jr., and Pat Pavlichek went 
down to see about the feed. 
They were pulling the hulls and 
meal down into the feeder from 
the front and Pat found him­
self holding to the hind leg of 
an animal. Of course he was 
startled when he pulled on the 
leg and it moved. He called to 
J. W. and they went to the 
door to investigate. They found 
the calf hurried in the f*H?d 
with only his head protuding 
above.

The feeder was' almost full 
and all the feed would have to 
be moved in order to get the 
calf out the door. They made 
a fast trip to the John Deere 
shop and fetched a saw and 
hammer to remove some boards 
from the side. After the boards 
were taken off they lifted out 
a very thin and weak little 
brahma which wouldn't weigh 
more than 150 pounds. The 
calf would have easily weighed 
250 pounds on Saturday. The 
little weakling was very stiff 
and had no desire to move; 
however, he did drink a small 
amount of water. About 10:30 
Tuesday morning the calf 
drank some more water and 
ate four pellets of cotton seed 
cake. That night he was able 
to stand alone but he could not 
get up without help. He even 
walked a few steps under his 
own power and ate some mixed 
feed.

\Vedncsday morning the calf 
was' feeling much better and 
after being helped to his feet 
he would cat and drink and 
shake his legs and stomp the 
ground as though his legs were 
tingling. No one knows how 
the calf got in the feeder. The 
only opening was an eleven 
inch space in the back of the 
trough where the feed comes 
out.

The Texas cotton harvest is now 
in full swing and the shortage of 
pickers may cause producers to 
follow practices that will lead to 
lower selling prices, says F. E. 
Lichte, extension cotton gin speci­
alist.

Care in handling cotton at har­
vest time pays big dividends, 
Lichte says. Cotton picked green 
or wet and taken directly to a 
gin not equipped to handle such 
cotton may be reduced in value 
from $5 to $35 per bale. Rough 
preparation at the gin is costly 
to both the farmer and the gin- 
ner for they both lose money, he 
says.

Wet. dirty cotton usually means 
a poor quality product that brings 
less money, says Lichte and grow­
ers should pick carefully, take 
their cotton to the gin dry, and 
then see that it is ginned proper­
ly-

Lichte says the cotton producer 
should not expect the ginner to 
turn out a quality product at the 
gin unless a quality product is 
provided by the farmer. The 
farmer and ginner both have a 
stake in the careful preparation of 
the cotton. It helps the ginner's 
business and the farmers’s income. 
Two mighty important items.

B(K).M SLOWING DOWN ON 
TEX.\S F.XRM AND RANCH 
L.AND SALES

Almost two-fifths of Texas' 
farm and ranch land has changed 
hands since 1940.

In one county. Nacogdoches, 
more than half of all farmland has 
changed ownership in the past

eight years.
And for the past two years land 

prices for Texas as a whole have 
been at record high levels.

But there is' evidence, accord­
ing to a joint USDA-Texas A. and 
M. College System study released 
by the Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station as Progress l.eport 
1181. "Texas Farm and Ranch 
Land Prices, 1948” , that the boom 
is slowing down.

Actually the average per acre 
land price fell 1 percent in 1948, 
from $41.79 in 1947 to $41.36. The 
1947 price level was the all-time 
high.

More significant, say John H. 
Southern of the USD.A bureau of 
agricultural economics and Wayne 
C. Rohrer of the A. an M. depart­
ment of agricultural economics 
and sociology in their report, is 
that volume of sales fell off 15 
percent in 1948. There was also 
a 20 percent drop in total acreage 
sold.

Such marked reduction in 
sales volume in connection with 
the leveling off of price can be 
taken as evidence of a slowing 
down in the activity of the land 
market,”  they point out.

The leveling off of land prices 
was rather spotty, and the range 
in prices in the various areas of 
the state was also wide, the high­
est sometimes being four to five 
times greater than the low price 
paid.

