CHICAGO.—Farm kids have all 
the luck. They're healthier; their 
responsibilities build stronger char­
acter, and often by the time they're 
20, they’re capitalists.

That's the summation of a 4-H 
club official, G. L. Noble, director 
of the national commlu*# od boys' 
and girls' club work.

"If cities had a youth program 
similar to 4-H clubs," be said, 
“juvenila dcUnquaney would be 
greatly decreased."

Noble contends that city young­
sters don't have tha responaibiUtlas 
of their rural cousins.

"We spend thousands ef dollars 
on supervised recreation for kids 
in the cities," he said. 'The kids 
are told what to do. They don't 
learn how to take responsibility— 
and If you don’t learn that, often­
times you turn out to be a weak­
ling."

Noble says that it is different 
with rural youngsters as members 
of 4-H clubs.

"Each club is a little democracy. 
The kids map out their own pro­
gram. They take responsibUities."

He sai(l that the nation's cities 
need a t^H club type of program 
even more than the rural areas.

"Farm kids would be kept busy 
with chores even if there weren't 
a 4-H club,” Noble laid. "But city 
kids don’t have an opportunity to 
work with their handa and with 
different gadgets."

Noble says that the 4-H club pro­
- a m  gives rural youngsters a 
chance to gain recognition—an Im­
portant ingrediaat ia .n f*a> round-

PHILADELPHIA —A blind man's 
charity has saved from prison four 
men convicted of an attack upon 
him which cost him his sight.

The blind pardoner was Clair 
Reed. Jr.. 33-year old former taxi 
driver. The men he laved from 
prison were cabbies t<x>. They were 
convicted of participating in an at­
tack upon Reied in which Reed lost 
his vision when struck with a tire 
iron

Reed felt his way to the witness 
chair when the men came up for 
sentencing. As the four convicted 
drivers watched their permanently 
sightless victim. Reed told the 
judge: "I don't feel these boys 
should go to jail because of this 
act . . .  I don’t hold any prejudice 
against anybody."

The judge then let the men off 
with SI 00 fir.es and court costs, put­
ting them on probation for two 
years. As he did so he remarked 
that the defendants "normally would 
be sent to prison.”

Reed was injured during violence 
over a wildcat taxi strike. A fifth 
man accused of wielding the tire 
iron against Reed is a fugitive. The 
judge took into account a union col­
lection for Reed, reportedly $8,000, 
in hit sentencing, but said the per­
son who blinded Reed would "even­
tually be held to account for his 
act."

CHICAGO. — It remained tor 
modem scleaee to d« something 
the ancient alchemists sought to do 
for centuries—turn base meUl Into 
fold.

Dr. Arthur Dempstor, of the Ar- 
gonna national laboratory, reported 
it had been learned that a email 
portion of mercury would change 
Into gold If bombarded by neutrons 
in an atomic pile. But this is no 
easy method of making gold, for 
it costs many timet the $35 an 
ounce being paid for gold.

Dr. Dempster said Argonne phy­
sicists found that a very weak mer­
cury isotope— or particle of mat­
ter made radioactive—had a great 
capacity to abiorb neutrons. This 
particnilar isotope has an atomic 
weight of 196.

A aample of mercury 196 was 
sent to the Hanford (Wash.) labor- 

, atory of the atomic energy com- 
; mlsflon and placed under neutrim 

bombardment in the atomic pile.
It was left there two weeks.

At the end of that time it was 
found that a small portion of tha 
mercury bad been transformed int« 
gold.

— The Nobel prize of 
152.2aB Norwefian crowne ($21,889), 
(iveti for efforts to promote peace, 
vriU not benefit its recipient one 
dime’s worth financially because 
he's (oin( to use it all exclusively 
in efforts to promote peace.

The winner of the prize, Lor(! 
Bcyd Orr, is convinced that hunger 
is the root of Just about everything 
end the 68-year old Scot wants to 
do everything possible to increase 
the world’s food production. ’That’s 
why he declines to profit from the 
prize—not even to the extent of a 
new hat.

A respected authority on nutri­
tion, a former director-general of 
the United Nations food and agri­
cultural organization. Lord Orr Is 
a political philosopher who likes to 
pack wisdom into snappy epi­
grams. World peace is his passion.

