Mr. Vance said that a study of , 
the figures on pn'gram opcr.itions 
of the Commodity Credit Corpor­
ation from 1933 through June 30 
of this year shows that, of the 
total $9,9 billion invested in pro-  ̂
grams for these crops, $8.7 bil­
lion represented loans including 
those on farm storage facilities, j 
and the balance purchases. Losses 
were sustained on four of the basic  ̂
crops, but these were more than . 
offset by gains of $203 milUon on | 
cotton and $5 million on tobacco.

Loans and purchases for all 
commodities, basic and others, rep 
lesentcd an investment of more 
than $13 billion, of which $9.5 
billion were loans. Losses realiz­
ed on all prograni.s were $636 mil­
Uon, or 5 cents out of every dol­
lar invested. A total of $578 mil­
lion was spent in supporting prices 
for white potatoi's, and losses in 
connection with this crop amount­
ed to $414 million, or 72 cents out 
of each dollar invested. Thus, 65 
percent of the total loss reaUzed 
under price supp'irt programs re­
sulted from pot.ito support oper­
ations'.

Farmers will be required to 
measure and report their wheat 
acreage this year in order to be 
cUgible for pm e support. The 
necessary instructions will be 
mailed to each prcducer in the 
near future. This prccodure will 
greatly reduce the expense of 
wheat performance and if satis­
factory results are obtained the 
same procedure will probably be 
used in future years.

Danger of Fire Is 
Greatly Enhanced 
By Christmas Tree
■pHE AVERAGE CHRISTMAS tree 
A can go up in smoke in only two 
minutes. That doesn't leave much 
time for the fire department to get 
there.

A live tree with roots packed In 
a bucket of earth is the safest Be 
sure and keep the dirt moistened. A 
small tree is safer than a large one 
and festive trimmings can make up 
what it lacks in size.

Keep the tree outdoors until you 
are ready to set it up Inside. When 
you bring it in, keep it In the coolest 
part of the house with the radiator 
nearest it turned off.

Use nonintlammable aluminum 
foil—not cotton or paper—to conceal 
container in which tree is “planted.'* 
Use nonlnflammabl* trimmings on 
the tree.

Don’t use lighted candles. (This 
! may seem an unnecessary precau- 
I tion in this day of electric lights.
; but lighted candles contribute to 
I tragic fires every year.)

Check the wiring for the tree to 
I aee that it’s not frayed and Is in 

perfect condition. The switch for 
i tdming off and on electric lights 
I should be at some distance from 
I the tree. Don’t plug or unplug lights 

beneath the tree.
I  Don't leave tree lights on when 
' It isn't necessary and especially 

when the family is awav from home. 
From time to time, check over the 

I tree and see if needles near the 
lights are turning brown. If they 
have, move the lights.

Watch the calendar. New Year's 
Is the day for the tree to go down. 
If you should extend the time, don't 
leave the lights on the tree for more 
than a half hour at a time.

tion for Infantile paralysis, and 
was conducted in the section of 
preventive medicine at Yale.

Dr. Melnick said that his re­
search, if verified in subsequent 

I  m'ork. suggests also that small 
amounts of poliomyelitis virus may 
be locked Away in the nucleus of 
the cell for as long as several 
months after the disease and re­
covery have occurred This opens a 
new field of investigation on the 
significance of the duration of im­
munity ard resistance to second at­
tacks of the disease.

He presented his findings at the 
concluding scientific session of the 
seventh congress of the Intemation 
al Society for Cell Biology, which 
recently met at Yale. In his aiidi- 
ience were acme of the greate.st sci­
entific minds in the world, all of
