How does a ship captain
where he is from the stars? Know-
ing the correct time, is possible
to tell the point on the Earth where ‘

a particular star is directly over- |
head. Then, by measuring the
height of the star above the horizon, |
one can find how far he is away |
from this llar” point, If, |
for example, the star is 90 degrees
high, he is at this point; if it is on
the horizon, he is 90 degrees on
the Earth's surface (about 6,220
miles) away from the point below
the star. If the height of the star
is between 0 and 90 degrees, he is
at some shorter distance from the
point directly below ii. Thus, by
measuring the star's angular height,
he can place himself somewhere
on a circle which has the sub-
stellar point at the center. By
measuring the heights of several
different stars, he places himself
on several circles, and his position
is the place where they intersect.
This is the basic method. Specially
prepared tables, and other short
cuts used by the experienced navi-
gator, make it possible to find
one's position in this way with a
minimum of computation.
