•\ct to provide that beginning | 
January  1 1951 regularly em - I
ployed household workers would i

be covered by the old-age and 
survivors insurance program. 
W orkers in this group include 
maids, cooks gardeners, children’s 
nurses, chauffeurs', anU others 
engaged to work in a private 
home.

If such a perso a works on 24 
diffei-ent days in a calendar

quarter and earns $50 or more 
in rash  wages, the employer 
files a quarterly  return  w ith the 
Rurecau of In ternal Revenue. 
The report form is simple r.nd 
easy to prepare. It calls for the 
w orker’s name, social security 
number, and amount of wages 
paid during the quarteer.
