Bacterial blight is a disease which cattoD growers have bemme more and 
more aware of in recent years. The diaeore ia also known as angular leaf 
apot, boll blight, blackorm. aore shin ann damping off, depending on tim# 
of year and port of the cotton plant affected.

On the leaf, bacterial blight ap îears as watersoaked, angular spota 
which become browrn upon drying. On the bolls, the watorsooked round 
lesiona become sunken and black upon dr} ing. The blackann phase of the 
disease occurs as black elongated lesions on the ate-iia and fruiting 
branches. Son  shin and damping off are sc’ dling diseases and infect the 
■hank of young cotton just after it cornea up.

The angular leaf spot infection maintains the disease in the field during 
the entire growing season and m,iy then spread to the boll blight phaaa 
of the diaeaae which probably causes the greateat loss. In boll blight, tbs 
bacteria may stain fibers, thus reducing the grade of the lint. Boll blight 
lesiona may serve os avenues o f ontranoa for boU rot fungi which norm­
ally would not infect healthy cotton.
