For Briscoe County

Austin, Texas, — During the
last five years, 1940 miles of
roads have been built in Briscoe
county. It was Texas greatest
period of road construction his-
tory, Highway Department files
chow.

The breakdown by counties as
well as state totals prepared by
the department showed that
$802,98691 was spent in the
county for maintenance of present
roads and for the gigantic con-
struction program,

Meanwhile in Austin Governor
Shivers cited the impressive fig-
ures “as evidence that the state's
construction program is giving
Texas motorists the best roads
that engineering can provide ”

The report showed that 14,926-
10 miles of roads added to the
state highway systems over the
period covered cost $575,158,577.-
22, more money spent for con-
ftruction than in any otaer com-
parable pericd.

Figures also showed that Farm-
to-Market roads came in for a
lion’s share of the total. The
roads were named a priority be-
‘cause they give farmers needed
routes tc markets aind access to
towns surrounding ‘urnl arsas, a
highway official said.

Q@ — I have a Korean GI term
insurance policy — the kind that
doesn’t pay dividends. Would it
be possible for me to convert it

to a permanent form of in-
surance?
A — No. Under the law, non-

pi{rticipating  term  insurance
policies issued to Korean veterans
may not be converted to perma-
nent plans.

Q@ — I am a disabled World
War II veteran, and I'd like to
take vocational rehabilitation
training under Public Law 16.
If I'm eligible to train, would I
be allowed to take a four-year
{law course?

A — No The law would allow
you to take only a course that
you could complete by July 25,
1956, the date the Public Law 16
training program comes to an end,
You would have to enroll for a
course that you could finish in

two years or less,

'u — I am a World War 1I vet-
eran taking GI Bill training at
night. I have a job that norm_
ally doesn’t require me to travel,
but I found out that I'm going to
have to take a three_week busi-
ness trip, and therefore interrupt
my training. Will T be permit-
ted to resume my GI Bill trainng
when I get back?

A — You will be permitted to
resume your GI Bill training
when you return from your trip.
VA considers such a temporary
interruption as one caused by a
valid reason,” so long as it
doesn’t last for more than four
months.
