Shop equipment, cafe equipment, 
office equipment, automobiles, 
trucks, jeeps, or any other motor 
vehicle, trailers, irrigation pumps, 
tractors, and all other fanning 
equipment. Horses, cattle, sheep, 
and hogs. Persons owning only 
an automobile are required to 
list same for taxation.

The law requir.» the taxpayer 
to render his property for tax­
ation by listing the same, mak­
ing c.ith th Ereto, and delivering 
the same to the assessor, whose 
duty it is to enter the said prop­
erty on the tax re 11s. • If a j 
property owner fail* to render i 
property tc the assessor, the ass- j 
cssor has the authority to assess 
the property at what he con­
siders tc be the true and full 
value and pW>'« the same on the 
unrendered roll.

Back assessments of property 
which has not been assessed or j 
rendered for Uxaticn may be 
made for any previous year 
Therefore, we feel that It is to 
the advantage of the taxpayer 
to know his or her duty in re­
gard tc rendering property for 
taxation

We suggest that it we fail to 
contact you f o '  your rendition, 
you should make it a point to 
lender your property In order to 
protect you against back assess­
ments and carry your part of 
the tax load.

United States, whether an adult 
CfT minor, who bad $600.00 ($12- 
00 00 if 65 years o f age or over) 
w  m orj ot gross income in 1854 
vust file an income tax return 
on Form 1040 or 1040A.

Most of your tax is withbeUL 
from  your wages every payday 
or paid on Declaration of Esti­
mated tax every quarter. How­
ever, the law - requires you to 
file an aimual return to deter­
mine whether you owe more or 
you should get a refund.
WHEN TO FILE

Your income tax return should 
he filed between January 1 and 
April 15, 1955, and not later 
Ou.n April 1.7.

Q — If 1 ent^r the armed for­

ces some time before the end of 
January, 1955, will I, be entitled 
to a GI loan when I get out —  
cventhough Korean veterans’ 
benefit entitlements come to an 
end January 31, 1955.

A — Yes, provided you receive 
a sepkaration under other-than 
dishonorable conditfttns and spend 
at least 90 days on active duty, 
unless you are discharged sooner 
for a line-of-duty disability.

Q — Does the President’s pro­
clamation, ending Korean GI 
lx nefit entitlements on January 
Si, have any bearing on when a 
Korean veteran has to start train­
ing under the Korean GI Bill?

A — Under the law, a veteran 
itill must begin Korean GI Bill 
thraining within three years fol­
lowing his separation from the 
iirmed forces. The President's 
proclamation did not change that 
provision.

Q — Has the President’s proc­
lamation set a deadline on GI 
leans for post-Korean veterans?

A — Yes. As a result of the 
proclamation, January 31, 1955,. 
has been set as the end of the 
GI loan program for eligible 
Tost-Koreen veterans.

Q —  I have been receiving 
monthly income benefits, paid on 
account of tlie total disability in­
come provision cf my World 
"War II GI insurance policy. Do 
these payments reduce the face 
value of my policy?

A — No. The disability pay­
m en t you are receiving do not 
reduce the face value o f ycur 
policy because you have been 
paying an xtra premium for dis­
ability protection.
