Veterans Questions
And Answers

Q — I pay my GI insurance
premiums once a year in ad-
vance. If I die, what will hap-
pen to the money that has not
yet been applied to premiums?

— The money, earmarked
for premiums beyord the month
during which death occured, will
be refunded to your beneficiary
n a lump sum. .

Q — I understand that veterans
disabled in service after January
31, 1955, may receive disability
compensation at peacetime rates—
80 percent of the wartime scale.
Are there any conditions under
which these veterans may get
the full wartime rate?

A — Yes. Disabilities result-
ing directly from armed con-
flict, or from extra-hazardous
service — including service un-
der conditions simulating war —
may warrant compensation pay-
ments at the fuli wartime rate.

Q — In order to get my college
degree, I am supposed to take
a ocoufse in public speaking.
Would I have to get prior VA
approval for that course, on the
grounds that it may be consider-
ed “avocational or recreational”
in nature?

A — No. Since your public
speaking course is an integral
part of your GI training program
leading to a degree, prior VA
approva! will not be necessary
If the course were taken by it-
gelf — not a part ¢f an over-all
educational program — VA's ap-
proval would be required.

Q — Has the Presidential pro-
ciamation, ending the establish-
rent of entitlement for wartime
GI benefits, had any effect on the
cut-off date for stsrting Xorean
(31 Bill training? I am a Korean
veteran, already out of servicc.

A — The proclamation has no
bearing on when you must begin
your Korean GI training. Under
the law, ycu still must start with-
in three years from the date of
vour separation from military
service.
