schools are eligible to attend or
to become citizens of Girls State,
and Roxanna McJimsey and I
were very fortunate and very,
very thankful to be selected to
go from Silverton. There were
360 girls from various counties
in Texas present The purpose
of Girls State is “to inculcate 0
and educate the youth of Texas 
in the duties, rights, and respon­
sibilities of American Citizen­
ship.”

When we arrived in Auestin, 
we registered and were assigned 
to cottages at the School for 
the Blind. Each cottage hoitscd 
45 girls and was organized into 
a city. Two cities made up one 
county. We organized four coun­
ties with complete county govern­
ments. The eight cities in the 
four counties with complete coun­
ty governments.. The eight cities 
in the four counties composed our 
state. I lived in the city of 
Sodie” in “Pop” county. Our 

other city was ’Too  Pooped to” . 
Other cHies and counties were. 
"She’s A ” and “And She’s A ” 
in “Pretty Girl” county; “You 
Said I t ” and "We’ve Had It" in 
"Man” county; and “Pop” and 
"Ooor in “O fr county.

City and county meetings, elec­
tions, and pMitical rallies were 
interesting, but the real excite­
ment came in state affairs. We 
had two parties — the National­
ists and the Federalists. Each 
party was determined to elect 
its candidates and worked en­
thusiastically — campaigning, 
making speeches, and planning. 
The inauguration was a thrilling 
experience. It was a joint in­
auguration for the officials of 
Boys State and Girls State. We 
met at Gregory Gymnasium on 
the Campus of the University of 
Texas. The girls went in buses 
and were met by the boys who 
sang "The Eyes of Texas.” After 
the procession composed of the 
state officers, citizens, and coun 
selors, the officers were sworn 
in by Judge Meade Griffin. En­
tertainment and a social hour 
followed.

One of the things w ell never 
forget about Girls State is meet­
ing many famous people. We 
heard Gov. Shivers, Attorney 
Attorney General John Ben Shep* 
perd and seeveral others. The 
two who impressed me nnost were 
Mrs. R. Max Brooks and Dr. Fred 
Schwartz. Mrs. Brooks talked 
on “ Women in the Armed For­
ces." She thought that girls 
could have no more useful career 
than in the armed forces. They 
will never be called on to fight 
as they are in RusMa, but they 
can do much of the office work 
abd help in a wonderful way to 
keep up morale. Women who 
apply for the armed forces are 
carefully selected, and only those 
with good characters and hi#i 
I. Q.'s are accepted

Dr. SichwarU fiu.ii Sidney, 
Australia, talked about Conunu* 
nism and how we must ever be 
alert to recognize and fight it.

After our strenous campaigning 
and the elections were over, we 
spent one deliHitful day at Bar­
ton Springs picnicking and swim­
ming.
