’Thripes and fleahoppers were 
found in each of several cotton 
fields last week that were in­
spected by Courkty Agent Robert 
M. Ledbetter. Damage ranged 
from slight in most to heavy and 
severe in some. ’Thrip damage 
was severe in all fields pryor to 
the rain of June 2Sth. This rain 
apparently washed off most of 
the thrips as the new leaves that 
the cotton had put on since then 
showed little or no damage. 
These observations were wide­
spread.

Thrips cause leaves to pucker 
i up at the edge and is commonly 
called “mouse eared” . This dam. 
age to the early leaves during 
the 6 and 8 leaf stage set fruiting 
back considerably.

Fleahoppers were noticed in 
cotton had begun to square. Flea­
hoppers cause the small squares 
to fall. Reports show that some 
farmers are poisoning (or these 
two insects. Moat farmers feel 
that they cannot afford to loose 
a square this year as late as the 
crop is.

Cotton should be sprayed in 
this stage with ground equipment. 
Toxaphene or .\ldrin at the rate 
of 1 pint and ^  pint per acre 
reapectively. Spraying at this 
stage of the game is very inex­
pensive. It is reccommended by 
County Agent Ledbetter that the 
last early season spraying be ap­
plied no later than 15 July, as it 
isn’t too long until the boll worm 
will appear. Beneficial insects 
need to build up some before tlwt 
time.

Toxaphene applied at the rate 
above will kill few if any bene­
ficial insects.

A — No. Under the law, OI 
loan* may not be used 'for such 
purposes.

Q — 1 am a totally and per­
manently disabled World War II 
veteran. For that reason, VA  has 
waived premium payments on my 
GI term insurance policy. Would 
I  be permitted to convert my 
term policy to a permanent plan, 
even though the premiums arc 
under waiver for disability?

A Yes. You may convert your 
term policy to any permanent 
plan except endowment. You 
could choose between Ordinary 
Life, 20-Payment L ife or 30- 
Payment Life.

Q — 1 am receiving disability 
compensation payments from VA. 
My disability has recently wors­
ened. Would a statement to that 
effect, by my own physician, 
qualify me for higher VA pay 
mentf?

1 am 
receiving Survivors’ Insurance 
benefits, based on my late hus­
band’s employment. Are those 
benefits considered income, for 
pension purposes?

A — Survivors’ Insurance ben­
efits, which you receive on the 
basis of your late husband's em­
ployment, are considered as in­
come.

Q — I borrowed some money

on my permanent National Ser­
vice Life Insurance policy. If, 
by chance, I can’t repay the pri­
ncipal or interest, will my policy 
be cancelled?

A — Your policy will not toe 
cancelled until your total indebt­
edness equals or exceeds the 
policy’s cash value. Should that 
happen, your policy would cease 
and you no longer would be in­
sured.

Q — I am a disabled World 
War II veteran taking training 
under Public Law 16. If I am 
injured while training, would I 
be entitled to additional VA com­
pensation?

A — Yes, provided your in­
jury resulted directly from your 
training.
