Q— 1 would like to go to France 
Foreign training under the Ko­
rean GI Bill at one of the world- 
famous French restaurants. 
Would this be possible?

A —It would not be p>ossible. 
Foreign trainiing, under the Ko­
rean GI BiU, is limited only to 
VA-approved courses in colleges 
and univer.illcs.

Q —I am a service-disabled 
Korea veteran. Recently I was 
blinded in an industrial acci­
dent. WouUd I be entitled to 
VA aids for the blind, even 
though my loss of sight was not 
serv’ice-connected?

A—So long as you have a 
servioe.<onn«cled disability, you ̂ 
may be entitled to VA aids for j 
the blind. Blindness itself does 
not need to be service-connected.

Q—I hold a World War II GI 
ioMirance policy. I have Just 
been married, and I would like 
to change the beneficiary from 
my mother to my wife.
