age allotment, according to Roy 
Mayfield, chairman of the Briscoe 
County Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Committee.

Social Securily News 
Block for Hie week

1 A common question at the Ama- 
' rillo Social Security Office, ac- 
' cording to John R Sanderson. 
Manager, concerns whether a de­
pendent grandchild of the worker 
can qualify for social security pay­
ments as a child. So much disap­
pointment results from the fact 
that the answer is usually ‘ No” 
that Sanderson feels the rule 
should be explained.

The Social Security Act provides 
for payments for the minor chil­
dren of deceased or retired work­
ers if the worker was insured 
under the Social Security system. 
A "Child.”  as defined in the law, 
means the natural child of the 
worker or his stepchild or legally 
adopted child. Thus even though 
the worker has reared a grand­
child practically from its birth, and 
provided all its support, it usually 
cannot qualify for a child's social 
security payments unless it has 
been legally adopted.

An adopted child qualifies as a 
••child”  of the adopting father, in 
retirement cases, only after the 
child has been adopted for at least 
3 years. In death cases, however, 
the adopted child qualifies as a 
"child■’ regardless of when the le­
gal adoption occurred.

General Telephone 
Company Will Siarl 
Expansion Work

Expansion of cable and wire 
facilities in Silverton is scheduled 
to begin at an early date, E. I. 
Jenkins, district manager for Gen­
eral Telephone Company of the 
Southwest, announced today.

The project, which will cost over 
$4,000 will provide service to 18 
applicants and will result in fa­
cilities sufficient to handle Sil- 
verton's telephone requirements 
for the next 20 years.

Jenkins said 2,730 feet of 16-pair 
cable and 2,920 feet of 26-pair 
cable will be added to the existing 
telephone plant. Certain poles and 
crossarms and some wire will be 
replaced. The project provides ex­
tension of pole and wire facilities 
throughout the exchange.

There has been a steady increase 
in telephones in Silverton. There 
are 321 telephones here today, 
compared to 237 telephones in 
1950, 139 telephones in 1945 and 
81 telephones in 1940.

Seventy five percent of Briscoe 
County’s cotton crop will be plant­
ed by the end of the week. Many 
farmers are in the process of plant­
ing the some 25.000 acres allotted 
to the county. Soil temperature 
had warmed to above 65 degrees. 
.Many farmers are searching for a 
long staple cotton for this section 
of the State, but the short growing 
season for this part of the country 
simply doesn't allow enough time 
for the longer staple cottons to do 
their best. Actually it is felt by* 
many that if the farmers would 
plant about the same varieties that 
they would benefit from better 
ginning and a more uniform grade 
and staple. Ginners believe it is 
impossible to do the best job gin­
ning when every trailer of cotton 
that comes in was a different va­
riety. That is one of the com­
plaints of the mills against the 
cotton from this part of the coun­
try-

Many farmers hunt for the short­
er maturity cottons and the day 
they plant them they start slowring 
the maturity date down. It is the 
open fully mature cotton in Oc­
tober that brings the money in.

Insects, particularly the thrip 
and fieahopper set much of the 
cotton back two to three weeks, 
by either delaying the fruiting date 
in the case of thrips, or knocking 
off the first squares in the case 
of the fieahopper, says Co. Agent 
Robert Ledbetter These two in­
sects can be easily controlled with 
a very minimum cost with Toxa- 
phene.

Reports from the cotton class­
ing office St Lubbock show that of 
all the cotton ginned in Briscoe 
County last year that 62 percent of 
it was the grades strict low mid­
dling spotted. Sixty one percent of 
the total ginned was 7-8 and 29-32 
inch staple.

Low grades is the main factor 
in loss of money to the farmer. 
The one big reason for low grades 
in Briscoe County is late watering. 
Other factors are mixing mature 
with immature cotton and taking 
it to the gins. Tramping cotton in 
trailers is a very serious practice, 
says the County Agent.
