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lift and beating ourselves on the
head with a club to offset it.

Buerger's disease, fortunately
rather uncommon, is characterized
by loss of circulation in hands and
feet, sometimes so sarious that
gangrene may form and amputa-
tion may be necessary. Doctors
are cautious and do not say that
smokinig causes Buerger’s disease.
But in a study of 1000 cases, all
turned out to be smokers; and of
another 1400 cases checked at Mt.
Sinia Hospital, New York, 1400
were smokers. A group of 100
cases were studied for more than
ten years; in all of them the dis-
ease was arrested when smoking
stopped. Dr. Wright reports that
in 100 consecutive cases amputa-
tion was avoided in 97 cases, but
was necessary in three, the only

three who would not stop smoking.
Only a fe wisolated cases have |
ever been reported among non- |
smokers, No more vivid and diis- |
maying comment on the strength |
of habit could be imagined than
the reaction of one Buerger's pa-
tient, who was told repeatedly that |
he must choose between smoking |
and progressive amputation of feet
and hands. Some years later one |
of the doctors was hailed on the |
street of Chicago by an armless.g
legless beggar on a little wheeledl
platform. The doctor recognized
this man. It was the man that he
had told to stop smoking, or he
would lose his legs and rams. He
asked the doctor to light him a
cigarette and put it in his mouth.
For every expert who blames
tobacco for the increase in cancer
of the lung, there is another who
says that tobacco is not the cause.
It is expected to show that over
95 percent of patients whith lung
cancer smoke a pack of cigarettes
a day or more, and have done so
for many years. It is generally
agreed that cancer of the mouth,
tounger and lips is unduly pre-
valent among smokers. The ma-
jority of victims ofcancer of the
tongue are excessive users of to-
bacco.
Some ten years ago the late Dr.
Raymond Pearl of Johns Hopkins
studied the life span and smoking
habits of 6813 white Amarilan
males. His carefully tabulated
statistics tell us the resuits of the
study of 300 people at the age of
30—100 of them non-smokers, 100
light smokers, and 100 heavy smok-
ers. Out of the 100 non-smokers,
66 will reach 60 years of age; Out
of the 100 light smokers 61 will
reach 60 years, and out of the 100
heavy smokers, 46 will reach 60
years of age.
Smoking is a seemingly pleasant,
but very foolish habit. Some peo-
ple can indulge moderately with
no apparent damage. Eight cir-
garettes a day, apparently, do not
harm a normal person. However,
who can positively determine that
he is a “Normal person” that will
not be affected by the use of
tobacco? In the light of the ex-
tensive research that definitely
proves that the use of tobacco is
harmful to some people, then I
feel that the safe road to travel is
