Eyes Tell Tale '  
01 Safety While ' 
Hunting Outdoors

ROCHESTER, N.Y. — One mis­
take by a hunter in the woods can 
make a man a killer or a victim. 
Will you be among the estimated 
500 hunters who will be killed pr 
3,000 who will be injured before the 
hunting season is over?

The answer may be in your eyes 
—or someon^ else’s according to 
Fred W. Jobe, director of opthal- 
mic research for Bausch Sc Lomb.

He points that ability to see 
clearly is the hunter’s greatest 
asset and the greatest safety pro­
tection for fellow Nimrods.

In the latest survey of hunting 
accidents completed by the Na­
tional Rifle Association, mistaking 
m a n -fo r-an im al ran k ed  third 
among all causes of non-self-in­
flicted wounds.

This was confirmed in a study 
recently released by the Minnesota 
Conservation Federation based on 
tests and interviews with all hunt­
ers involved in hunting accidents 
in Minnesota in 1953. Visual tests 
revealed that less than one-fourth 
of the hunters had normal vision— 
yet few of them realized that their 
eyes were under par.

If you are near-sighted, proper 
glasses will correct it. If you're 
far-sighted, if you're over 40 and 
have begun to push things away 
from you to get them into focus, 
bifocal and trifocal lenses tailored 
to your special needs will solve 
the problem. A telescopic sight 
may also help you.

Baby Births Fewer 
In West Europe

NEW YORK—Birth rates in most 
of Western Europe are receding 
from the peaks reached during the 
early post-war years, according to 
a study  of in te rn a t io n a l  birth 
trends.

In marked contrast is the un­
abated baby boom In the United 
States and other English-speaking 
countries outside Europe—Canada, 
A u s tra lia , and New Zealand — 
where birth rates have remained 
one third or more above their pre­
war levels. The rate in the United 
States during 1954—25.3 per 1,000 
of population—was higher for any 
prewar year since the early 1920's.

Exceptions to the general trend 
in Western Europe were noted in 
France and Norway, where the 
birth rate in 1954 was still appre­
ciably above that recorded just be­
fore World War II.

Tears for Dear Science
LOS ANGELEIS — Feel a crying 

Jag coming on? If so, get in touch 
with Dr. Robert Brunish of the 
University of California. He needs 
your tears for research.

Dr. Brunish is studying the chem­
ical structure of tears as a possible 
clue to the elusive eye irritant in 
smog and to learn something of 
the other factors involved in shed­
ding tears.

The scientist reports he has had 
little difficulty in getting children's 
tears. They flow profusely for sci­
ence from his own children and 
from the children’s ward In the 
U.C.L.A. hospital. But adults don't 
cry readily for science, so he’s 
short on adult tears.

Tears are not Just drops of salt 
water, he says. They're a complex 
solution with a surprisingly high 
protein content. Apparently tears 
shed in pain, sorrow, or anger, dif­
fer from those prompted by peel­
ing an onion or those caused by 
smog and other irritants.

It is hoped that these differences 
can be detected and furnish some 
clue as to the nature of the irritant 
in smog, he says.
