A look at one irrigation practice 
that will pay better dividends than 
any other would be winter water­
ing or commonly called pre-water­
ing. As Bob Thurmond. Extension 
Irrigation Specialist, said in two 
meetings held in this county two 
years ago: “You are not watering 
unless you have put water down 
to five feet."

Here in this county we saw 
what he meant last year by cotton 
burning up in August for lack of 
a reserve of deep moisture. Winter 
is the only time that moisture can 
be stored to five and six feet 
depths. Lets look further into this 
practice. First, wells will deliver 
their peak amunt of water now. 
This reduces pumping cost by de­
livering more water for every hour 
the pump is run. Second, evapor­
ation and seepage losses are held 
at a minimum now. This is a big 
saving to the irrigator.
Third, summer watering cannot go 
to depths of two feet because of 
the evaporation, reduced pumping 
efficiency and the fact that the 
plant is using water at a very 
Increased rate. Summer waterings 
can only replenish the top two 
feet o f water used by the plant.

The only draw back to winter 
watering is cold weather affecting 
the irrigator. Some of the aids 
to get water to greater depths of 
penetration are; 1, shorter runs, 
2. more level ground, 3, following 
cotton behind a crop with a fibrous 
root system such as grain sorghum 
or alfalfa, wheat, soy beans or the 
like. Deep breaking will materi­
ally help, bat may be a wolf in 
sheep clothes if it is continued to 
excessive depths. Here is what we 
mean; Deep breaking turns sub 
soil which is tighter than our top 
soif to the top 'and too tight of 
soil is the reason we are deep 
breaking in the first place. Gen­
erally over a period of years the 
addition of organic matter by leav­
ing chopped stalks o f grain sorgh­
um, and in other cases cotton burrs 
will be a better practice than ex­
cessive deep breaking. These are 
some things farmers in Briscoe 
County are coming too pretty fast 
said County Agent Robert Led­
better.

This “ familiarizing" is
known as "latent learning" and 
is recognized as one of the highest 
forms of learning behavior.

Scientiats have long been inter­
ested in finding out more about the 
learning processes of simple or- 
ganisnu in hopes of getting a bet­
ter understanding of learning in 
higher, more complex forms.
