Dead Cover—The Key to Getting a 
Stand af Native Grass

With the oncoming of the Con­
servation Reserve phase of the Soil 
Bank, grass planting will be an 
important part of the farmer’s op­
erations within the Cap Rock Soil 
Conservation District.

The key to establishing native 
grass, just like any other crop, 
will be how the land is prepared. 
It can be said that seed bed pre­
paration is even more important 
with grasses than other crops.

A  thick, undisturbed, dead cover 
which is course enough to give 
protection for some 12-14 months 
is the ideal seed bed for grass 
planting. Hegeria, African Millet, 
Broom Com or other sorghums 
drilled at around 10 pounds per 
acre will make a good seed bed. 
I f  cover showB a possibility of 
making seed It abould be mowed 
to avoid volunteer sorghum seed- 
ings next spring.

Thoee planning on planting na­
tive grass should establish a cover 
this year and plant their native 
grass in the early spring of 1958.

Payments are available through 
the Soil Bank Program to help 
establish cover if  needed.

Dead cover has the following 
benefits:

1. It prevents soil blowing.
2. Reduces run off and increases 

soil in-soak.
3. Holds moisture near the sur­

face, which is necessary for grass 
to germinate.

4. Shades small grass and keeps 
soil temperature down during the 
critical heat perieds of the sum­
mer.

5. Doesn’t offer any competition 
for moisture

Your Soil Conservation Service 
is available through the Cap Rock 
Soil Conservation District to help 
you plan for and establish grass on 
your land

Not Always Modern

WASHINGTON—Madam rescue 
methods were responsible for the 
recent rescues of IS United States 
airmen. Eight were down in tbe 
Vencsuelsn Jungles. Seven were 
lost in the Anterctie wastes. All 
were brought to safety.

In aarllar dstys, aaarches for 
lost fliers sad sailors were Untc- 
consuming sad often unsuccessful. 
The 1937 disappearance of Amelia 
Earhsrt somewhere in the Pacific 
touched off one of the greatest 
hunts in history. Aad resulted in 
one of tbe greatest mysteries.

Captain Roald Amundsen, the 
polar explorer, disappeared while 
on errand of mercy. Tbe dirigible 
Halls crashed near tbe North Pole. 
Amundsen and five men set out 
on a search for the survivors and 
were never seen again. The Italia's 
commander and eight of his men 
were eventually rescued.

One of the most successful of 
modem searches took place in 
1942 when Captain Edward V. 
Rickenbacher and six others was 
forced down north of Samoa. They 
drifted 23 days on small rubber 
life rafts before being rescued by 
a Navy helicopter.
