Texans making an all-out study 
of their public schools this spring 
are finding that the end result is 
not only going to be recommends 
tions to the 1959 Legislature, but 
also resolution of some of their 
local problems.

This is reported by the Texas 
State Committee on Public Edu­
cation. a non-partisan statte-wide 
citizens group concerned with en 
couraging citizen interest in school 
improvement The committee re­
ported on activities which have 
come to Its attention as a result 
of the Hale-Aikin school studies 
being made in every Texa.s county.

The TSCPE. reviewing state­
wide newspaper reports and also 
comments from its own members 
participating in the studies at the 
local level, found that more often 
than not county committees are 
uncovering and tending to solve 
local problems right along with 
others that may call for state 
action

In more than one case the 
county groups have already let 
their school boards and admin­
istrators know that they want more 
emphasis put on academic achieve­
ment stressing the .so-called solid 
subjects On the other hand, a 
number have indicated that they 
don’t want to give up “ fringe" 
courses such as driver education.

Out of such discussions have 
come local decisions, reported 
TSCPE, which require no legis­
lative action. For instance, some 
counties, wanting more academic 
work but unwilling to give up use­
ful non-academic subjects, already 
have indicated that driver educa­
tion will be given only in summer 
school in order to leave more time 
during the regular term for basic 
subjects. The Texas Education 
Agency already allows this In at 
least one case, a school system 
withut driver education decided to 
add it.

Similar actions at the county and 
local level saw one county planning 
to take steps to interest high school 
students in the teaching profession, 
and another seeking to add more 
foreign languages to the curricu- 

I lum. In another case, aptitude 
tests to discover superior students 
were suggested for the seventh 
and eighth grades instead of high 
school.

At least one county is going to 
make a point-bypoint comparison 
of its own actions with any recom­
mendation made by the state-wide 
Hale-Aikin Committee of Twenty 
Four to see how they match. The 
Hale-Aikin Committee is the o ffi­
cial state group which will coor­
dinate the reports of 254 counties 
and submit recommendations for 
legislation.

.Another county group di.scovered 
what it believed to be a weakness 
in arithmetic in its schools, and 
decided to try remedies for that 
before strengthening arts, crafts 
and physical education which it 
also wantedd.

Numerous counties have looked 
into the question^ of whether they 
want to go beyond state minimum 
requirements in courses offered or 
required. They also looked at the 
question of whether— and how— 
to pay teachers more than the 
minimum. They discussed local 
administrative practices to permit 
teachers more time for teaching, 
with less time for record-keeping 
and non-class work.

Reporting on these items, the 
Texas State Committee on Public 
Education said that although it is 
evident there will be much di­
versity in county reports, school 
systems already are gaining 
through the studies. The commit­
tee president, Mrs. Carter Taylor, 
said that any citizen who needs

I would abolish the State Store 
Tax, State tax levied on stores 
that sell cigarettes and charge the 
collection of all taxes and cos­
metics. etc., now collected by the 
merchant to that of the manufac­
turer who makes them. (In fact I 
think the merchant, farmer and 
all retail businesses should be 
taken out of the business of col­
lecting taxes for either the state 
or the federal government.) It is 
about time the small business man 
got a break in this government o f 
ours.

The present “ Hot Check”  law 
should be amended so that when 
any person gives or passes a 
check whether for cash, to pay a 
bill or to receive merchandise, he 
or she may be handled by the 
proper court if said check is not 
honored at the bank for payment

Any person who makes a bill 
for groceries, clothing or drugs, 
same being necessities, the mer­
chant should have stronger laws 
than we now have for the collec­
tion of said debts.

LOAN SHARKS—

I would vote and support a law 
to place all loan companies under 
the same regulations as the Banks 
are now under.

CITIRS AND TOWNS—

I believe that all cities and 
towns in the state should be given 
aid from the state, based on popu­
lation for use in building streets, 
alleys and for the purchase o f 
highway rights-of-way through 
their cities and towns. (As you 
know all this expense is now car­
ried by the property tax payer who 
alreadb  ̂ has all the burden he can 
carry.)

