The English poet John Mase
field was born in 1875, the son
of a country lawyer and his wife.
Even as a child John loved the
sea and the sound of the waves
as they rolled along the rocky
shore. When John was fourteen
his parents died. Soon after the
death of his parents, John's life
began His first voyage,
his way, took him to
America where he lived for five
yvears. While in America Jahn
did various jobs of a very humb-
le nature.
