So-called “functional” infertil-
ity sometimes is the result of
physiological or hormone distur-
bances.

And, until the cause is known,
one certainly cannot tell what
to do.

Any program to stop losses
trom infertility should include
regular pregnancy examinations,
and the owner should likewise
recognize that nutrition, also,
plays an important part in the
picture and that sound rations are
necessary to maintenance of a
high reproduction rate. The
whole infertility-sterility picture
is costing livestock owners ta.ar
too much. It is time we did
something about it.
