What makes an effective school 
board member? What are tStos* 
qualities which enable him to en­
dure the often grueling round of 
board meetings, bond drives, pub­
lic ceremonies, and speeches; to 
work with such concentration and 
dedication on a variety of matters 
of great technical complexity; and 
to stand up for his convictions in 
the face of strenuous opposition?

First of all, an effective school 
board member has high moral val­
ues— a courage and integrity equal 
to the task as a leader in his cim- 
munity.

Next, he has practical wisdom 
and the time to devote himself 
unstintingly to his job as a school 
director. He realizes the impor­
tance of good public relations and 
is able to appreciate the paints 
of view of all segments o f society.

. He is able to distinguish between 
I policy-making and administration, 

and does not attempt to function 
in the area of policy execution.

He has the vision to see ahead, 
to plan ahead, as well as the abil­
ity to solve immediate problems.

The effective school board mem­
ber has the social attitudes which 

' are necessary for good leadership. 
He has genuine concern for all 

' people and affection for children 
—everybody’s children —  coupled 

, with a strong belief in democracy 
and in the importance of free pub­
lic education.

He has interest enough in public 
schools to become thoroughly in­
formed about the schooJ program 
and schl supprt He might best be 
described as enthusiastic about ed­
ucation. about schools, and about 
children.

The effective school board mem­
ber has the emotional maturity 
essential for the job. He must be 
able to listen to all sides of a ques­
tion and make decisions free from 
emotion and prejudices. He is in 
school work because he is inter­
ested in seeing his community 
achieve the highest educational 
standards possible, and not be­
cause he has an ax to grind, a pet 
theory which he intends to push 
at all costs, or resentment against 
a person or group which causes 
him to use his pomtion as a wea­
pon.

He is confident of himself—his 
own ability to make decisiont. He 
is free from undue pressure and 
does not lean on the other board 

j members for support.
He can vote independently up­

A ll wells at the High Plains Re­
search Foundation are now con­
nected by underground concrete 
lines with the addition o f 2138 
feet of 15-inch line. This line ad­
ded to the existing 4050 feet will 
now' service all but a small area 
of the farm. Also 1291 feet of 12- 
inch seal gasket concrete line has 
been installed. Another 2800 feet 
of underground line will complete 
the system so that no open ditch­
es will be needed for irrigation. 
Research has shown lasses in open 
ditches because of evaporation, 
and deep percolation is very high 
in the High Plains. Underground 
concrete lines eliminate these los­
ses and add to ease of operation.

Fanners in the High Plains are 
asking the question "Should I pre­
plant irrigate?”  In order to find 
the answer to this question, soil 
moisture blocks have been placed 
in four locations at the High Plains 
Research Foundation, James Val­
iant. Water Engineer, announced.

Three of these locations are on 
Pullman clay loam on three tj-pes 
of land surface, as follows: (1) 
sloping land. (2) benched land, 
and (3) gentle sloping land.

A  fourth location is on Amarillo 
clay loam in the Southwest section 
of the Foundation farm.
