Parents 
and other responsible citizens are 
trying to enforce the “No Hating 
for the Under 16 SSetl” . How did 

; this insidious talk start? Why? 
I Who created this unworthy, un-
I democratic and unAmerican idea?
I I regret to say that the people who 
are trying to instigate this unfair

I ruling are dirty minded. If this 
sounds harsh and unladylike, 1 

' don’t know how else to describe 
 ̂my reactions to the so-called re- 
; sponsible adults who are attempt­
ing to lay down a dating age min­
imum. This does not make sense, 
absolutely no sense whatsoever. 
Countless teenagers would be af­
fected by this bit of unlawfulality, 
if I may coin a word. Any adult 
who thinks there should be an 
"age curfew for dating” shows 
lack of love, respect, and faith in 
our young people .1 deplore this 
lack of faith because it undermines 
and underestimates the excellent 
character of our young adults. As 
an editor, I am privileged to meet 
teenagers from all walks of life 
1 have a high regard and affection 
for our young adults.

If a census were taken you would 
find that countless thirteen-year- 
old citizens are trusted baby-sit­
ters. If, as it is now believed, a per­
son under sixteen is too young to 
date, then how in the world can 
parents entrust their infants to 
these under sixeen baby-sitters? 
This immediately labels such par­
ents as unfeeling monsters. So, if 
the Under 16 Set can take on the 
responsibility of caring for infants 
and young children, they certainly 
can be trusted to behave like lad­
ies and gentlemen on unchaperon­
ed dates.

In a recent issue of a leading 
magazine, a distinguished execu­
tive Director of the American 
Association of Marriage Counse­
lors. advocated that teens be re­
frained from dating until they 
reach fifteen. 1 have a healthy re­
spect for the good doctor’s experi­
ence, but I also disagree with him. 
He lumps all teenagers as children 
who do not know right from wrong.

' Ann Landers, nationally syndicated 
I coinmniat took a more realistic 
and fair viewpoint in a recent is- 

I sue of Life Magazine. Miss Landers 
I has the opinion — and she too 
I speaks from vast experience —  
! that teens should be judged by 
I their individual performance ra- 
\ ther than labeled a given name to 
fit this age group. Parents should 
be the sole judges as to whether 
their teen is ready for the dating 
bit. If a teen shows no interest 

! in the opposite sex, parents should 
realize that his emotional growth 
is slower than the boy or girl next 
door. Because there are facts and 
figures that indicate a minority 
of teenagers “go wrong" it does 
not indicate that all young people 
into this tragic category.

It is true that some mothers 
panic— as do oo many thirteen- 
year-old girls— because the girl 
is not popular with the boys or 
is not asked out on dates. I feel

sorry for these people. To panic 
and worry is to plant the seeds of 
an inferiority complex that grows 
with time. The girl or boy who is 
“ left out” should use this time to 
advantage; There are many ways 
in which they can develop skills, 
develop their minds, read, study 
and undertake a variety of pro­
jects.

Being part of a crowd gives a 
young person poise, a chance to 
participate and share in useful 
activities. ’This is not dating in 
the strictest sense of the word, but 
it helps a friend with many inter­
ests in common such as records, 
rock ‘n’ roll, moovies, books, com­
munity affairs, sports and other 
wholesome activities.

The most important thing for 
teens to know is that they are 
rusted. If they are reluctant to 
seek advice and guidance from 

! their parents there is something 
' terribly wrong in their family re­
lationship. The big danger, it 

I seems to me, lies in the lack of 
' communication between parents 
: and offspring, and not in ordering 
a blanket rule that dating should 
be forbidden under sixteen.

. iy of our youth will not—and do 
I not—over step the bounds of pro- 
priey when alone on a date or in a j 
crowd.
