The first post office to be locat­
ed near Silverton was one on the 
northeast comer of the section sev­
en miles west of town which is 
now owm-d by W J. Davis. The post 
office was managed by a man by 
the name of Thomas, who also car­
ried a very small line of general 
merchandise The name of this post 
office was “ Seltic.”

The third business in Silverton 
was put up by the Ayres Broth­
ers. E L. and C. W Ayres, who 
carried a line of general merchan­
dise.

There is nothing that appeals to ones basic nature of good 

more forcefully than the attribute of HONESTY The ultimate in 
our domestic, social, and business life is to be associated with 
those who are HO.N’EST. Where is the honest employee? Where 
is the honest friend? It has even got to the point where we might 
well ask, “ Where is the honest husband or wife?” To a large 
degree, honesty is a "past luxery” .

Today, we tend to make honesty a thing of “ degree”. We 
think a man honest if he will steal only from “ the company” , 
cheat only the government, defraud only the railroad or insurance 
company — by sueing for damages he doesn’t deserve, but may 
be able to “ get” . This, of course, if he wouldn’t do the same to 
me. And if someone would not stoop to these things, we conclude 
him to be EXTREMELY HONEST, when he may not be at all. 
There are no DEGREES of honesty. One is either honest, or he 
is DISHONEST!

Hone.sty is an attitude of the heart; and its hardest test is 
to be honest with SELF. One who will tell a lie, for any rea.son, 
is DISHO.NEST. One who will “ stretch the truth” , or who will 
deceive, even with the truth, is dishonest —  in his heart. One who 
knows the truth but will not accept it is DISHONEST — not with 
others maybe, but with himself. Honesty demands the unreserv-ed 
acceptance o f all truth. Some, in order to stay honest, blind their 
eyes to the truth, because they feel that honesty would force 
them to accept the same. They too are dishonest with themselves. 
He that is honest with self is truly honest ! !

Jesus said, concerning the parable of the “ Sower” (Luke 
8:5-15) that the seed (word) that “ brings forth fruit”  (ver 15) 
is that which fell on “ good and honest hearts.”  It is doubtful 
if any heart could be good without being honest. The assertion 
that these hearts were “ good and honest”  indicates that the 
other kinds mentioned were neither good nor honest.

When God’s word falls on any heart that is “ good and 
honest” , that heart will accept its truths —  regardless of whom 
it hurts. If it does NOT, it is dishonest! If it tries to rationalize 
the meaning away, it is dishonest. There are on degrees of 
honesty. One is either honest, or he is dishonest. And the failure 
of thousands to measure up to honesty in no way excuses you and 
me from our personal obligation in the matter.
