Our profit-starved rural econ-
omy has been dependent on mas-
sive doses of credit every year
since 1953. This credit will one
day have to be repaid. When we
do this we will deprive the mar-
ket in some future years of the
income necessary to consume our
annual production at a profitable
price level.

The farmer has been using cre-
dit to keep his head above water,
His borrowing always is in antici-
pation of future profits, but the
sad fact remains that repayment
often is made from liquidation of
assets accumulated in prior years.

There is a limit to the amount
of credit that is available in the
United States. Expanded credit
cannot much longer serve as a
substitute for adequate earnings
in agriculture.

Ten thousand banks collapsed
between 1931 and 1934 because
of the necessity for rural bankers
to withdraw loanable funds from
agriculture. The reason the bank-
ers were compelled to collect

I know that you are probably\
interested in some of the legisla-|
tion I have sponsored and support-
ed. My cotton trailer bill, House
Bill 11, increasing gross weight on|
cotton trailers from 10,000 to 15,
000 pounds with no increase in
registration fee, and no brakes,
has passed the House. House Bill
11 has passed the House and Sen-
ate and is expected to be signed
into law by Governor Connally
early next week. I m very happy
about our success with this bill
since the increased weight in the
cotton trailer gross weight will
allow our farmers to utilize the
full capacity of our cotton strip-
pers and to get the cotton out of
the field to the gin early, and
thereby avoid possible field de-
terioration.

House Bill 113, which I author-
ed, is awaiting the Governor's sig-
nature. This bill creates the Swish-

I have now introduced House
Bill 622 which creafes the Mac-|
kenzie Municipal Water Authority,
This would provide domestic and
industrial water for the cities of
Tulia, Floydada, Lockney and Sil-
verton from present surface wa-’
ter in the Tule Creek watershed.
This bill presently is scheduled;
for a hearing before the Conserva-|
tion and Reclamation Committee,!

|  House Bill 278, which I introduc-
in early February has passed out|
of committee and now waits House
action.

marcarine from grain sorghum oil
thereby opening up another mar-
