Economic Upportunity Loans to 
farmers may be made to improve 
their farming operations; to buy 
more land, livestock, machinery 
and equipment, construct needed 
farm buildings; and to pay annual 
operating expenses for feed, seed 
and fertilizer.

’The loans may be obtained by 
farm and rural families to finance 
rural-based, but non-agricultural 
enterprises. Funds may be used 
to purchase land, construct build­
ings. buy and install equipment 
and pay normal operating expen-

Elabor­
ate candy eggs with a window in 
one end and tiny scenes inside 
were popular gifu  in the 1800's. 
Children today often find choco­
late eggs or cardboard eggs filled 
with candy at the breakfast table 
on Elaster morning.
