Set off by the discovery of
ancient Stone Age artifacts,
worth far more than their
weight in gold, a new kind of
“treasure hunt” has started at
Rio Rancho Estates, in subur-
ban Albuquerque. The ancient
relics so far dug up by enthusi,
astic amateurs include tools of
“Folsom Man,” who roamed
North America more than
10,000 years ago.

The finely wrought spear-
points, scrapers, gravers and
other Stone Age implements
found at Rio Rancho are
highly prized by museums and
oollectors. The two-ounce point
pictured above is valued at
$375, more than ten times its
weight in gold

Some who have hought prop-
erty in this are: now find-

ing artifacts on their land be-
lieved worth far more than
what they paid for the land
Since Albuquerque is at the
intersection of the Pan-Ameri-
can highway, running from
Alaska to Panama, and U S
route 66, the storied east-west
transcontinental highway,
motorists are flocking to Rio
Rancho to try their luck in this
exciting chance for ancient
treasure

The ancient sites were
turned up by construction
work on the property, a fast-
growing housing development.
Dr. Frank Hibben, outstanding
authority on Folsom Man and
author of “The Missing Ameri-
can” which speculates on how
he lived, deduces from the ar-
cheological richness of the area
that Rio Rancho Estates may
be the oldest continuously in-
habited site in North America.
