Terraces are one of the most 
useful and most needed conserva­
tion practices. In past years, it is 
difficult to estimate the miles of 
terraces that were constructed 
within the county. However, with 
the increase in irrigation, terraces 
disappeared and were replaced 
by irrigation furrows, washing a- i 
way the topsoil that had been held 
in place by the terraces that had 
been removed.

Even on land that was not under 
irrigation, terraces began to dis­
appear. The rea.son for the dis­
appearance of the terraces was 
simple. It is impossible to irrigate | 
properly in terraces when con-1

fronted by point rows, and in most 
cases the terraces were construct­
ed on a level grade and the water 

would not run. A problem for the 
dryland farmer is that you cannot 
use modem four and six row 
equipment on the terraced areas 
that are irregular in size 
shape.

can be seen in the pictures below 
the parallel terraces offer a uni­
form horizontal spacing that can

I be laid out to fit modern equip­
ment. thereby making possible 
faster and easier cultivation with­
out the inconvenience of point 
rows.

and

Today, the conventional terrace 
system is being replaced by a sys­
tem of uniform parallel terraces 
that keep the soil in place while 
providing drainage to keep down 
wet spots that are prei-alent with 
conventional terrace systems. As
