homes and businesses and asks

no fee in return. I don’t see why |
these people couldn't pay 50c or|
$1.00 a year for the privilege of
having their mail delivered. We
who go to the Post Office to get
our mail pay box rent, and do the
walking or driving to get it. Why
shouldn't everyone pay a small
fee to help ease the postal deficit?
It's a certainty that you couldn’t
operate a business like the govern-
ment operates the postal depart-
ment. It would be no different for
a businessman to charge for ser-
vices rendered to part of his cus-
tomers while he gave the same
or better service to others free.

Another thing to consider is
the amount that it costs busines-
ses to collect their accounts. With
increasing first-class postal rates
it costs a little more to operate
a business. For a newspaper, it is
impossible to do all our business
on a cash basis, because lots of
advertising can’t be charged until
after it is printed. And for lots
of customers, we have to provide
proof of publication, which takes
another stamp.

Regardless of the cause, the pos
tal department needs more reven-
ue and they'll probably take it
out on those who are already foot-
ing most of the bill rather than
asking everyone to pay their fair

share.
