A community clinic, for the 
purpose of giving tuberculosis 
tests to adults and children of 
this area, is being planned Wed­
nesday, November 6, under the 
direction of the Top of Texas Tu­
berculosis Association. There will 
be no charge for the tests, but an 
Easter Seal campaign will be con­
ducted.

Mrs. Roy Younger, who is Bris­
coe County’s representative to the 
Top of Texas Tuberculosis Asso­
ciation, has announced that the 
TB testing program will be con­
ducted at the school under the 
direction of School Nurse Mrs. 
Delphine Kleman. She will be as­
sisted by nurses from the TB as­
sociation. Individuals and clubs 
will be called on to assist with 
the clinic.

Students will receive the tests 
until afternoon on the day of the 
community clinic, and adults will 
be asked to go for the tests be­
ginning at 2:00 p.m.

'The need for the TB testing of 
residents in this area was brought 
to the attention of civic leaders 
recently when a case of tubercu­
losis was confirmed in a young 
man whose home is in this coun­
ty. He is presently being treated 
at the tuberculosis clinic in San 
Angelo.

Due to the fact that this young 
man had been in contact either 
directly or indirectly with many 
residents of Briscoe and Swisher 
counties, the need for mass test­
ing was seen. The youth had been 
employed where foods are sold in 
both Briscoe and Swisher coun­
ties.

A clinic was held Wednesday 
in Quitaque for residents of that 
portion of the county.

Tuberculosis is a disease which 
most people don’t think of very 
often, and for many years it has 
not been a great threat in this 
area. However, tuberculosis is on 
the rise in Texas, with the num­
ber of cases last year doubling 
over the number in the previous 
year. There have been reports of 
a sprinkling of cases in the nor­
thern Panhandle, and these sta­
tistics seem to pieseiit the need 
for a general te.sting program in 
order that tuberculosis not be­
come a problem here.

Tuberculosis is rarely fatal, but 
does require treatment, and the 
patient is required to rest in bed 
most of the time during treat­
ment. If other cases of tubercu­
losis are located in Briscoe Coun­
ty, arrangements will be made by 
the Top of Texas Tuberculosis
