who holds the judo rank o f First 
Degree Mack belt.

Gary Whithll and Herb Steph­
ens both passed examinations snd 
erere promoted to San Kyu, Third 
Degree brown belt. Those holding 
brown be lt or higher, rank can 
be instructors of Judo.

The junior members were Gary 
Turner, who was promoted to Ju­
nior Judo Fburth Degree, snd 
will wear an orange belt and the 
Junior Fourth Degree patch on 
the left breaet of his Judogi; Ken 
Sarchet. who was promoted to Ju­

Not too long 
ago I read a story about a teach­
er in another state who was ac­
cused of using and selling dope 
by a group o f students who didn't 
like her. Even though it was lat­
er proven that she was innocent 
of all the charges, she could not 
answer the application form ques­
tion with “ no” , and therefore

■ He can't work for the city, coun- 
I ty or federal government. He 
can’t get into West Point, Anna­
polis. or the Air Force Academy.

4. He can enlist in the military, 
but he will be denied his choice 
of service, and probably will be 
as,signed to a labor battalion."
