MORE EMERGENCY LOAN
FUNDS EXPECTED FOR
TEXAS DROUGHT AREA

Smergency loan funds are avaii-
able, applications are being taken,
and more money has been request-
ed to combat the serious effects
of the drought which grips Texas,
Lynn Futch, State Director of Far-
mers Home Administration, said
recently.

President Nixon has asked the
Congress to add $65 million to the
fund from which FHA finances its
nationwide emergency farm loan
program, Mr. Futch said.

The Farmers Home Administra-
tion has already made 1503 emer-
gency loans totaling $15 million
to farmers and ranchers in Texas
to help them overcome the disas-
trous effects of the drought which
has scorched parts of the state
since the spring of 1970.

Emergency loans are made to
enable farmers and ranchers to
continue normal operations which
have been disrupted by natural
disasters. These loans previously
were available in 53 Texas coun-
ties, and last month the Secretary
of Agriculture increased the num-
ber to 235 counties.

The impact of the drought has
centered primarily in Texas and
Oklahoma, but Mr. Futch said that
emergency loans may be made out-
side of designated areas {o eligible
applicants who have suffered sev-
ere losses as a result of the

drought.
