Bids are to be taken soon for 
seal coating 64 blocks of city pav­
ing. Councilmen also hc^e that 
residents wall adopt the city sales 
tax to make purchase of badly- 
needed equipment possible for the 
City.

A city sales tax would apply 
only to those items already <rover- 
ed by the state sales tax. Food, 
drugs, etc. would not be taxed. 
Collection and remittance of the 
tax would not require additional 
work on the part of the local mer­
chants, because the tax would be 
collected and remitted to the state 
along with the state's portion of 
the sales tax. Once each quarter 
the state comptroUer’.s office 
would compute and remit the pro­
per amount to the city in one 
check.

The sales and use tax i.- a fair 
one. Everyone, whether a property 
owner or not, pays a small por­
tion of the tax. In addition, those 
who do not live in the city would 
pay a small share also when they 
shop in Silverton.

Recently several cities in our 
area have approved the city sales 
tax, including Quitaque and Mata­
dor. This reflects progressix’e 
thinking in their communities and 
a positix’e attitude on the part of 
their citizens. The Silverton City 
Council is hoping that the people 
of this town will join other for­
ward-looking citizens in approving 
the d ty sales tax and making it 
possible to finance badly - needed 
city improvement projects without 
making any changes in city tax 
rates or property exaluatioos.

When famed cattle baron Char­
les Goodnight brought his herd 
over s little rise in the Texas Pan­
handle in the 1870's. he almost had 
a stampede on his hands.

The cattle were suddenly con-j 
fronted by Palo Duro Canyon, and; 
they panicked. In fact, the mules | 
pulling the chuck wagon were so 
frightened that they reariy dump­
ed the entire wagon, cook and all, 
into the l,(XX)-foot canyon.

Palo Duro Canyon, located 12 
miles east of the City of Canyon, 
is indeed a spectacular site to 
behold after crossing mile after 
mile of the monotonous rolling 
plains of the Texas Panhandle.

The canyon is 120 miles long 
and is 40 miles wide at its mouth. 
Because of the canyon's breathtak­
ing scenery and its colorful his­
tory, more than 15,000 acres of it 
ha\-e been made into a state park.

The canyon has been In the ma­
king for 90 million years through 
the action of wind and water on 
rock, .kt least four geologic ages 
or eras are exposed by the canyon's 
eroded formations.

Palo Duro, a Spanish term mean­
ing "bard wood,”  refers to the can­
yon's supply of strong cedar (juni­
per) brush from which the Indians 
made their arrows.

Probably the first European to 
visit Palo Duro Canyon liras Fran­
cisco Vasques de Coronado, who 
is generally believed to have been

in the canyon in 1541.
The canyon was one of the last 

strongholds of the warlike Great 
Plains Indians until after 1874 
when General Ranald Mackenzie 
defeated a large force of maraud­
ing Comanche Indians in the can­
yon, making it safe for permanent 
.\nglo-.kmerican settlement.

The first rancher in Palo Duro 
Canyon was Goodnight, who in 
partnership with John Adair of 
Ehigland, started the first cattle 
ranch in the canyon as well as the 
first ranch in the Texas Pan­
handle, the famous J.\ Ranch 
which is stiU in operaUon in part 
of the canyon.

The extraordinary terrain of the 
canyon is reason enough to visit 
Palo Duro Canyon State Park. It 
is, after all. a geological wonder.

But there is also a man-made 
attraction which has drawn visit­
ors from aU over the world. It is 
the outdoor rtage production, 
•TEXAS,”  a musical drama depict­
ing the early settlement of the 
canyon area.

•T iaLkS ’ is held in an outdoor 
amphitheatre of natural stone. It 
is a drama of man's atruggle with 
the elements while to'ing to settle 
the untamed portions of central 
and northern Texas. Since its be­
ginning in 1961, success of the 
drama has been as spectacular as 
the country and histoo' on which 
the stoiy is based.

PUlitzter Prize winner Paul 
Green wTote the script, and the 
music was scored by Hollywood 
composer Isaac Van Grove. Some 
of the cast are students, some are 
housewives and many of the fea­
ture performers have professional 
backgrounds.

Lights playing against rugged 
canyon walls and special sound 
effects are used to heighten the 
drama's excitement. On stage a 
panorama of Panhandle history un­
folds as settlers, cowboys and In­
dians play out the day-to-day con­
flicts of that colorful era.

A  prairie fire rages and the set­
tlers struggle against scaring 
winds, dust stomus and blizzards. 
Simple pleasures, such as hoc- 
downs and “plum pickens,”  bright­
en the hard existence.

Hail hits a portion of the South 
Plains cotton crop each year, and 
some producers roust face the de­
cision whether to replant or just 
hold on to the Injured stand of 
earlier cotton.

This year, the problem is es­
pecially serious because of the 
shorUge of good quality planting 
seed after a poor crop in 1971.

“ Se\-eral factors such as growth 
stage, type and extent of injury 
and seasonal conditions must be 
considered in making decisions to 
replant,”  says Dr. Bob .MeUer, Ex­
tension area cotton specialist for 
Texas A&M University.

He says that producers often 
wonder how much stands can be 
reduced and still give normal 
yields. Several years of research 
have shown that only two seedlings 
per foot in 40-inch rows will still 
give optimum yields.

“ In fact, no yield difference was 
obtained with plant populations 
ranging from 26,00065,000 plants 
per acre, or two to five seedlings 
per foot o f row,”  he reporU.

