In addition to the local inter­

ests, cattlemen from Wyoming, Ar­
izona, California, Florida, Georgia 
and Mississippi own about haif the 
cattle in the pens. The corporation 
caters to cattle people instead of 
to speculators, and the bulk of the 
cattle are individually owned.

The Olton cattle feeding opera­
tion Is similar in many ways to 
the cattle feedlot proposed to be 
built in the Silverton area.

At the present time. Briscoe 
County producers are either send­

ing their cattle to out-of-county 
feedlots or are selling them to 
people who put them in feedlots 
elserwhere. More local producers 
would probably put their own cat­
tle in a locally-owned feedlot.

The local cattle feeding opera­
tion would give a more reliable 
market for the county’s grain 
crops, and green ensilage would 
also be needed for a feedlot. This 
would create more demand for all 
feed products, and some speculate 
that all of the feed crops grown 
in Briscoe County would not be

sufficient to keep a feedlot of its 
proposed size in operation. This 
would stimulate the trucking busi­
ness, with both cattle and grain- 
hauling on the increase locally.
A  $1.5 million feedlot here would 

create new employment opportun­
ities and would bring a nice pay­
roll to the area. A  2O,0UO-lKad 
feedlot would have an annual pay­
roll of approximately $200,000. A- 
bout $4 million worth of feed 
would be consumed there in a 
year.

This would keep a lot of dollars

re-circulating in Briscoe County. 
It is estimated that this would 
create a cash flow of approximate­
ly $10 million annually in the com­
munity and county.

Another plus for the proposed 
Silverton feedlot is that it is close 
to packing facilities at Plainview. 
This would help cut the cost of 
trucking cattle from the feedlot 
to slaughter.

With ail these pluses going for 
the proposed feedlot, some people 
are fighting the project and threa­
tening those involved with law­

suits. Why?
Sure there are sonve problems 

associated with cattle feeding, but 
these operations are not without 
controls over them regarding in­
sects and odors. There are feed 
additives which help decrease ma­
nure odors. I have a friend whose 
husband raises pigs not far from 
her backdoor, and she tells me 
that they smell like money to her.

Uur basic industry — and only 
RE.VL industo’—*n Briscoe Coun­
ty is agriculture. No gift industries 
are going to fall into our laps like

manna from Heaven without a lot 
of hard work. This proposed feed- 
lot is one of the greatest things 
the people here have ever tried to 

do. Our area Is ideal for it. If we 

can get this started, prospects in 

this immediate area will definitely 

be on the upswing. Let’s show our 

progressiveness and willingness to 

work together by supporting this 

venture to help insure the finan­
cial success of our area. Aren’t we 

big enough to do this?

A PROBLEM isfactory germination. EN’en heavy 
and fully developed seed frequent­
ly deteriorated in the field due 
to unfavorable weather. Early 
harvest produced exceptionally 
high quality seed in these fields, 
but seed quality became progress­
ively worse as haryvest was delay­
ed due to wet fields,” he reports.

TIME

STEP
FORTH

The agronomist explains that 
since high quality is basic to get­
ting coton crop off to a rapid 
start, every effort should be made 
to secure the best quality seed 
possible. The coat of planting seed 
represents only five percent or 
less of total production cost. So, 
trying to cut cost here by pur­
chasing so-called bargain seed can 
be most costly in terms of poor 
stands, replanting and finally low 
yields. High quality seed will con­
tribute to more rapid seedling 
emergence, uniform stands which 
can better tolerate cold, wet con­
ditions associated with seedling 
decay organisms.

“In many instances, producers 
have no choice but to plant lower 
than desired quality seed,” Met­
ier adds.

"In this case, he should plant 
his best quality seed first when 
weather conditions during early 
spring a r e  more favorable for 
seedling emergence. As the plant­
ing season advances and soil be­
comes warmer, the grower can use 
lower quality seed after the other 
seed has been exhausted.”

A  good rule of thumb, he says 
is to allow the soil temperature 
at the eight-inch depth to average 
60 degrees Farenheit for 10 daj’s 
before planting. A  significantly 
higher peixrenUge and more rapid 
emergence of seedlings will be ob­
tained if this soil temperature is 
reached at planting. This is even 
more critical if lower quality seed 
are planted.

In using low quality seed, the 
planting rate may be increased by 
five to ten percent depending on 
the level of seed quality. The Elx- 
tension specialist w'ams that ex­
cessive increase in planting rate 
can worsen matters by eatin g  a 
buildup oi seed decay organisms 
in the drill row. In order to adjust 
planting rates properly, a grower 
must know the germination per­
cent and quality of the seed he is 
about to plant. He should make 
sure that seed are treated with 
a recommended fungicide.

If proucers have to plant low 
quality seed Metzer concludes, 
they should delay planting until 
the soil warms up, increase seed 
ing rates sightly and prepare s 
good seed bed preferably on a bed.
