Commission lowers 
speed limit on 
selected county roads

The Bailey County Com­
m issioners Court Monday 
lowered the speed limit on two 
county roads.

The speed limit was reduced 
in response complaints from 
residents in the area about cars 
that were driving at what they 
deemed as excessive speeds 
near their homes.

“I was nearly run over (Sun­
day),” said area resident Felicia 
Green. “Someone just came 
barreling down the road and 
almost hit me.”

Other residents who spoke 
at the public hearing were J.C. 
Pearson, Douglas Tennell, 
Tom m y G reen, and June 
Green.

Commissioners decided to 
reduce the speed limits on two 
stretches of dirt roads north of 
town from 60 to 45 miles per 
hour. The current speed limit 
for all unmarked county roads 
is 60 miles per hour.

Roads affected by the new 
speed limits are county roads 
163 and 1038. The speed limit 
on county road 163 will be 
reduced from its intersection 
with U.S. highway 84 north for 
1.5 miles.

The speed limit for county 
road 1038 will be reduced be-

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ginning at its intersection with 
Texas highway 2079 east for i  
1.5 miles.

Commissioners felt that a \  
speed limit of 45 miles per hour 
was reasonable considering the 
large number of families living 
in the area.

MISD developing programs tailored toward special needs

The Muleshoe Independent School District contin­
ues to show overall improvement in math and reading 
test scores, but scores for Hispanic and economically 
disadvantaged students lag dramatically behind, ac­
cording to a state agency report.

The MISD Board of Trustees Monday received the

results of the 1995 -96 Academic Excellence Indicator 
Report during its regular bi-monthly meeting.

No citizens showed for the public hearing schedule 
for comment on the report.

The report showed an overall improvement at all

four MISD campuses of a little less than two percent 
in reading and 7 1/2 pec^nt in math on the Texas 
Learning Index, the scale used to progress in Texas 
public schools.

However, Hispanic and economically disadvan­
taged students received scores significantly lower

than other demographic 
groups. Less than 60% of the 
students in both groups passed 
all levels of the exit level 
TAAS, compared to 92.7% of 
white students.

MHS Principal pointed out 
that while scores by Hispanic 
and economically disadvan­
taged students are lower than 
other demographic groups, they 
have risen compared to previ­
ous years. The percentage of 
Hispanic passing all sections 
of the exil level TAAS rose 
from 28.2% in 1995 to 58.3% 
in 1996. Ecomically disadvan­
taged students improved to 
54.8% in 1996, up from only 
20% in 1995.

“While some of the scores 
may be lower, we are working 
hard to raise scores in all areas 
and to eventually have all de­
mographic groups scoring on 
the same level,” Bishop said.

MISD has already begun 
programs to improve reading 
skills beginning at the elemen­
tary level, according to MISD 
assistant superintendent Adrian 
Meador.

“We are starting a reading 
program geared toward eco­
nom ically  disadvantaged 
students, who we classify as 
those who sign on for free or 
reduced lunches,” Meador said. 
“A large group of Hispanic stu­
dents are also migrants and have 
a language barrier. It’s hard for 
students who move from year 
to year to get good grades.”

The report grouped each 
campus with 39 other campuses 
from around the state who 
showed similar demographic 
compositions, including the 
percentage of Hispanic, Afri­
can American, Caucasian, and 
economically disadvantaged 
students attending each cam­
pus.

The report also compared 
the percentage of students who 
are participating in Advanced 
Placement (AP) classes, which 
are high school classes taught 
with a college curriculum. The 
percentage of student at MHS 
enrolled in AP classes for the 
1995-96 school year was 21%, 
13.4% above the state average.

“W e’ve been encouraging

students to take AP courses for 
their advanced curriculum,” 
Meador said.

In other business, the board 
received a report from the MHS 
Teen Leadership Class.

Teen Leadership instructor 
Carolyn Johnson informed the 
board that the MHS Teen Lead­
ership Class has been invited 
to attend a retreat in Dumas 
sponsored by the Texas A&M 
University Leadership Educa­
tion Foundation.

“It is a real honor to be cho­
sen,” Johnson said. “There are 
other Teen Leadership Pro­
grams in the area that have 
been in place for a year or two, 
but Muleshoe was chosen to 
attend.”

Johnson also reported that 
two MHS students, Amanda 
Valdez and Adrian King, had 
articles chosen to run in the 
state Teen Leadership news­
letter.

Preminger — Anatomy of a Filmmaker is a revealing look at the 
life and work o f prolific and controversial filmmaker Otto Preminger. 
The program features interviews with many o f the actors, writers, and 
behind-the-scenes players who worked with the mercurial producer/ 
director during the 50 years of his remarkable career.

Preminger was the first filmmaker to declare independence from the 
H ollywood studio system. His film s dealt with controversial subjects 
previously taboo in Hollywood movies: drug addiction, racial prejudice, 
rape, homosexuality, and political corruption.

Otto Preminger was born in Vienna in 1906, the son o f the attorney 
general o f the Austrian Empire.

He then 
went to Hollywood to work for 20th Century-Fox. Preminger broke from 
the traditional Hollywood studio system  and became an independent 
producer in the early 1950s.

1986.
