Hero’s a  way to light waspe tha t  is 
commonly practised by govem iueut 
engineers when out surveying:

On the guvem m eut surveys the 
usual method of ge tting  a big wasp 
nest out of the line is to se t  fire to 
some moss placed in the fork of a long 
limb, and thus bum  the nest up. The 
wasps fly madly out in practically 
s tra igh t lines, and all the men fall 
down on the ground.

Recently, however, to the surprise of 
the euginettrs in charge of .a  survey, a 
native woodsman showed a far easier 
and much more peculiar method, l ie  
took the long machete, or knife uced 
in chopping small trees and under­
brush, and rubbl'd Uie blade of it  under 
his arm  backward and forward a few 
times, and then placed it quickly on 
the  bottom of the nest. Then an a s ­
tounding thing happened—all the 
wasps seemed seized with panic and 
flew quickly away. The odor of human 
perspiration seemed to have g rea te r  
effect on them than the smoke.

Of course It is a well known fact 
th a t  to some animals the odors of o th ­
e r  animals are  unbearable; even dif­
ferent races of men have their  distinct­
ive odors, and some a re  unpleasant to 
others. It is safe to assume that the 
odor of man to the wasp is as  unbear­
able  as the odor of the skunk to man. 
Anyhow, this method of lighting wus|>s 
has been adopted almost to the  e.xclu- 
slon of previous methods by the par­
ticu lar  engineer who saw the safe and 
su re  effect of Its trial; but it takes 
some little nerve to do it.—llluatratcd 
isunday Magazine.

eoinpetitive basis with s ta te  hanks 
for certa in  classes of business. In the  
opinion of na t ional hankers  here. .Na­
tional hunks genera lly  do not like 
farm loans and the re  is considerable 
question as to v.hi-tlier they will take  
advan tage  of the  new law to any con­
siderab le  extent.

They consider tha t a five-year loan 
Ls too long for a conim erila l  Insti tu ­
tion, as th e re  is a chance for too 
g rea t  changes in bank deiiosits in 
such a period to m ake It really s a t ­
isfactory.

While no defin ite  advices have 
been received hero in regard  to the 
tim e of opening the  new Federa l re ­
serve banks, the  unders tand ing  is 
now th a t  officials of the  treasury  de­
p a r tm en t a re  p lanning  to open all 
of them  for business on Sept. 1.

H. Hall, tow ard  o rg an ­
ized labor:

“ In search ing  the  record, I find 
Colonel Hall, as fa r  back as 1886, 
during  the  g rea t  K nights  of Labor 
s tr ike , conducted by M artin  Irons, a 
cham pion of labo r’s in te re s ts— a 
friend and helper to the  laboring 
man. He was a t  th a t  tim e a m erchan t 
in Huntsville , and th e re  a re  today 
many men living who will testify  th a t  
lie ca rr ied  the s t r ik e rs ,  th  eiinion men 
on credit on his books long a f te r  o th ­
e r  m erchan ts  had tu rn ed  them  down 
because of th e ir  being ou t  of em ­
ployment.

Col. Hall has for years atlvocat- 
ed tile initiative, re fe rendum  and re­
call which is o u r  p re feren tia l  m eas­
ure for p resentation  to th e  next leg­
is la tu re ;  and Col. Hail was one of the  
foremost cham pions of these  m eas­
ures to be put into the  H ouston ch a r ­
ter.

In 
addition , he favored and worked as­
siduously for a  law, p rohib iting  the  
shipp ing  of convict m ade goods into 
o th e r  s ta te s — a law ail organized la­
bor lias declared for and worked for 
for m any years.

Ill th e  national dem ocratic  conven­
tion of 1900, held in K ansas City, 
Colonel Hall was a m eniher of the 
p la tform  com m ittee  and supported  
all the  labor p lanks which it con­
ta ined and a  p lank favoring direct 
legislation.

In the  Democratic S la te  Conven­
tion of 1902, a t  Galveston, he was a 
menilier of the  sub-eom m lttee  which 
wrote  all the  labor planks, including 
the  plank dem anding  the  child labor 
law, which was passed th ro u g h  the 
efforts of the  laboring men by th e  leg­
is la tu re  of 1903.