■Average land prices in 1948 
ranged from $8.96 per acre on 
sales of three large ranch hold­
ings in the Edwards Plateau graz­
ing area to $624.00 per acre for 
irrigated land In the Upper Rio 
Grande Valley.

• The new method it more ac­
curate, standardized, and can 
test at many as 300 men at one 
time.

It consists of a pulsating pure 
sound which gradually de­
creases in intensity. Single, 
double, or triple pulsations alter-

I The United States may have the 
j highest standard of living in the 
w'orld, but it also has one of the 
world’s highest accidental death 
rates.

The U. S. rate in 1948 was 67.1 
deaths per 100,000 population, as 
compared to a world-wide post­
war average death rate of 48.9, 
according to the 1949 edition of 
“ Accident Facts,” statistical year­
book of the National Safety Coun­
cil.

Only three countries topped the 
accidental death rate of the Unit­
ed States— Iceland, Egypt and 
Austria. Those countries had rates 
of 71.8 and 83.8 and 85.9 respec­
tively in 1946.

Mauritius, a British island near

By varying the type 
and the strength of the current 
fishermen could lure big or small 
fish, which develop symptom! of 
anesthesia. They are then scooped 
up in the trawl.

The Invention can also be applied 
to the whaling induatry, it it said. 
"Shocked”  whales could be brought 
alongside for inspection, then kiUeo 
or rejected. . *

By Baffling ‘X* Ditaast

When X disease strikes a herd ot 
cattle, death losses may run as 
high as 90 per cent in affected ani­
mals under 6 months of age. Losses 
average 10 to 30 per cent In adult 
cattle. In addition, pregnant cows 
often abort or give birth to dead 
calves, and many of these cows die 
after freshening.

At least 12 different nutritional,
J parasitic, and infectious conditions 
' look somewhat like X disease and 
may be mistaken for it by persons 

. not familiar with the characteris- 
' tics of this malady. Watery eyes, 
i ulcers in the mouth and around the 
'! muzzle, drying up and wrinkling 
' of the skin, and progressive emacia­
tion are typical symptoms. 

Veterinarians have been study- 
I ing X disease ever since it first 
] was reported several years ago, but 
up to now they have been unable 
to determine its exact cause.

According to some observers, the 
changing chemistry of the soil and 
forage in certain areas may be an 
important factor. The view is that 

I chemical changes cause smaller 
: amounts of beneficial minerals,
, and larger amounts of harmful ele- 
I ments, to become available lor 
' plant growth. Cattle are then poi­
soned by consuming plants grown 
on such soil.

I It also is believed that a virus or 
other infectious agent may be in­
volved. In view of the possible con­
tagious nature of this disease, and | 
until further investigation reveals | 
more about it, owners are urged to i 
segregate all cattle suffering from | 
X  disease and to keep them in quar- . 
rantine. '

{Rtvolufionary War Woman 
i Who Won Famo from Fla{s

I I Betsy Ross wasn’t the only 
American woman of the Revolu­
tionary war period who gained 
fame for her flag making prowess.

A young matron named Rebec­
ca Young made the flag that Gen. 
George Washington carried when 
the Continental army took part in 

I the siege of Boston.
I Mrs. Young, who had a flag shop 
in Philadelphia, was noted in the 
Colonies for her exquisite needle­
work. Her fine stitching, em­
broidered scallops, and beautiful 
patchwork quilti were the talk of 
th e  countryside, according to 
childcraft books.

The flag that General Washing­
ton requisitioned Mrs. Young to 
make, had thirteen alternate red 
and white stripes. Appliqued on 
the blue field in the upper left- 
hand corner were crosses of Saint 
Andrew and Saint George—a de­
sign which represents the union of 
Scotland and England.

It was named the “Grand Union 
Flag" by General Washington and 
flown by troops ot the Continental 
army, for the first time about Jan­
uary 1, 1776.