"Not that I wouldn’t hght if some­
thing vital or sacred was threat­
ened,” ha says, ’’but I don’t want 
to It’s so unnecessary."

Feed la An ewer
His formula to end wars can be 

souacsed into one word — food. 
"Feed the people and they won’t 
fight” he says.

He insists that "hunger is the 
greatest politician of them aU.”

Lord B ^ d  Orr is an earnest man 
with a mission who looks like an 
elderly, weather-beaten physician, 
or a professor, or an up-country 
politician, or a farmer in town for 
the agricultural convention. In fact 
he has lived, or is living, in all 
these roles. Much contact with the 
world has not erased entirely his 
Ayrshire m a n n e r  of s[>eaking. 
There is Scotch in hit r-r-r’s.

He smokes matches.
There is tobacco in hit pipe all 

right, but ha lights up and forgets 
to puff because he is so intent on 
dnving home a telling point. Match 
after match is expended as he 
makes his arguments factually, 
wittily and sometimes bitterly. ’The 
world moves much too slowly to 
suit him.

In young manhood he was physi­
cian. Then he became more Inter- 
rsted, by turn, in physiology, ani­
mal nutrition, human nutrition and 
finally the vast problem of feeding 
the world to preserve peace.

Glad to Be Farmer
Now he thinks of himself as a 

farmer and is glad to be one. He 
Is caustic about the artificial life 
of cities, believes that in every life 
there should be a garden, the out­
doors and the feel of weather.

Since January, when King George 
elevated him to the peerage—he 
had been known before then as Sir 
John—Farmer Boyd Orr has come 
down from Scotland occasionally to 
take his place in the House of 
Lords, to vote, to put in some plugs 
for world government, to tell all 
who will listen about his convic­
tion that food is the beginning and 
end of everything. He appreciates 
being in the House of Lords—it 
gives him a platform and a base of 
operations—but he doesn’t think 
too much of it as an institution.

"Ought to have been reformed 
years ago,” he said. But let the 
politicians worry about that, his 
mission is food.

Tlie beet is a root vegetable 
which came originaUy from the 
European continent, and was used 

I by the ancient G r e e k s  and 
I Romans. However, the symmetri­

cal root of the present-day type is 
comparatively recent-less than 
300 years In a way, carrots and 
beets have a parallel history.

The Europeans have perhaps 
preferred root crops, the Asiatics 
seed crops, and the original Amer­
icans fruiting vegetables. There- 
fore, most of the underground veg- 
etables have been developed in 
Europe even the potato, which 
probably was a comparatively un­
important crop in America and 
which now occupies first place 
among vegetables.

The beet shows a number of 
forms. At first it was eaten only 
by the poorer people of Europe for 
greens. Even today beet greens 
and Swiss chard. particularly, 
form an important Item of food.

also the table beet which 
is usually red in color, but may 
also be yellow; the sugar beet, 
wrhich is hardly edible as a table 
vegetable but has a very high 
sugar content; and the mangel, 
which is grown entirely for stock 
food.

Beets are high in easily-digest- 
iblc carbohydrates, and are there­
fore an excellent energy food. ’The 
mineral content is high, especial­
ly the phosphorus and iron, but the 
calcium content is rendered worth­
less by rather high oxalic acid. 
Beets are also high as a source of 
vitamin A. and contain amounts 
of vitamin B and C.

The best vitamin and mineral 
content, contrary to popular belief, 
is in the top of the beet. So, if you 
wish to get the best food value, eat 
the tops ard throw the root away. 
One big advantage of beets as a 
vegetable food, is that they lose 
nothing during the canning process.

Grandmothers have much to con­
tribute to family and community 
life, especially if they are in good 
health and have a zest for living. 
One of the big reasons for feeling 
peppy when you grow older is good 
nutrition.