Die figures show that the rise in 
manufacturing employment in the 
period since the end of World War 
II has been dommat*-d by the non­
production classification, embrac­
ing a diversirtid group running 
from executives through research 
personnel to clerical staffs Of the 
1 6 million persons added to man­
ufacturing payrolls b«-tween 1945 
and 1956 1 S million, or four out 
of every five, have been in the non­
production group

As a result the number of non­
production workers ros<- to a rec­
ord high of more than 3 7 million 
last year This was the equivalent 
of 22 per cent of all persons em 
ployed in manufacturing, a pro­
portion seldom approx.mated in 
the past The number of production 
workers came to 13 2 million in 
1956. and has fluctuated in a com­
paratively narrow range in recent 
years

This shift in the composiUon of 
jobs in manufacturing is m line

Prenatal Mortality 
Continues a Problem

NEW YORK. N Y — PrenaUl 
mortality—death of infants before 
or soon after birth—continues to 
be a major medical problem, ac­
cording to a recent study In re­
cent years prenatal deaths have 
averaged more than 135.000 a year 
in the United States Approximate­
ly half of these are stillbirths, and 
the remaining half are babies dy­
ing within one week of birth

Some progress has been made 
in reducing the prenatal mortali­
ty rat*—it fell about one-third be­
tween 1940 and 1954—but the im­
provement has lagged far behind 
that for childbirth mortality among 
mothers, which decreased 80 per­
cent in the same period

The major factors cantributlag 
to the death toll in the prenatal 
period, the study shows, arc lack 
of early and adequate prenatal 
cara; twin and other plural birtha; 
puerperal toxemia; chronic and In­
fectious diseases in the mother; 
and the use of inadequately trained 
mldwlvaa, a practice which it still 
fairly common In some aecUoni 
of the country Cesarean births, 
while quite safe for tbe mother, 
are stUl attended with high risk to 
the infant.

■ citizens group concerned with en-
■ couraging citizen interest in school 
i improvement The committee re- 
! ported on activities which have 
'■ come to Its attention as a result
of the Hale-Aikin school studies 
being made in every Texa.s county

The TSCPE. reviewing state­
wide newspaper reports and also 
comments from its own members 
participating in the studies at the 
local level, found that more often 
than not county committees are 
uncovering and tending to solve 
local problems right along with 
others that may call for state 
action

In more than one case the 
county groups have already let 
their school boards and admin­
istrators know that they want more 
emphasis put on academic achieve­
ment stressing the so-called solid 
subjects On the other hand, a 
number have indicated that they 
don't want to give up "fringe" 
courses such as driver education.

Out of such discussions have 
come local decisions, reported 
TSCPE, which require no legis­
lative action. For instance, some 
counties, wanting more academic 
work but unwilling to give up use­
ful non-academic subjects, already 
have indicated that driver educa­
tion will be given only in summer 
school in order to leave more time 
during the regular term for basic 
subjects. The Texas Education 
Agency already allows this. In at 
least one case, a school system 
withut driver education decided to 
add it.

Similar actions at the county and 
local level saw one county planning 
to take steps to interest high school 
students in the teaching profession, 
and another seeking to add more 
foreign languages to the curricu­
lum. In another case, aptitude 
tests to discover superior students 
were suggested for the seventh 
and eighth grades instead of high 
school.

At least one county is going to 
make a point-bypoint comparison 
of its own actions with any recom­
mendation made by the state-wide 
Hale-Aikin Committee of Twenty 
Four to see how they match. The 
Hale-Aikin Committee is the o ffi­
cial state group which will coor­
dinate the reports of 254 counties 
and submit recommendations for 
legislation.

.Another county group discovered 
what it believed to be a weakness 
in arithmetic in its schools, and 
decided to try remedies for that 
before strengthening arts, crafts 
and physical education which it 
al.so wantedd

Numerous counties have looked 
into the question of whether they 
want to go beyond state minimum 
requirements in courses offered or 
required They al.so looked at the 
question of whether—and how— 
to pay teachers more than the 
minimum They discussed local 
administrative practices to permit 
teachers more time for teaching, 
with less time for record-keeping 
and non-class work.

Reporting on these items, the 
Texas SUte Committee on Public 
Education said that although it is 
evident there will be much di­
versity in county reports, school 
systems already are gaining 
through the atudica. The commit­
tee president, Mrs. Carter Taylor, 
aaid that any citixen who needs