Metier explains that a hail 
storm can reduce the plant popu­
lation to only two seedlings per 
row foot, and there is still no rea­
son to replant unless the remain­
ing crop is poorly distributed or 
there are long skips.

The specialist has some sugges­
tions for evaluating hail damage. 
Most important, producers should 
not make a snap decision immed­
iately after a storm.

“ It will always appear much 
worse than the actual damage at 
this time,”  Metier says, "a cotton 
seedling has a number of buds that 
provide a remarkable capacity to 
recover in a short time.”

He also says the entire field 
should be examined to determine 
if the injury is widespread. Whe­
ther a field should be replanted 
depends on the ares receiving the 
most severe injury.

The plants should be examined 
to determine the number o f leaves 
or traces o f leaves still attached to 
the stalk.

"A  plant having only traces of 
leaves will still recover better than 
one with no leaves,”  Metier says. 
But he emphasiies that a stand 
with no leaves can still make a

crop.
I f  the stem is intact, free of 

large breaks and the seedling has 
sound buds, recovery is still pos­
sible although It will be slower 
than plants having at least some 
leaves.

“ However, if the stem is shat­
tered and the bark losened or bro­
ken at points below the leaf buds, 
then recovery is impossible," the 
^pecialist warns.

If the producer decides not to 
replant, a sandfighter should be 
run as soon as possible to prevent 
sand injury to vital buds on stubs 
left in the field. Metzer says that 
any regrowth hinges on either the 
sound terminal bud (the growing 
point) or axillary bud located at 
the point of leaf attachment.

If the terminal bud is destroyed 
then the axillary buds become ac­
tive and begin growth. After sand­
fighting, the producer should cul 
tivate immediately to prevent 
crusting.

The specialist emphasizes that 
hail injury in May or June will 
cause less yield losses than dam­
age in July or August.

Many consumers and main street 
busineasmen g iiv  bp service to the 
abundance of food provided by far­
mers as well as the business re- 
ceiv'ed from them. In too man '̂ in­
stances. however, none of the 
groups mentioned appear in Con­
gress to fight for better farm pro­
grams which irill retain the popu­
lation in rural areas so vitally 
needed in .-Vmerica today.

Coi^resaman Graham Purceil 
was in Silverton Monday. Using 
the time Congress is out of ses­
sion for the Democratic Conven­
tion to make an extensive tour of 
his district, he arrived here at 
11:00 ajn. and stayed through the 
noon hour.

The veteran Democrat, who 
heads the iiubcjnumttee on Live­
stock and Grains, noted that “se- 
veiral extremely important issues 
—matters that are especially im­
portant to West Texans—are still 
pending before Congress."

One important issue cited by 
Purcell is the sweeping new rural 
development program which he in­
troduced and his vigorously sup­
ported for a period of many 
months. Purceil said he hopes the 
legislation will be approved soon 
after Congress reconvenes. The

bill, now pending before the Mouse 
Rules Committee, "w ill at long last 
give us the framework we have so 
l o i «  needed to rebuild our anall 
communities —through industrial 
development, through tWablish- 
ment of more ad«iuate facilibes 
and services, and through major 
new forms of assistance to agricul­
tural pfxiducers, especially young 
farmers.”

.A» an example of the presaire 
to continuously weaken the farm 
programs for family farmers and 
shift the emphasis to large and 
•■efficient" farms whether they be 
private or corporate, note a recent 
study made by the U. S. Depart­
ment of .Agriculture. The "Young 
Executives Committee" appointed 
by .Agriculture Secretary Clifford 
lla.-dan a year ago, has recently- 
published its report and its recom­
mendations for future agricultural 
polk-v. .According to the young 
USD.V executives, "agricultural 
policy- should be directed toward 
maintaining agncuiture as a v-iable 
industry- and not as a way of life." 
The USD.A report terms present 
farm programs “costly, a deterrent 
to efficient production, and of neg­
ligible value to second generation 
owners." Their recommendation is 
"phase out over five years, reduce 
loan rates to disaster price level 
for feed grain crops and wheat 
and zero for all other crops.”  The 
young executives term parity price 
as "not a good barometer of re­
turn nor of the welfare of the far­
mer." The USD.A Young Executive 
report concludes, “The phase out 
would give a hard, downward pu.->h 
to annual farm income of perhaps 
six billion dollars at the begin­
ning.” The young executives do 
not see their proposals as doing in 
the family farm "but it would be­
come a larger, more sophisticated 
unit."

Local residents are encouraged 
to rally to the support of farm pro­
grams designed to better rural life 
and maintain the family farmer 
as a viable part of rural America. 
Farmers reading this are invited 
to join forces with an organiza­
tion that is seeking to retain pro­
gram benefits and constantly seek­
ing to betcr and expand these farm 
programs.

In citiD* the agricultural strife* 
oi Briscoe County, Purcell reiter­
ated the characteristic* of our 
leading farm organizations, urging 
us to re-evaluate our potentials.

The Small Business Administra­
tion is prepared to make Economic 
Injury Disaster Loans to aid »nall 
business firms suffering substan­
tial economic injur>- due to the ef­
fect of the prolonged drought and 
other natural disasters on farmers 
in most counties of Texas.

Fred S. Neumann, SB.A Region­
al Director in Dallas, said that the 
drought and otlier natural disaster 
areas as officially designated by 
the U. S. Department o f Agricul­
ture imdude 243 counties in Texas. 
All counties in Texas have been 
designated with tlie following ex­
ceptions: Camp, Cass, Franklin,
Harrison, Marion, Morris, Panola, 
Rusk, Tidus, Upshaw and Wood.