Like Betsy Ross, who is credited 
with having made the country’s 
first official flag, Mrs. Young did 
not design the flag General Wash­
ington ordered from her. He is 
said to have adopted the design 
for it from an ensign that had 
been raised by John Paul Jones 
from the deck of the ship Alfred 
on December 3, 1775. t

Mats vaccination ot dogs has 

brought cannine rabies under near­
ly complete control In New York 

I state, but foxes infected with this 
disease continue to cause heavy 
losses of livestock. During the 
past three years In this state 
alone, nearly 1,000 cows have died 
of rabies after being attacked by 
“ crazy”  foxes. Rabies is known 
to exist in foxes and other wild 
animals in the states of the Appala­
chian range from New York to 
Georgia, in the southern tier from 
Florida to Arizona and up into 
California, and in the midwestem 
zone from Ohio to Iowa. Trapping 
programs have been inaugurated 
in several statea ai a means of 
eliminating the rabid fox menace 
to domestic snlmals and human 
being's.

Austin, October 19th—Bascom 
Giles, Commiss'ioner of the Gen­
eral Land Office and chairman of 
the newly created Veterans Land 
Board, said today that it was 
doubtful if any land purchases for 
Texas veterans would be com­
pleted before December 1.

"The first bonds will be offered 
for sale on October 26,” stated the 
Commissioner, "and there is no 
reason to anticipate that money 
will be available for our actual 
use for at least another thirty 
days."

"The thousands of inquiries we 
have received,” Giles continued, 
"and other necessary delays arc 
making us later than we had anti­
cipated. We ask veterans and 
land owners to bear with us until 
we have secured the mone.v to 
complete transactions."

Giles also requests veterans' con­
sidering making applications to 
"take cognizance of our regula­
tions and policies relative to min­
eral rights."

The .statute creating the Veter­
ans Land Program prohibited pur­
chases unless 50 per cent of the 
mineral rights were conveyed 
with the land. The Board, which 
is compoosed of the Governor, the 
Attorney General and Commis­
sioner Giles, ruled at its first 
meeting that a six-month priority 
would be given applications which 
included all minerals or not more 
than a one-s'ixteenth outstanding 
royalty reservation made before 
June 6, 1949.

"We are noto approving trans­
actions in which the present own­
er is seeking to retain mineral in­
terest at the present time,” Giles' 
added. ".Applications which do 
not conform to this policy are de­
laying the program by requiring 
the atetntion which could be used 
toward completion of conforming 
applicaitons.”

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Big Gorilla Beaten 
By Panther Ruled 
Badly Outclassed

Has Doctors All a 
“Flutter” Over His 

Heart

SPOKANE, WASH —It was gen­
erally agreed that Barangtu, a 312 
pound gorilla, never had a chance 
in his two-hour death struggle 
with a snarling 185-pound black 
panther.

Zoo authorities and the owner 
of the two animals expressed the 
opinion that despite the weight ad 
vantage. Barangtu was fighting tar 
out of his class.

In fact, according to witnesses, 
the gorilla passed the entire two 
hours seeking to ward off the sav­
age onslaughts of the enraged 
panther.

More than 400 persons were vir­
tually hypnotized by the death 
struggle in a cage at a Liberty 
Lake animal show. When the bat­
tle was ended, the gorilla lay dead, 
mercifully murdered by show at­
tendants. Before the attendants 
shot Barangtu. the panther had 
torn his arm off and inflicted num­
erous painful wounds.

It was probably the first time in 
history a gorilla had ever met a 
panther in mortal combat, accord­
ing to Edward Johnson. Superin­
tendent of the Woodland Park Zoo 
in Seattle.

The native habitat of the goriUa 
Is Africa and the panther comes 
from Asia, he said.

Mri. Ruby Smith, San Diego, one 
of the owners of the show, said 
that “ Barangtu was the loser from 
th e  beginning.”  The panther 
slashed at him with his claws snd 
teeth while about all the gorilla 
could do was try to avoid him.”

In Seattle, Johnson said gorillas 
are peace-loving animals who do 
not attack others unless attacked 
first. They are mainly vegetarians, 
be said.