Gone are the days when grand­
mother ate a slice of toast and 
some preserves, and a cup of tea 
for her evening meal. Whether she 
is 40, 50, 70 or older, her three 
meals should include the following 
food, except when the doctor pre­
scribes otherwise; one pint of milk, 
one egg, one or two servings of 
meat or fish, four servings of fruit 
and vegetables including a potato, 
a leafy vegetable, a citrus fruit or 
tomato Juice, and one or two other 
kinds of fruits or vegetables. En­
riched or whole wheat bread with 
butter or enriched oleo, and sugar 
or other sweets to satisfy the needs 
should also be eaten. However, 
sometimes the desire for sweet and 
starchy foods exceeds the need, 
with overweight resulting.

As time goes on. and one begins 
to slow down, a person needs less 
and sometimes eats more. There­
fore, the f(x>ds we do eat should 
be chosen with great care. Instead 
of large amounts of sweet and 
starchy foods, the daily meal 
should include plenty of milk, veg­
etables, and fruit, with protein 
foods like meat. fish, and eggs. ’The 
person who does not add excess 
weight and enjoys a good diet, 
hat greater chances of living a 
more abundant life.

On the other hand, many people 
over TO become too thin and suffer 
from too little, or the wrong kind, 
of food. Many older folks are cal­
cium poor, to their bones break 
easily or give away. More calcium- 
high food, especially milk in any 
form and cheese, will help to en­
rich the body with calcium.

thing to do is take the dog to a 
vetcrinari.n fi.r correct diagnosis 
and treiit'uer.t when he first be­
comes .sick.

Dr. Witter advises. "A dog that is 
allowed to run loose may pick up 
and bring home disease, or he may 
be injured or killed by a car."

Dr. Witter says it's a good idea, 
i too, to teach dogs to obey.

run after cars may save his life. I 'You can find several good books 
' or pamphlets on obedience train­

ing at your library, he says.

Sorghum Grain Check 
Check your sorghum grain in the 

bin. If it was not thoroughly dry 
when stored, it may be molding or 
heating. Juicy sticks from the com­
bine can sometimes add enough 
moisture to dry grain to cause 
spoilage. Cracked kernels in the 

; grain seem to hasten spoilage. If 
I you have not already done so, run 

the sorghum grain through a fan­
ning mill to remove the debris and 
cracked kernels. If the grain con- 

I tinues to heat after this treatment, 
turn it with a shovel or load it out 
onto wagons and back into the bin 
to air it and cool it. Sorghum grain 
that is allowed to heat may lose its 
ability to germinate or even be­
come unfit for feed.

Soybean! are a profitable crop, 
but growing large acreages of 
bean will cause the corn-yielding 
ability of the soil to drop off fast.

That’s the finding reported by 
M. L. Mosher, farm management 
specialist in the Illinois college of 
agriculture, after studying the 10- 
year records from 200 farm bureau 
management service farms.

Mosher recommends no more 
than 55-65 per cent of com and 
beans in your rotation, and at least 
25-40 per cent in soil-building 
legumes.

Mosher found that from 1936 to 
1945 the average net income of 50 
soybean farma was about the same 
as for 50 farms without beans. 
’This was true even though the soy­
bean farms fed only about half as 
much livestock and averaged 6 less 
bushels of com per acre.

This difference in corn crops 
would normally mean about $700 
lower net farm income per farm 
each year. But the income from 
beans made up this $700 difference. 
However, the corn yields went up 
lest on the soybean farms than on 
those without beans.

Important Discovery 
A new layer in the upper at­

mosphere has been discovered by 
Dr. Joseph Kaplan, physicist on the 
Los Angeles campus of the Univer­
sity of California. It may be the 
link needed to fill out the puzzling 
chain of solar-terrestrall relation­
ships, says the U. C. L. A. physicisL 
It also may pave the way for ac­
curate long-range weather forecast­
ing as more is found out about it, 
he adds. ’The layer is made up of 
a hitherto unknown form of oxygen 
molecules, which Dr. Kaplan calls 
"metastable’’ or "energetic” oxy­
gen molecules. It lies in the lower 
part of the ionosphere, the region 
that reflects radio waves earth­
ward, and is probably about 60 
miles above the earth’s surface 
Just above the ozone layer.

Artificial Breeding
Artificial breeding of dairy cows 

can result in 60 per cent of the cows 
settling the first service if every 
phase of this work is properly con- 
trolled.

The breeding association will 
need to select only fertile sires and 
send only high quality, fresh, prop­
erly cooled, and diluted semen to 
the inseminator in the field. The 
herd owner has the responsibility 
of watching carefully (or signs of 
heat, of keeping a record of every 
heat period, and of notifying the 
inseminator promptly when a cow 
is first observed in this condition. 
If cows persistently (ail to settle, 
the cause needs to be determined 
and veterinary attention called If 
needed.

The Magnitude of •  Star
’The magnitude of a star is a 

measure of a ita r’s brightness. ’The 
method originated in ISO B.C. with 
the Greek astronomer Hipparchus 
who classified the visible stars un­
der six different magnitudes. ’The 
20 brightest were called first mag- 
niture and the faintest were placed 
in the sixth group, with others in 
between. In more recent years as­
tronomers have made the system 
more exact, so that the average 
ration of brightness between magni­
tudes is about 2.5, or 100 (or a dif­
ference of five magnitudes. To take 
care of the other objects which get 
many times brighter than the first 
magnitude, astronomers go to mag­
nitudes of minus one, minus two, 
etc., that of the sun, for example, 
being minus 26.7. At the other ex­
treme are the faintest stars which 
can be observed with the largest 
telescopes, about magnitude 30.

liubum clover is an annual, 
with blossom, deep-rooted le­
gume that produces pasture, hay 
and an abundant seed crop. It 
ran  be used to over-seed small 
grains in the spring on irrigated 
laud without danger of missing 
the following small grain crop. 
However, with all these attributes 
hubam clover cannot accomplish 
this job unless it is properly treat­
ed.

One important step in the hand­
ling of hubam clover is the proper 
inoculation of seed before plant­
ing. This inoculant contains small 
organisms known as bacteria that 
form nodules on the roots of the 
clover and have Che ability to as­
semble nitrogen from the air. Un­
less these bacteria are present, 
the legumes do not have the nitro­
gen fixing ability and the plants 
are smaller and have a lower seed 
production. Inoculate the seed 
immediately prior to planting in 
order that the bacteria will not 
die before being planted in the 
soil. In order to obtain the best 
resulu, it is necessary to fertilize

miracles but it is one important 
step in a more complete soil con­
servation and soil building pro­
gram.

the clover with 200 to 300 pounds 
of 20 percent super phosphate per 
acre.

Eight to ten pounds of hubam 
clover see dshould be used when 
drilled with small grains. Ten to 
fifteen pounds should be planted 
broadcast and throe to five pounds 
in regular width rows. The plant­
ing should bo done between Feb­
ruary 15 and April 15. .A smooth, 
firm seed bed is necessary and the 
seed should be planted about 1-2 
inch deep.

As the Hubam clover grows the J 
root system is puched deep into 
the soil loosening up the compact 
soil and allowing it to take water 
more freely. When these roots 
decay they further enrich the soil. 
The top growth will furnish hay, 
pasture and seed production or 
serve a sa green manure crop. 
The production of hubam clover 
varies considerably but will prob­
ably produce from 1 to 3 tons of 
hay per acre and 150 to 600 pounds 
of seed.

NEW YORK — Strikes can be 
stopped, according to Lewis S. Ros- 
enstieL if labor and business make 
a basic bargain at once of more 
pay for more productivity.

Rosenstiel. who is chairman of 
Schenley Industries, says:

"In the more than four years 
since V-J day, strikes have cost 

; us six billion dollars. What we need 
' now—what would help the whole 
! country—it a five-year moratorium 
on strike!.''

This is the simple swap, between 
labor and business, that Rosenstiel 
urges to end industrial disputes tor 
the next five years:

1. For labor—a S per cent wage 
increase each year;

2. For buslnesa-a 4 per cent an­
nual Increase in labor's man-hour 
productivity.

The executive regards what ha 
proposes as an old-fashioned horse 
trade, with firm mutual incentives 
for the both sides in the U. S. pro­
duction picture. And he ought to 
know since his company employs 

' approximately 12.000 persona and 
haa one of the ''cleancat" labor 
records in the country.

It has more than 100 contracts 
currently in effect covering plants 
in nearly two score communities 
throughout the country and has had 
"practically no lost time because 
of labor disputes."

Besides eliminating labor • busi­
ness discord, his proposal will pro­
vide continued prosperity tor the 
nation. Rosenstiel says.

"The wage increases will put 47 
million dollars more In employees' 
pay envelopes In 19M.*' he says, 
"and that will mean a one-third in­
crease in Uie standard of living. 
Naturally, greater productivity and 
heightened consumer activity will 
provide the nation with a healthy, 
expanding economy, an economic 
climate that is always good tor 
businessmen."

According to Rosenstiel, the U. S. 
national income should reach 300 
billion by 1954, a 33 per cent in­
crease over the 1948 income of 228 
billion dollars.

There are skepUci who lay that 
Lady Godiva's rida if a myth, and 
that the myth waa marely roman­
ticized by Tennyson’s famous 
poem.

Whatever the exact facts, in the 
history-plus-legend of the event, it 
it recorded that Lady Godiva was 
the wife of Leofric, powerful 11th- 
century Earl of Mercia.

The earliest narrative of the 
I famous ride was wyitten by a 13th 

century author, based on stories 
growing out of the incident. Ac­
cording to this account, Leofric. in 
jest or anger at his wife’s continued 
protests against the heavy taxes 
levied on Coventry's near-starving 
people, agreed to lift the burden 
it she would r-A? unclothed through 
the marketplace. At the end of her 
ordeal, the story goes, Leofric kept 
his promise.

Later a postscript legend was 
added, to the effect that only one 
of all the townspeople broke the 
pledge not to look during the ride 
For his lapse, this "Peeping Tom"

Poultry growers who rely on very 
dry or frevting weather to kill off * 
disease germi in their flocka may \ 
be in for a long, long wait.

New evidence that the popular 
"dry and cold" theory of dieaase I 
control does not apply to deadly 
virus infections of poultry has been 
furnished.

Viruses responsible for common 
poultry diseases—including fowl
pox. bronchitis, and laryngotrache- ' 
iUi—were frozen, dried by labora- | 
tory methods, and then stored in l 
the dry state at temperatures con- ' 
stantly below zero. The stored ' 
viruses were tested at intervals on | 
poultry to see it they would produce 
infection.

It took almost two years for the 
weakest virus to lose its infection- : 
producing power, veterinary scien- I 
tists reported, while some of the 
other viruses remained infectiw for i 
nearly ten years. '

Similar research has shown that 
the virus which causes Newcastle 
disease is likewise highly resistant 
to freezing temperatures. Living 
viruses capable of causing New­
castle disease have been found in 
the bone marrow and muscle of i 
poultry carcasses chilled or frozen | 
for as long as six months.

Teiutk Cotton Quota* 
In Effect For 1950 
Says B. F. Vance

College Station — Texas cotton 
farmer.s will have to take cotton 
marketing quotas under consider-  ̂
ation in planning their 1950 farm- ' 
ing operations', H. F Vance, State 
Production and Marketing Ad­
ministration director, pointed o u t ' 
recently.

Approval of cotton marketing 
quotas by more than two-thirds 
of the nation's cotton farmers in 
the December 15 referendum 
means that the quotas will be in ! 
effect on the 1S50 crop.

A cotton farmer who plants | 
within his cotton acreage a llo t- ; 
ment can market all of his cotton 
without penalty. His marketing 
quota if the production from his i 
acreage allotment. He also can 
obtain a government loan on his 
cotton at 90 percent of parity, 
and he will be eligible to receive 
conservation assistance payments 
from the PMA.

A cotton farmer who plants 
more land to cotton than his ac- . 
reage allotment must pay a pen- i 
alty amounting to one-half parity | 
price on any excess cotton which . 
he sells. Current parity price u  | 
ibout 30 cents which would mean 
a penalty of about 15 cents a 
pound on excess cotton if mar­
keting quotas were in effect on 
thi.s year’s crop. Parity charges,, 
and so the marketing penalty will 
change from month to month.

Under the law, excess cotton 
subject to a penalty is that cotton 
produced from the acres in ex­
cess of the allotment. The amount 
of cotton subject to penalty will 
be determined by multiplying the 
number of overplanted acres by 
the normal cotton yield of the 
farm.

In addition, cotton produced on 
a farm where the cotton allot­
ment was overplanted will not be 
eligible for a government cotton 
loan. Nor can the farm receive 
PMA conservation assistance pay­
ments.

Effect of Soot
"A layer of soot on the heating 

surface of a boiler decreases effi­
ciency because it increases resist­
ance to the flow of heat, with the 
result that the heat transfer to the 
water is lower and the temperature 
of the flue gas higher than they 
would be if the surfaces remained 
clean. The percentage of reduction 
in beat transfer depends on the po­
sition and area of the sooted sur­
faces, the thickness of the soot, and 
the percentage of the total heat 
absorbed by those surfaces when 
clean; thus it will vary with the 
type of boiler and in particular 
with the ration of the area of the 
convection heating lurface of the 
total area," says the U. S. bureau 
of mines.

Turkey rateers raport the birds 

would rather stand outside 'and 
drown during a rainstorm than take 
tbaUer in sbedt provided for them. 
Ihiz foolhardiness, combined with 
inaatlable curiosity, has prevented 
many a turkey from meeting a 
Thanksghtiag date. One grower 
tells of finding six turkeys smoth­
ered to death in an amply barrel 
ctralcssly left In the turkey yard. 
All six had been on a tour of inves­
tigation and, once in the barrel, 
didn’t have the sense to get out. 
Everything frightens a turkey, and 
when a flock is flying in panic it 
will crash into anything—barns, 
houses, fences—causing casualties 
by the hundreds.

Strange as it seems, the engines 

of women’s cars collect carbon at 
a faster rale than do those oper­
ated by men. Yet the reaaon is lim- 
plicity ilselfi Women usually use 
the cars for shorter runs, with 
more stopping and starting, and 
plenty of parking sandwiched in be­
tween.

, College Station—Animals. Just 
 ̂ like human beings, have their own 
{ ways of making adjustments tu 
, the problems of life. How much 
the farmer knows about the phy- 

,'siology of his animals may be re­
flected in his income from live­
stock, says Dr. W. C. Banks, ex­
tension veterinarian of Texas A. 
and M. College. Correct handling 
usually adds more money to his 
income and incorrect handling 
cuts income.

Generally speaking, says Banks', 
we know that animals are in­
fluenced perhaps more than hu­
mans by emotional changes caus­
ed by fear. Jealously, pain, sus- ! 
picion, frustration and the domi- i 
nance of stronger members of 
their species.

Dozens of examples can be cit­
ed on livestock farms. A good, 
example, points out Banks, is the 
dairy cow. When she is subject­
ed to a s-udden change or some­
thing happens to upset her, she 
gives less milk. A number of 
things ca ncause her milk produc­
tion to drop. Usual noises, rough 
handling, change of caretakers or 
even a dislike for the milking 

, time attendant may affect her { 
production.

Believe it or not, says Banks, 
the relationship between cows is 
important. In every large herd, 
he says there are a few outstand­
ing characters. One cow may try 
to dominate all the other cows; 
one may enjoy hurting others. 
Some cows require a great deal 

' of affection from the owner be- ] 
fore they produce at their best 
while some resent being petted, j

It seems that some sheep don’t  ̂
like to take their pills any better 
than some humans. When they 
are given a large medicated pill 
and then turned loose, they may 
wait until the owner is out of 
sight and then get rid of it.

Banks says when dealing with 
pigs, it is well to remember that 
they are comfortable looking ani­
mals and only when they a r c ,

; comfortably housed and properly j 
' cared for. will they turn fi-ed and , 

water into the maximum amount j 
of pork. I

Dr. Banks believes that one of 
the secrets of successful livestock 
production comc.-̂  from knowing 
your animals and then taking ad- 
vant;. je of this knowledge to get  ̂
from tn t.n  their maximum pro­
duction. Hr adds, -food care, shel- i 
ter. plenty of good feed of the j 
r i r ' t  kinds iiid -- .d clean water 
wil lall help to make the ani-  ̂
mals on your farm comfoi table, i 
soi’.i.-̂ fied and maximum income!
